National Electrical Code General Installation Requirements – Review of NEC Articles 110, 300, 404, 406, 410, and 422

General installation requirements are important for all installers. Based on the National Electrical Code this unique class will explore the basics of general electrical requirements starting with the purpose and history of the National Electrical Code. Article 110 will cover basic installation practices for wire, connections, marking, and working clearances. Article 300 will cover installation of conductors in both above and below grade application, general installation rules for conductors, as well as exposed and concealed work in plenum and non-plenum related installations.  Chapter 4 of the NEC will be highlighted covering installation of switches, receptacles, luminaires, and appliances. Students will receive instructional booklet and handouts applicable to course information.
