Principal Robinson updated the SCC on the start of the remodel project. Second grade teachers have been moving their classrooms to the Kindergarten hall through the Christmas break. The next step is to start removing the asbestos from the North classrooms. Principal Robinson assures this will be safe and contained within that section. In May, the kitchen will be shut down and lunch will be transported from Monroe. For the beginning of the 2010-2011 school year, no decision has been finalized as to where the students will eat lunch because the multipurpose room will still be under remodel. Many opinions have been discussed, like walking to the Youth Center or setting up mess tests on the blacktop by the lunchroom or eating in the class?? Also, the first grade new cubbies for work and coats will be finished by August 2010.


Principal Robinson also discussed the State Performance Grant that Ashman Elementary School is participating in. The first year is development, and Principal Robinson is working on student achievement and a parent survey. Community input is important at understanding the students’ needs. Trying to define quality instruction is difficult; however, Principal Robinson has broken it down into three key areas:


1. Knowledge


2. Skills


3. Designing

However, plans are still in the preliminary stages; Principal Robinson is working hard to develop a plan that assesses the three components, which are:


-40% student performance


-40% quality


-20% parent survey
