APPROVAL OF REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 3, 2010.
Motion by Gordon Stewart, second by Lamar Melville to approve the regular City Council meeting minutes of February 3, 2010.  All in favor, motion passed.
5. 
RATIFY MOTION MADE ON FEBRUARY 3, 2010 BY COUNCILMEMBER LAMAR MELVILLE SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER GORDON STEWART TO APPROVE CHANGE ORDER #2 TO INCREASE THE ASBESTOS CLEANUP ON THE RIPPETOE PROPERTY TO $129,583.30.
Motion by Lamar Melville, second by Gordon Stewart to approve change order #2 to increase the asbestos cleanup on the Rippetoe property to $129,583.30.  Motion passed with approval by Heather Castagno, Lamar Melville, Ira Sly, Gordon Stewart, and one nay by Dennis Sweat.

PERMISSION FOR ATTORNEY WENDY CROWTHER OF CLYDE, SNOW SESSIONS AND SWENSON TO FILE CHANGE APPLICATION FOR PILOT MOUNTAIN WATER RIGHTS TO INCLUDE POINT OF DIVERSION, PLACE OF USE, AND USE OF WATER AT A FEE OF APPROXIMATELY $2000.00 AND MATTERS RELATED THERETO.  DISCUSSION/DECISION
In 1960, water rights were acquired by Wendover City from the Union Pacific Railroad Co.  The rights were for irrigation, domestic and railroad use.  In 1970, change applications were filed by the railroad proposing to divert and use water under the rights for municipal purposes in Wendover.  No change application was filed.  There are apparent discrepancies between the Division of Water Rights records and Wendover City’s and the manner in which those rights are currently exercised.

Motion by Heather Castagno, second by Lamar Melville to approve Attorney Wendy Crowther of Clyde, Snow, Sessions and Swenson to file change application for Pilot Mountain water rights to include point of diversion, place of use, and use of water at a fee of approximately $2000.00.  All in favor, motion passed.

DONATION OF $300.00 TO THE WEST WENDOVER FBLA TO GENERATE A WEBSITE FOR THE CITY OF WENDOVER AND MATTERS RELATED THERETO.  DISCUSSION/DECISION.
General discussion of proposed website.  Wendover High School was given first option to design website for the City; however, they did not have an advanced web design class.  West Wendover High School has an advanced web design class and are anxious to assist the City.

Motion by Gordon Stewart, second by Heather Castagno to approve donation of $300.00 to the West Wendover FBLA to generate a website for the City of Wendover, funds to be taken from tourism fund.
8.
MAYOR CRAWFORD UPDATES AND PENDING MATTERS AND MATTERS RELATED THERETO.  DISCUSSION/DECISION

Mayor Crawford thanked the council members for going to the ULCT’s meeting for newly elected officials.  Stated that it was very informative regarding running meetings, ethics.  They were also able to bond with other city officials.
Updates:  Rippetoe property cleanup is going as scheduled.  There was shed that was damaged in the process, Bland Tree to take care of.  Received the go ahead to clean up Pruett property.

Several ideas for use of property include:  assisted living center, park, city shop.  

Short fall of budget of $90,000 was an accounting oversight.  The real figure is closer to $29,000.  Gross numbers were reported instead of net.  There are also $130,000 in outstanding warrants that need to be collected.  City jurisdiction is the city limits only.  Proposal in works to expand jurisdiction area.  
Sheriff’s department is concerned that City will be discontinuing service. 

Discussion with West Wendover police department:  their insurance will not cover them, other than being in pursuit, and laws are different between Utah and Nevada.
Tooele County is going to work with the City to assist as necessary.  Grantsville is down 40% in fines also.

Sign:  the utility workers have put some loads of dirt in area, but more are needed.

Robinson Mining:  new agreement increased 40% from old contract.  They are going to issue a bulk payment of $9100 and then they will be back on schedule.  The money goes into a fund to fix the road when enough funds are accumulated.

Motion by Heather Castagno, second by Gordon Stewart to approve the concept amount from Robinson Mining for the 40% increase, and to accept agreement to haul ore through the City per the contract.  All in favor, motion passed.
General discussion of changing meeting time for next scheduled meeting.  No changes will be made.
