JANUARY 25, 2010 – MINUTES OF A WORK SESSION TAKEN BY THE SEVIER SCHOOL DISTRICT BOARD OF EDUCATION AT A MEETING HELD ON JANUARY 25, AT 12:00 PM IN THE SEVIER SCHOOL DISTRICT OFFICE. 

In attendance were President Don Naser, Vice President Jack Hansen, members Tom Hales, and John Johnson, as were Superintendent Brent Thorne, Assistant Superintendent Myron Mickelsen, Business Administrator Patrick D. Wilson, and Executive Secretary Patricia Sanchez.  President Don Naser arrived to the meeting at 12:50 p.m.  Clint Johnson was excused.


Also in attendance was Sevier District Accountant Kari Carter.


ITEM #1. FY 2009 AUDIT REPORT.  Due to a lack of time in the December 9, 2009, Work Session, some sections of the audit were not reviewed.  Business Administrator Patrick Wilson began with the letter of transmittal.  The District’s October 1, 2008, student count was 4,603 and the average cost per student for the year ending June 30, 2009, was $6,201, a decrease of $463 from the previous fiscal year.  He explained that the District is very dependent upon state and federal aid.  There was a decrease of 279 jobs or a 3.8 percent unemployment rate in September 2008.  Construction permits dropped by 23 percent, the average wage dropped by three percent, and property values increased in 2008.  


Mr. Wilson encouraged the Board to read the financial highlights of the audit.  He reviewed the revenues by source, expenditures, enrollment changes, and stated that the District should grow in the next few years.  He also talked about the District’s capital assets and long-term debt.  The statistical section of the audit was reviewed, which included information on financial trends, revenue capacity, debt capacity, demographic and economic information, and operating information.  He mentioned that a new ten-year building committee would be established in 2014-2015.  

The meeting adjourned at 1:00 p.m.
