	
	COMMISSION MEETING MINUTES

July 22, 2014

The Board of Davis County Commissioners met in room 303 of the Davis County Administration Building, 61 South Main Street, Farmington, Utah on July 22, 2014 at 10:00 am.  Members present were: Commissioner Louenda H. Downs - Chair, Commissioner P. Bret Millburn, Commissioner John Petroff, Jr., Clerk/Auditor Chief Deputy Audit/Finance Curtis Koch, Chief Deputy Civil County Attorney Neal Geddes, and Deputy Clerk/Auditor Janet Hanson. 

	
	
Commissioner Downs led the Pledge of Allegiance. All in attendance were invited to stand and join in.

	Recognition of Brooklyn McKenzie for her fundraising efforts
	
Commissioner Downs introduced 8 year old Brooklyn McKenzie (daughter of Brian McKenzie – Davis County Elections Director) who has discovered the joy of helping others.  Three years ago she came up with the idea of selling blackberries to help “buy her cousin” who was being adopted from Russia.  She raised $300.  Because of that effort she became an honorary member of RODS Racing, a group who races for orphans with Down Syndrome.  RODS Racing raises $15,000 for an orphan with Down Syndrome.  When a family comes forward to adopt that child there is some financial resources to help with the process.  The next year there were plenty of blackberries and raspberries and Brooklyn thought there probably was someone else that could use her help.  She continues to do that.  Brooklyn was invited to tell her story.  

Brooklyn told about Maddie, the orphan with Down Syndrome she is currently raising funds to help with the adoption once a family is found.  To raise funds she sells homemade bread and jam.  The first year (at age 5) she raised $300 to “help buy her cousin”.  The second year, after being asked if she was going to be selling jam again, she was going to use the money for Disneyland.  Her mother showed her the RODS Racing website showing a Down Syndrome orphan, Vaughn.  She decided she would use the profits to donate towards his adoption instead of a trip to Disneyland.  With the help of her mother, making the jam, the second year she donated $562 towards Vaughn’s adoption.  This year her goal is $800 - $1000.  She sells the jam for “$5, $6, $7, or $8, or what you’d like to donate”. To help with her effort, she is also receiving donations from others (neighbors donating homemade bread, jars, sugar and fruit, Bowman’s Market donating pectin).  With the help of those purchasing the jam she can help raise funds to help Maddie be adopted.  The Commissioners presented Brooklyn with a certificate, “Community of Excellence Award.”  Her father, Brian, indicated what has helped Brooklyn be successful is the generosity of so many of the County employees, co-workers and friends who contribute so generously.  Ultimately, what this is all about is helping these special needs orphans find their families.  Commissioner Downs reminded those in attendance that the Commission likes to take the opportunity to recognize good things happening in Davis County and the great people who are working hard to make a difference.  Eight-year old Brooklyn is certainly one of those making a difference.  Commissioner Millburn offered his tree of apricots to be used to make more jam.

	Recognition of Scott Bass, Davis County’s American Cowboy
	
Every year the Ogden Pioneer Days Rodeo takes the opportunity to highlight amazing American Cowboys from every county.  The Commission Office realized Davis County’s own employee, Scott Bass, was the perfect nominee.  Commissioner Downs read the following portion of the nomination: ‘Scott works in the Davis County Surveyor’s Office.  In real life he is a cowboy.  He’s part-owner of a cattle ranch in Grace, Idaho.  Because of that ranch he is able to, not only know what he is doing, but able to mentor the 4-H youth in the County in participating in raising calves and chickens.  He has been working with these young people for many years.  He’s a tremendous teacher in working with the young people and going to these competitions many times taking national awards.  They are headed to the nationals again this year too.  He not only takes the young people from Davis County, but he has had young people from other counties gravitate to him.  He has mentored them.  He has helped them.  When they go away to college and getting married, they come back and tell Scott he is their friend, their teacher and want him to continue to be a part of their lives.  He encourages the young people and is inclusive.  He typifies what we think is an American Cowboy which is described as dedicated to the principles that this country is founded on.  Scott is patriotic.  His blood is red, white and blue.  His mantra is to “cowboy up”, “work hard”, to do whatever needs to be done, to provide great animals to ride, put your boots on and ride, teach the next generation to ride and don’t be too proud to clean up after the ride. He doesn’t seek recognition but he provides opportunities for those and others.’  Commissioner Downs introduced Scott Bass and his wife, Krista, inviting them to tell about receiving the award.

Scott brought and displayed the award (made from stone) he received.  He doesn’t seek recognition but was grateful for all the nice things said about him, and said he was also grateful that with the written nomination his wife now has verbiage for his obituary and the stone award for his headstone.  He appreciated the tribute experience (which he shared with the 6 year old camping buddy who joined him in the arena) as well as the respect shown to him and other awardees.


Commissioner Downs noted Scott’s service points out that he is not out for himself, but to help others.  She read the last part of the nomination which said “Scott will always be looking for ways to make the next frontier and make its cowboys.  He is always making everybody else better around him.”   In recognition of someone who makes a difference, the Commissioners presented Scott with a Davis County coin.  Commissioner Petroff spoke of having followed the 4-H program and noted Scott has taken a huge part in its success.  It is all about doing something good for these kids.  He appreciates Scott’s efforts and thanked him.  Commissioner Millburn commented on the amazing number of lives Scott touches on a year-to-year basis.  He thanked Scott for the example he leads and the quiet way he goes about doing it.

Scott indicated he has been involved in 4-H since he was 8, so over 45 years, and said never has there been county commissioners that have supported 4H like there is now.  The 4-H appreciates the commissioners’ support.
