APPROVAL OF REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 3, 2008
Motion by Gary Bean to approve regular City Council meeting minutes of September 3, 2008.  Motion resended.

Motion by Gary Bean, second by Ira Sly to approve regular City Council meeting minutes of September 3, 2008.   All in favor, motion passed.

SEPTEMBER 20TH, 2008 AIR SHOW AND MATTER RELATED THERETO, MIKE CRAWFORD.  DISCUSSION/DECISION
Mike Crawford apologized for not paying closer attention to advertisements; Wendover City not credited for sponsorship.

Suggestion of next year to handle car show ourselves.  Entrance fee suggestion to go into Room Tax fund and not go to County.  Agreement from last year was to give entrance fee to county as entry gets four Air Show tickets.  

Only contact person was Jim Petersen.  Concern needs to be expressed to Commissioners.
Gates will open at 7:00 AM and judging will start at 12:00 PM.  Mike will get packets from City offices on Friday.  Mayor will get tub of ice and bottled water, also two tables and chairs from Community Building.

CITY ATTORNEY MARK BELL UPDATES/PENDING MATTERS AND MATTERS RELATED THERETO.
(A)
FREIDA PRUETT ESTATE – CATHIE BELL, DISCUSSION OF PROPERTY LOCATED AT APPROXIMATELY 565 EAST PEQUOP AVENUE (PARCEL 1-257-15), NUISANCE AND DEBRIS ON PROPERTY, TOOELE COUNTY’S NOTICES, AND CITY’S 2/25/08 NOTICE OF VIOLATION, DISCUSSION AUTHORIZATION TO ENTER PROPERTY FOR CLEANUP PURPOSES, POSSIBLE CONVEYANCE OF PROPERTY TO CITY. DECISION
This is the small parcel of property on the southeast edge of the Rippetoe property.  The property is titled in the name of Frieda Pruett, who passed away several years ago.  Her daughter, Cathie Bell, has been indecisive about what she wants to do with the property.  Since the last meeting, Mark has exchanged calls with Ms. Bell’s attorney, Doug White, but has been unable to reach him.

It is Mark’s understanding that Ms. Bell was going to file a probate proceeding to have the property transferred to her.  He has checked the records of the Court, and it appears that no such proceeding has yet been filed.  He will also contact Tooele Title Company to see about any other title activity on the property.

In the meantime, the City should continue its work to clean up the remainder of the Rippetoe property.  If Mark has not heard from Ms. Bell or her attorney by the first Council meeting in October (Wednesday, October 1, 2008) he will discuss the Cities options at that time, including having the City handle the clean up and billing the Pruett Estate for the expense.

(B)
SELECTION OF CODE ENFORCEMENT NOTICE AND MATTERS RELATED THERETO.  DISCUSSION/DECISION

Mark needs to meet with Gary Bean and Glenn Wadsworth to review written materials to be used in the City’s code enforcement activities.  These will include a citation form, a warning form, and other materials to be served on individuals in violation of the City’s building and property maintenance standards.  Mark would like the meeting to be set up on October 1, 2008 at 5:30 P.M.

ADOPT OR REJECT ORDINANCE 2008-03 AN ORDIANCE OF THE CITY OF WENDOVER, TOOELE COUNTY, UTAH ADOPTING STANDARDS FOR PROPERTY AND BUILDING MAINTENANCE AND FOR THE CLEANING OF REAL PROPERTY, WEED CONTROL AND GRAFFITI REMOVAL AND MATTERS RELATED THERETO.  DISCUSSION/DECISION
Mark has not received any comments from individual members of the Council.  Based on previous discussions he has started modifications of the ordinance to focus on more high priority issues.  Once completed an amended copy will forwarded to Council for review.

APPROVE OR REJECT FRONTIER’S RECOMMENDATION TO RELEASE OUSEL CONSTRUCTION FROM MOUNTAIN RIDGE BOND OBLIGATIONS AND MATTERS RELATED THERETO.  DISCUSSION/DECISION

Tena Campbell has prepared an estimate of the costs to complete the on-site improvements.  A letter to the bonding company to make a formal demand that they complete the improvements will be sent.  A call was received from Timothy Hoffman, one of the principals of the entity that started work on the project, requesting to be released from the obligations associated with the project.  He was told that the City cannot do this and that the City is in communications with the bonding company. Timothy also stated that he was in contact with the bonding company.

UPDATE ON THE CITY OF WENDOVER BECOMING A TREE CITY USA  AND MATTERS RELATED THERETO.  DISCUSSION/DECISION.  
Four things must be done to become a Tree City USA:  1) a tree board or department must be formed; 2) a community tree ordinance must be passed; 3) a community forestry program with an annual budge of at least $2 per capita; and 4) observe Arbor Day.
