	Agreement #2014-227 Utah State Library Division for the Library Lending Grant Program
	
Jerry Meyer, Davis County Library Chief Deputy, presented agreement #2014-227 with the Utah State Library Division for the Library Lending Grant Program.  This program allows the libraries within the state, and nationwide, to loan books to each other.  The grant funds, according to a formula, are to help off-set the associated costs.  It is a receivable in the amount of $14,140.00.  Contract period is July 1, 2014 through June 30, 2015.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	Memo of Understanding and grant #2014-278 Utah Attorney General’s Office, Internet Crimes Against Children (ICAC) program
	
Chief Deputy Kevin Fielding, Davis County Sheriff’s Office, presented memorandum of understanding and grant award #2014-278 with the Utah Attorney General’s Office for the Internet Crimes Against Children (ICAC) program.  Funds are used to investigate the downloading of pornography.  Commissioner Millburn asked, due to this being awarded from the Attorney General’s Office, is there a correlation or partnership with the Davis County Attorney’s Office, as they have been very active with the pornography issue.  Chief Fielding thought the Attorney’s Office also receives an award from the Department of Justice through the Attorney General’s Office (as the administrator for the State).  Commissioner Downs inquired if they worked with the Children’s Justice Center in this regard.  He did not believe they did.  He thought the County Attorney’s Office may.  Steve Rawlings, Davis County Clerk/Auditor, spoke from the audience indicating he conferred with David Cole, Davis County Attorney’s Office, this morning and he was very much in favor of the Sheriff’s Office receiving this award.  Mr. Cole said the Attorney’s Office works jointly with the Sheriff’s Office and recommended approval.  Commissioner Millburn said it is a good thing to get these types of awards. Pornography is a scourge upon our society and he wants to make sure there was a coordination of efforts.  It is a receivable in the amount of $15,000.00.  The contract period is July 1, 2014 through June 30, 2015.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	Agreement #2014-279 Beaver Valley Hospital dba Rocky Mountain Care for in-home services
	
Lewis Garrett, Davis County Director of Health, presented the following:


Agreement #2014-279 with Beaver Valley Hospital dba Rocky Mountain Care (Clearfield) to provide needed in-home services for clients of Davis County.  Beaver Valley Hospital recently acquired Rocky Mountain Care.  There was a previous agreement with Rocky Mountain Care (2013-368) which this agreement will now supersede.  It is a payable in a TBD billed amount.  Contract period is July 1, 2013 – June 30, 2015.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	 Agreement #2014-280 United Way of Salt Lake for dental services
	
Agreement #2014-280 with United Way of Salt Lake to provide funding for dental services to those who meet income parameters (children).  Through other programs, home visitation or WIC, they find children with acute dental needs.  They leverage the funds by working with dentists for discounted services.  Commissioner Petroff noted there is also another 501c agency, Bountiful Food Pantry, who received CDBG funds for dental services.  Lewis works with this agency and they are part of the newly organized Davis County Oral Health Coalition which brings together providers to coordinate efforts.  It is a receivable amount of $5,000.00.  Contract period is July 1, 2014 through June 30, 2015.  Commissioner Petroff made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Millburn seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	Agreement #2014-281 Mark S Glauser Concrete to remove pavers and replace with concrete at Admin Bldg
	
Luke Love, Davis County Facilities Interim Director, presented agreement #2014-281 with Mark S. Glauser Concrete, Inc. to remove the pavers at the north and west entrances of the Administration Building and replace them with colored concrete.  In the agreement, the County has been credited a salvage value of $1.00 per square foot for the pavers.  Due to the weather’s freeze/thaw cycles, the pavers have become problematic as a trip and fall hazard.  The concrete will lessen the risks of falls.  Commissioner Millburn noted the County has learned the hard way.  When the building was designed and built, things that looked good on paper and from an architectural perspective might look appealing, but it has turned out not to be as functional as it should.  With the weather we get, particularly on the north facing side, it is more problematic.  He felt this was a smart move to lessen the County’s risk, as Luke pointed out.  The payable amount is $20,309.30.  Period of contract is 8 weeks.  Luke explained the total project time for the actual work is only 1.5 weeks.  The longer time period is to allow the County to be worked into the contractor’s schedule.  The bike racks will be moved to a better location.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	              
	
Commissioner Millburn made a motion to convene as the Board of Equalization.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.

	Property Tax Register approved
	
Dale Peterson, Davis County Tax Administration Director, presented the Property Tax Register which reflected 23 corrections and 40 property tax appeals recommended for approval.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Tax Administration has accepted 544 property tax appeals that are being process.  Dale specified the deadline for property tax appeals is due by September 15, 2014.

	
	
Commissioner Millburn made a motion to reconvene Commission Meeting.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.

Commissioner Petroff made a motion to approve the Personnel Register.  Commissioner Millburn seconded the motion.  All voted aye.
