1.  Commercial Site Plan, The Shops at Redwood, 13700 South Redwood Road, C-G Zone, Marlon Hill, Applicant 
7:20:21 PM - Jason Lethbridge, Planning Manager, explained that Marlon Hill submitted an application requesting final site plan approval for property located at 13700 South Redwood Road just north of the exiting Burt Brothers Tires Center. 
7:24:07 PM Trace Robinson, Public Works Director, addressed questions from Council Member Johnson.
7:24:45 PM Council Member Tricia Tingey MOVED the City Council approve the Shops at Redwood Final Site Plan, Application Number PL-14-8006, located at 13700 South Redwood Road, with the conditions outlined in the Staff Report. Council Member Brent Johnson SECONDED the motion. Mayor Applegarth called for discussion on the motion; he then called for a Roll Call Vote. The vote was as follows: Johnson-Yes, Staggs-Yes, Stewart-Yes, Tingey-Yes, and Wayman-Yes. The motion passed unanimously.
Referenced in the motion are the following conditions forwarded by the Planning Commission:
1. Storm drainage systems and accommodation comply with Riverton City standards and ordinances, and with the recommendations of the Riverton City Engineering Division.

2. An interim storm drainage and erosion control plan and an access management plan be approved by the City prior to any construction or grading on the site.

3. The site and structures comply with any and all applicable Riverton City standards and ordinances, including the International Building and Fire Codes.

4. Lighting, both on the building and in the site shall be designed and installed to minimize impacts to the surrounding properties.

5. Any and all rooftop mechanical equipment shall be fully screened from view from the roadway and surrounding properties.

6. Obtain and maintain a UDOT access permit for access to Redwood Road.

7. Submitting an acceptable storm water management and covenant to maintain.

8. Recording an easement for the benefit of lots 2 and 3 for storm water.


2.  Commercial Site Plan, Alpha Warranty Expansion, 12168 South Redwood Road, Alan Carlson, Applicant 
7:25:25 PM - Jason Lethbridge, Planning Manager, explained that Alan Carlson of Alpha Warranty submitted an application requesting site plan approval to expand their existing commercial site. The applicant purchased the residential parcel located just south of the existing business and in July of 2014 the parcel was rezoned from R-4 to C-N in order to make way for parking lot expansion.

Mayor Applegarth called for discussion on the motion; 7:37:11 PM Council Member Trent Staggs made a Substitute Motion and MOVED that the lower half of the windows on the second floor shall be screened with an opaque material on the north and west sides only. Council Member Tricia Tingey SECONDED the motion. Mayor Applegarth called for discussion on the motion; 7:38:42 PM Council Member Paul Wayman comments. Mayor Applegarth then called for a Roll Call Vote. The vote was as follows: Johnson-Yes, Staggs-Yes, Stewart-Yes, Tingey-Yes, and Wayman-Yes. The motion passed unanimously.
Referenced in the motion are the following conditions forwarded by the Planning Commission:
1. Storm drainage systems and accommodation comply with Riverton City standards and ordinances, and with the recommendations of the Riverton City Engineering Division.

2. An interim storm drainage and erosion control plan and an access management plan be approved by the City prior to any construction or grading on the site.

3. Eight foot solid masonry fencing installed along the southern and western property lines of the parking area.

4. Parking area on existing commercial site shall comply with all applicable and current automobile parking codes 

5. The site and structures comply with any and all applicable Riverton City standards and ordinances, including the International Building and Fire Codes, and with the approved Conditional Use Permit for the building expansion.
The applicant received a Conditional Use Permit for that building expansion area, and the Planning Commission included the following conditions of approval relative to the building, which are included in Condition No. 5:

1.
A minimum of two additional trees shall be planted on the north property line adjacent to the addition, of the same type and full growth height as the existing trees and at a minimum of 1.5 inch caliper. 

2.
Exterior lighting on the new addition shall be shielded to minimize impacts to the adjacent properties.

3.
The lower half of the windows on the second floor shall be screened with an opaque material.


3.  Resolution No. 15-04 - Approving the execution of a Water Purchase Agreement and Petition with Jordan Valley Water Conservancy District 
7:40:10 PM Ryan Carter, City Attorney, explained that in November of this year, Riverton City distributed ballots to culinary water utility customers requesting their vote on whether the City should switch from the current City-owned culinary water supply to water supplied by the Jordan Valley Water Conservancy District (“District”). On December 16, 2014, the results of the vote were reported to the Council by an independent entity hired by the City to process the ballots. A clear majority of the votes returned elected to receive water supplied by the District.  

Mr. Carter said the City Council considered four different contract options to negotiate with the District if the vote determined that the District would provide culinary water City-wide. Mr. Carter said the agreement reflects the essential terms discussed in the Council Meeting of October 21, 2014.
