WELCOME:
In the absence of the Board Chair, Dean Tucker conducted the meeting and welcomed the Board and Mike Kendall to the meeting.

MINUTES:


Commissioner Smith made a motion to approve the minutes of the Library Board meeting held January 20, 2015.  Mrs. Summerhays seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

BOARD CHANGES – PROPOSED:
Mrs. Sanford related to the Board that Mrs. Summerhays has requested that she not be Vice-Chair, and that request has been accepted.  There has been discussion of the leadership of the Board through the opening of the new Kaysville Branch.  Commissioner Smith proposed that we leave Carol Page in as Board Chair until her term ends on November 30, 2015.  Mr. Woodward made a motion to extend Mrs. Page’s term as proposed.  Mrs. Morgan seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  After some discussion Mr. Woodward made a motion to elect Susan Smith as vice-chair and become Chair on December 1, 2015 and serve through June 30, 2016, which is the end of her term on the Board.  Commissioner Smith seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mrs. Sanford told that Board that at the June 2016 Board meeting we would elect a Chair and a Vice-Chair and be back on schedule.
CONTRACT RATIFICATION – MISS DAVIS COUNTY PAGEANT:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the Miss Davis County Pageant requested the use of the library as a backdrop to take photographs of some of their contestants.  Mrs. Morgan made a motion to ratify this agreement.  Mrs. Summerhays seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

OPEN MEETING LAW TRAINING – MICHAEL KENDALL:

Michael Kendall, from the County Attorney’s Office, conducted the annual open meeting law training for the Board.  
Mr. Woodward was excused.

CHILDREN’S SERVICES – UPDATE:

-Mrs. Sanford told the Board that plans for the Read-a-thon in mid-March are underway.  They will be held concurrently at the South and North Branch and at the Central Branch, where we will be partnering once again with Layton City.    The theme will be “Seuss on the Loose at the Library”.  It is the 8th anniversary of our Read-a-thon programs.

-Plans are well underway for the Summer Reading Program.  
TECHNOLOGY – UPDATE:

-Mrs. Sanford reported to the Board that we now have a case number and we are on the list for the Blue Cloud Analytics that we talked about at our last Board meeting.

-We are continuing to explore the feasibility of using credit cards for payment.  
-We are also upgrading the software we use when a patron uses our website and we need to authenticate their library card.  In the next couple of weeks we need to migrate to a new server for this and the cost will be about $500.  
BUILDINGS – UPDATE:

-The Kaysville Branch is moving along very quickly.  The roof should be finished by the end of this week.  Art and Design Teams are making final decisions.  Everything is moving forward without disruption to library service.  The Board will tour the new Kaysville Branch after the April Board meeting.
-The May Board meeting will be at the Syracuse Branch.

-The County is in the process of hiring a new Facilities Management Director.  When they are in place we will go over our project list with their guidance.

-There was discussion about the preliminary drawings for the emergency exit on the west side of the North Branch in Clearfield.  
The next Board Meeting will be on March 17, 2015 at the Headquarters Library.

Mrs. Smith made a motion to adjourn at 9:03 a.m.  Mrs. Morgan seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.
