b. Annexation for 15.04 acres of land approximately at 3047 Midland Drive.  Proposed Ordinance 2008-46 providing for the annexation of 15.04 acres of land contiguous to the corporate limits of said city, which land annexed is generally located at approximately 3047 Midland Drive.  (Adopt/not adopt ordinance – roll call vote)

Proposed Ordinance 2008-50 amending the Ogden Municipal Code by amending subsection 5-16d-8.a to increase fees for taxi cab services; and to allow a fuel surcharge to be imposed by an owner or driver of a taxicab. b. Pedicab Ordinance. Proposed Ordinance 2008-51 amending the Ogden Municipal Code by adding Section 5-16f to allow public transportation of persons by pedicab. (Receive public input; adopt/not adopt ordinance – roll call vote)

d. Industrial Development Bond Parameters Resolution. Proposed Resolution 2008-24 authorizing the issuance and sale of not more than $2,400,000 aggregate principal amount of the City’s Industrial Development Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2008 (Albion Manufacturing Technologies, Inc.) (to be issued in one or more series and with such other series or title as may be determined) to refund certain outstanding Industrial Development Revenue Bonds originally issued to finance the construction and furnishing of a manufacturing facility for Albion Manufacturing Technologies, Inc.; providing for the publication of a notice of bonds to be issued; providing for the running of a contest period; and related matters. (Adopt/not adopt resolution – roll call vote)
