Agreement #2015-250 with Hugo’s Clowns Inc. for balloon twisting during the Kaysville Branch grand opening celebration.  Payable amount is $450.00.  Period of contract is August 15, 2015.

Commissioner Smith made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	Amendment #2014-26A Securus Technologies eliminates prohibition against face-to-face visitation
	
Chief Deputy Kevin Fielding, Davis County Sheriff’s Office, presented amendment #2014-26A with Securus Technologies for the on-site and internet inmate video visiting system at the jail which eliminates the prohibition against face-to-face visitation.  He explained this was a result of an issue in Texas where a contract had eliminated any face-to-face visits.  Davis County never had that or planned for it.  An attorney pushed the issue for inmates to have some face-to-face visits.  As a result, in an effort to keep everyone happy, Securus has asked that it be eliminated from our contract.  Davis County offers face-to-face visits with clergy and attorneys; always have, always will.  It is not for family unless there is a special circumstance; i.e. death notifications.  The public can come in during regular scheduled visits to do their visits over the video or over the internet.

Commissioner Smith made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	Amendment #2014-204A UT Dept of Human Services, Aging & Adult funding increase
	
Lewis Garrett, Davis County Health Department Director, presented the following:


Amendment #2014-204A with the Utah Department of Human Services, Division of Aging and Adult Services for the Aging Waiver program for Medicaid eligible seniors to provide in-home services rather than moving to a care facility.  The amendment increases the maximum amount of the administrative portion by $5,500.00 and increases the service portion by $10,000.00.  Total receivable contract amount $15,500.00.  Period of contract is July 1, 2014 through June 30, 2015.  He explained the State had additional funding to pass down.  This will raise the cap for in-home services and what is charged to Medicaid.  At this time, there is no need for a budget change.  They will be receiving a new contract for the upcoming fiscal year and depending on its amount, the funds will then be balanced out.  He indicated the funding can be carried over from year to year. 

Commissioner Smith made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	Agreement #2015-251 FTA certifications & assurances to purchase UDOT buses
	
Agreement #2015-251 with the Federal Transit Administration for certifications and assurances which are required for the Health Department to receive funding from Utah Department of Transportation (UDOT) to purchase buses.  These are federal assurances.  The documents indicate that Davis County Health Department will abide by the rules; i.e. Civil Rights Act and ADA.  UDOT receives money from the federal government in order to help the Health Department to purchase buses to be used for senior transportation.  UDOT pays approximately two-thirds of the cost of the bus.  There are no funds involved.  Period of contract is October 1, 2014 through September 30, 2015.

Commissioner Smith made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	Donation request 

#2015-252 to Bountiful Davis Arts Center
	
Marlin Eldred, Davis County Community and Economic Development Director, presented donation request #2015-252 to the Bountiful Davis Arts Center.  The Tourism and Tax Advisory Board (TTAB) has made the recommendation of a $25,000.00 donation to go towards the renovation costs of the new Bountiful Davis Arts Center location in Bountiful.  Because it was not previously budgeted, Curtis explained it will require a realignment of funds within the Operations fund.  Marlin indicated that going forward, a grant request process will be required to be submitted and reviewed by TTAB in August.  TTAB will then make recommendations to the Budget Committee to be considered during the budget process.  The grants/donations would then become effective January 1st of the following year.  It will be an approved budget line item moving forward.  Curtis commended Marlin and his staff for taking this approach to bring these requests  through the budget process in order to be weighed equally against other projects and their merits so the best value can be reached for the community as a whole.  Commissioner Smith indicated he has been in attendance at functions in the new Bountiful Davis Arts Center which he described as a facility you would expect to see in a large metropolitan area.  He encouraged everyone to check it out.

Commissioner Smith made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.  

	Interlocal agreement #2015-253 Layton City for distribution of JAG funds
	
Michael Kendall, Davis County Attorney’s Office, presented interlocal agreement #2015-253 with Layton City Corporation for the distribution of the 2015 Byrne Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) funds.  He explained the Attorney’s Office provides prosecution services on behalf of Layton City.  The funds will be used for visual aids used during trials.  The receivable amount to Davis County is $2,000.00 of the $13,529.00 JAG funding.  Period of contract is July 1, 2015 through June 30, 2016.
