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The Division of Utah State Parks and Recreation is developing a resource management plan (RMP) for Wasatch Mountain State Park. The RMP will identify issues relating to public use, resource management and future development at the park and will make recommendations to guide park managers for the next ten years. 

It is important for users of the park and other concerned citizens to assist in the development of the plan. To help accomplish this, Utah State Parks will be hosting a meeting to introduce the planning process and to obtain public input into the future management of the park. At the meeting state park planners will give a presentation on the planning process and will lead those attending in an exercise to identify and prioritize issues relating to the park.
