Proposed Resolution 2008-25 authorizing the issuance and sale by the City of its Industrial Development Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2008A (Albion Manufacturing Technologies, Inc.) in the aggregate principal amount of $2,000,000 and its Industrial Development Revenue Refunding Bonds (federally taxable), Series 2008B (Albion Manufacturing Technologies, Inc.) in the aggregate principal amount of $100,000 to refund certain outstanding Industrial Development Revenue Bonds originally issued to finance a manufacturing facility constructed and acquired by HDA Limited and used by Albion Manufacturing Technologies, Inc.; authorizing the execution by the City of an indenture of trust, a bond purchase agreement, a loan agreement and other documents required in connection therewith; and authorizing the taking of all other actions necessary to the consummation of the transactions contemplated by this resolution; and related matters. (Adopt/not adopt resolution – roll call vote)
