Proposed Changes to the Open Burning Regulation

Findings of Fact:

1. The Davis County Board of Health passed the original Open Burning Regulation on October 12, 1971.  
2. The Health Department collaborated with the local municipal fire departments and the Davis County Fire Marshall on the recommended changes to the Regulation.  
3. The proposed changes to the Board of Health Regulation include formally adopting Utah R307-202 Emission Standards: General Burning, requiring that burning permits or approval be issued by the municipal fire authority, changing the maximum recreational fire size from 8 feet diameter to 3 feet diameter, and standardizing Department formatting.  
4. The proposed changes to the Davis County Regulation are not in conflict with Federal Law, State Statute or Rule.

5. The Board of Health provided a public hearing as required by law.  The hearing was held on September 7, 2016 and written comments were received until September 14, 2016.

Conclusions of Law:

1. The proposed changes to the Davis County Board of Health’s Open Burning Regulation, as approved for public hearing at a regularly scheduled Board meeting, have been reviewed and commented on by the general public and interested parties.
