Findings of Fact:

1. The Davis County Board of Health passed the original Waste Tire Regulation on September 1, 1992.      
2. The proposed changes to the Board of Health Regulation include formally adopting Utah R315-314 Facility Standards for Piles Used for Storage and Treatment and R315-320 Waste Tire Transporter and Recycler Requirements.  Other regulation changes include addressing waste tire storage that creates a nuisance or fire hazard, updating the waste tire transporter fee, and standardizing Department formatting.  
3. The proposed changes to the Davis County Regulation are not in conflict with Federal Law, State Statute or Rule.

4. The Board of Health provided a public hearing as required by law.  The hearing was held on September 7, 2016 and written comments were received until September 14, 2016.
