Fronteer Development (USA) Inc. requested permission to drill a test well on NE1/4 of the NE1/4 of Section 11, T35N, R67E., MDBM., on land owned by the City of Wendover.  Three test holes will be drilled, test hole No. 2 is north of Shafter No. 1 within the boundary of the existing BLM right-of-way in Section 2, T35N, R67E, lot 13, 14, or 19; test hole No. 3, identified by Barnett as “Shafter No. 6” in SW1/4 Section 18, T35N, R68E.
They will drill and conduct selected hydrologic and geophysical tests on all three test holes.  After all data is obtained, they will select the best location for the well to support a future mining and mineral processing project at Long Canyon.

Benefit of drilling Test Hole No. 1, is land is owned by Wendover and permits by BLM are not required, thus being able to provide the City with well sooner.
All expenses of testing and drilling and plugging test holes will be Fronteer’s.  City would own well from day one.
