1. Zoning District Purpose Statement Review:  The Salt Lake City Planning Division has started the process of reviewing the purpose statements for each individual zoning district. The purpose of the review is to address issues identified as part of the Conditional Use Review Process that was completed in July 2008. The Planning Division will be reviewing the purpose statement for each zoning district and determining if the purpose statements contradicts itself, if the standards for each district are compatible with the purpose statement, and if there is anything missing from the purpose statements that can improve the manner in which the zoning ordinance is administered. After receiving public comment, the Planning Division will recommend changes to the Planning Commission and the City Council. For more information, or to submit comments, please contact Nick Norris at 535-6173 or nick.norris@slcgov.com .

2. Zion’s Bank Rose Park Branch. Planned Development in the CS (Community Shopping) Zoning District. Zion’s Bank has requested to build a new financial institution with three covered drive thru lanes within the Redwood Plaza Shopping Center, located at approximately 787 North Redwood Road. The proposed structure would be approximately 2,520 square feet and the covered drive thru would be approximately 1,314 square feet. Zion’s Bank is proposing to utilize the existing foundation of a recently demolished restaurant. 3. Transvalley Corridor Trail Connection/UNEV Pipeline Project— Petition PLNPCM2009-00035: The Salt Lake City Planning Division is processing a requested approval for a Conditional Use. The Transvalley Corridor Trail Connection/UNEV Pipeline Project, located at approximately 705 North Wright Brothers Drive, and  includes parcel 107 North 5200 West.  The property is zoned M-1 Light Manufacturing, and portions of the property are within the Lowland Conservancy Overlay District. The current use of the property is as open space, the Transvalley Corridor Trail Connection/UNEV Pipeline is a combination walking/biking trail and petroleum pipeline which is approximately ten feet (10’) wide, and 4,455 foot long. 6. PLNPCM2008-00938, A legislative action initiated by the Mayor’s Office. Requested is the addition of historic landscapes as a provision of the Historic Preservation Overlay zoning districts. The proposed changes include the addition of “historic landscapes”, a definition for “historic landscapes”, and an additional standard for issuance of a Certificate of Appropriateness for alterations to historic landscapes. The proposed text changes have a potential city-wide impact, and would affect multiple property owners and community councils, and the city desires their input.
