School Community Council Minutes

February 3, 2009

· Betty Baadsgaard conducted the meeting asking for a call order.  Present at the meeting were Majorie Brown, Tiffany Beus, Sherry Plaisted, Alison Hansen, Ryan Murray, Terry Oyler, and Betty Baadsgaard.

· Mrs. Baadsgaard asked Terry Oyler to read January 6, 2009 Community Council minutes and asked for a motion to approve the minutes.  A motion to accept the minutes was given by Alison Hansen.  Tiffany Beus made a second.  A vote was taken and all members approved the January 6, 2009 minutes.

· The school improvement plan was discussed, particularly going into detail on goals five and six.  Goal 5 “Purchase and maintain technology to enhance each student’s classroom experience” was discussed and approved as a goal.  Goal 6, “Communicate with parents and other Brockbank patrons concerning upcoming school events, school practices, and school procedures” was discussed and approved as a goal.  Mrs. Hansen asked, “generally speaking do you feel that the communication between parents and school is good?”  Mrs. Brown asked, “do many people look at our website?”  Mrs. Hansen said, “it is used but we have no way of tracking how many people access it at this time.”  A discussion on the valuable of the Nebo School Districts SIS grade portal was discussed.  Parents use the grade portal as their children get older. Everyone felt good about the improvement plan.  
· A discussion on communicating to parents in a timely manner in case of a community emergency took place.  A suggestion to add an “in case of school wide emergency” link should be added to the school website so that parents may know what to do and the protocol to take for any given emergency i.e. chemical spill on I-15.  Mrs. Hansen mentioned that homeland security contacted the school via mail providing supplies and requirements to take incase of a school wide emergency.
· Mrs. Hansen asked that all members of the council review the goals and present any new changes to be discussed in future meetings.

· Agenda item III. – plans for expenditures of increased distribution was discussed.  A proposal that any additional funds for expenditures should go toward professional development.  This is an adjustment to be made for this year’s budget.  Marjorie Brown wanted an explanation regarding the addendum.  Mrs. Hansen explained that the plan states, “The plans for expenditures of increased distribution will go toward enhanced audio systems.  These systems will serve as classroom management tools with the objective to increase the clarity of dialogue between teacher and student.”  In addition to what is stated, the plan would include a statement explaining that increased distributions would also provide funds for school in-service and professional development for staff.  Mr. Oyler made a motion that an adjustment on the 2008-2009 academic plan be made under plans for expenditures of increased distributions to include additional funds to go toward professional development.  Sherry Plaisted made a second.  Betty Baadsgaard asked for a vote.  All approved the change.
· Betty Baadsgaard asked if anything needed to be discussed among the community.  No items were presented to the council.

· Betty asked if items from the school needed to be discussed at this time. The P.T.A. helped the student council sell pencils during the school lunch period.  Mrs. Hansen discussed Brockbank Elementary’s 50th birthday.  All principals that served as administrators for the school were honored at a school luncheon.
