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Excelsior Academy
Uniform Policy

In an effort to promote neatness, modesty, good personal grooming habits and to better focus students’ energies on education, Excelsior Academy requires students to abide by the Uniform Policy. Excelsior Academy students will wear approved clothing on school property during normal school hours and on school-sponsored outings. The approved clothing is to be worn throughout the academic school year.

In conformity with the Religious Freedom Restoration Act, the Excelsior Academy Uniform Policy will not restrict the wearing of religious attire in conjunction with the approved clothing.
Uniform Policy
· Excelsior Academy school colors are: Gold and Navy Blue

· Students shall dress modestly, maintain a clean, orderly and neat appearance, and exercise good grooming and personal hygiene habits. 
· All clothing items must be in good condition, e.g. clean, no holes or rips, and pressed. 
· Girls are permitted to wear a pair of shorts (including biker shorts) under their skirts or jumpers. Pants may not be worn under skirts or jumpers. 
· Pants or shorts are to be appropriately sized and worn from the waist. Low-rise pants are not allowed. Shorts, skirts, and skorts must be no shorter than 2” above the knee (2” from the ground when kneeling). 
· Jackets, gloves, vests, hats, snow pants or overalls, or sweatbands may be worn outdoors only. 
· No under garments, shall be visible at any time. 
· Students may wear an authorized club uniform (e.g. Boy or Girl Scouts) on the day of their club meeting. 
· The school crest may be embroidered on any top, e.g. shirt, sweater, vest, or jacket. 
· Clothing may not contain vulgar, sexual, or profane words, phrases, pictures or other representations. 
· Clothing may not contain words, phrases, pictures or other representations that refer to drugs, tobacco, or alcohol. 
· Students are not required to purchase every item on the approved clothing list. 
· All shirts must be of the length that they could be tucked in. 
Belts

Belts may be worn complimenting chosen attire.  Belt may have modest embellishments.

Shoes

Shoes shall be kept in a clean, attractive condition and shall compliment the chosen attire.  Flip-Flops, sandals, shoes with heels higher than 2 inches, platform heels, open toed shoes are not permitted.  

Jewelry

In general, jewelry should only be worn in modest amounts. Nose, eyebrow, lip, or tongue jewelry is not permitted. Multi-strand necklaces on boys or girls are not acceptable. Single strand necklaces, not longer than 2” below base of neck are acceptable.  Boys and Girls should not wear more than one pair of small (less than ½”) (not dangling) earrings. Pierced jewelry in other body parts, e.g. nose, belly, lip, tongue, etc., is not permitted.  Students will be asked to remove large necklaces, earrings and wrist wear.  Ankle bracelets are not allowed. Gauges are not allowed.
Hair

Hair shall be neatly combed or brushed, trimmed and attractive in appearance. Bizarre, extreme or unusual hairstyles or unnatural coloring are not permitted. Hair accessories should be small complimenting the attire of the day. Hats and bandanas are not permitted indoors, hats may be worn outdoors. A letter from the school will be sent after one verbal reminder.  Immediate compliance will be expected or will result in suspension.   

Makeup

K-6 students are not allowed to use any makeup that is visible with the exception of clear lip gloss.  7th and 8th grade students are permitted to wear light and modest amounts of makeup, with no bold or bright colors. An adult employee will ask offenders to wash it off.  
Free Dress Day Policy

Free dress days are every short day.  Students are permitted to dress in casual clothing, provided they abide with all the general clothing provisions of the Uniform Policy. On Free Dress Days, clothing should be neat, well kept, and practical for school. Free Dress Day policy shall also include the following provisions:
· Blue jeans and sandals may be worn. All other provisions of the general dress policy apply.
· Tank tops, tube tops, spaghetti straps and bare midriff shirts shall not be worn.

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EXCELSIOR ACADEMY UNIFORM POLICY
In an effort to promote neatness, modesty, good personal grooming habits and to better focus students’ energies on education, Excelsior Academy requires students to abide by the Uniform Policy. Excelsior Academy students will wear approved clothing on school property during normal school hours and on school-sponsored outings. The approved clothing is to be worn throughout the academic school year.

