Consideration Of Business License Application For Uintah Mountain Bow Hunter Association L.L.C.

Consideration Of Standard Cooperative Agreement For Utah State University Extension Educational Work 2009 And Addendum #1
Chairman Peatross stated that we had some discussion on this earlier. Attorney Stearmer stated that other than the dollar amount this is the same agreement that the county has entered into with Utah State University (USU) in the past; the addendum to the agreement clarifies grievance policy procedures as it relates to county employees being under the supervision of USU employees. Commissioner Winterton motioned to approve the agreement with USU. Chairman Peatross seconded the motion.  Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of Resolution No. 09-12, A Resolution Designating A Person To Act As County’s Representative On The Governing Board Of The Multicounty Appraisal Trust
Chairman Peatross stated that we discussed this earlier, this resolution would appoint Duchesne County Assessor Greg Garff to serve on this board that would be governing or monitoring an amount of funding that has been set aside by the legislature for an appraisal program that would bring consistency throughout the state; as Duchesne County moves into that Assessor Garff would be the lead on it.

A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING A PERSON TO ACT AS COUNTY’S REPRESENTATIVE ON THE GOVERNING BOARD OF THE

WHEREAS, it is appropriate for the County’s legislative body to designate in writing the person to act as its representative on the Board.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved that the duly elected Duchesne County Assessor be designated to act as Duchesne County’s representative on the governing board of the Multicounty Appraisal Trust.