In conformity with the Religious Freedom Restoration Act, the Excelsior Academy Uniform Policy will not restrict the wearing of religious attire in conjunction with the approved clothing.

Excelsior Academy school colors are: Navy Blue, Yellow, White, Khaki and the school blue and gold plaid (French Toast)(plaid #57 from Lands End). All clothing worn during academy hours must be in the school colors.  Tops and bottoms must contrast, i.e. no navy tops with navy bottoms, etc.
All attire must be clean, pressed and in good repair.
Shirts/Tops

Boys – Yellow, white, or navy blue knit polo-type.  White, yellow or navy button-down dress type shirts, long or short sleeved.  
Girls – Yellow, white, or navy blue, loose fitting, knit polo-type shirts with no gathering or embellishments. White, yellow or navy blue button down blouses with long, short or ¾ sleeves and either pointed or peter-pan type collars.

Mock or full turtle neck shirts are allowed for boys and girls.  All shirts must be solid color with no writing/pictures or embellishments.

NO t-shirts.  No striping or contrasting colors on the collar.  Excelsior Academy logo may be embroidered on any shirt/top.

Outerwear
Boys and Girls – Any sweater, jacket, coat, or windbreaker worn at the academy during the academy day must be solid navy blue or white and carry no logo other than the official Academy logo. NO pullover sweatshirts with or without a hood are permitted.

Pants
Boys and Girls – Scholars are to wear solid navy blue or khaki colored, “Docker” style dress type pants with either a flat or pleated front.  All pants must be worn at the waist and hemmed to an appropriate length. 
NO athletic wear, jeans, or cargo style(pockets on the legs)pants, sweatpants,  leggings, or any pant, short, or skort that is not uniform style.
Shorts

Boys – Scholars are to wear solid navy blue or khaki colored with a flat or pleated front. NO cargo shorts. All shorts are to be uniform style.

Girls –Shorts and capris are allowed. They are to be solid navy blue or khaki colored with a flat or pleated front. NO cargo shorts. All shorts are to be uniform style.

Skorts, Skirts and Jumpers

Girls are to wear solid navy blue, khaki, or school plaid skorts, skirts or jumpers, flat or pleated. NO cargo pockets.

Shorts, skirts, skorts, and jumpers must be no shorter than 2” above the knee (2” from the ground when kneeling). 
Shoes

Boys and Girls – Shoes shall be kept in a clean, attractive condition and shall compliment the chosen attire.  Slip on styles must have a back strap and closed toe.  Shoes must have a sole and laces that are a similar color to the shoe. Shoes with laces must be tied during academy hours. Black or Brown dress-type shoes, loafer, lace-up or mary-jane style are preferred.  Flip-Flops, sandals, shoes with heels higher than 2 inches, platform heels, and open toed shoes are not permitted.  
Socks

Boys and Girls – Socks must be worn and must be solid colored and of the school colors. 

Belts

Boys and Girls – Belts may be worn complimenting chosen attire.  Plain black or brown dress style with plain buckle and no embellishments.

Jewelry

In general, jewelry should only be worn in modest amounts. Nose, eyebrow, lip, or tongue jewelry is not permitted. Multi-strand necklaces on boys or girls are not acceptable. Single strand necklaces, not longer than 2” below base of neck are acceptable.  Boys and Girls should not wear more than one pair of small (less than ½”) (not dangling) earrings. Pierced jewelry in other body parts, e.g. nose, belly, lip, tongue, etc., is not permitted.  Students will be asked to remove large necklaces, earrings and wrist wear.  Ankle bracelets are not allowed. Gauges are not allowed.

Grooming

Hair and body must be maintained in a clean and healthy manner. Deodorant should be used when necessary.

Hair

Hair shall be neatly combed or brushed, trimmed and attractive in appearance. Bizarre, extreme or unusual hairstyles or unnatural coloring are not permitted. Mohawks are not permitted.  Hair accessories should be small complimenting the attire of the day. Hats are not permitted indoors, hats may be worn outdoors.  Bandannas are not permitted on Academy property.
Makeup

K-6 students are not allowed to use any makeup that is visible with the exception of clear lip gloss.  7th and 8th grade students are permitted to wear light and modest amounts of makeup, with no bold or bright colors.
