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Community Updates

· Jan Thompson-DWS will be getting stimulus funding for re-employment.  This money will be designated for youth, ages 18-24, and will provide internships for low income youth.  

· Ann Wright-Announced that any agencies working with youth need to help these youth integrate into their own community as opposed to making special provisions for them

· Gordon Gunn, DCFS.  The UDVC live basic training will be in St. George May 27-29th from 8am-5pm.  The cost of registration is $50.  You can register at www.udvc.org
Updates re: the closure of state/county building in Colorado City

· Cindy Trembly, CPS.  Arizona is closing the offices in Colorado City.  Future plans are still unknown but the services will continue.  She believes the Family Assistance Administration, FAA will conduct their interviews telephonic or from Paige, AZ.  

· FAA and The Department of Economic Security, DES are on travel restrictions which makes outreaching difficult.  

· There are concerns with the costs of traveling to Paige and the cost of faxing documents in Colorado City for those apply for family assistance.  Those applying will have to travel to Paige because there will no longer be the photo imaging technology to take fingerprints.  Ann Wright suggested that they contact the town hall.  

· The idea of having a town hall meeting to update residents of the changes was discussed.  It was proposed that the Community Subcommittee start addressing this need.  

· Jane Irvine suggested that we make certain office representatives of town buildings are supportive of offering space to DES and FAA.  She suggested that we make certain those offering space have the authority to do so.  It was reported that at the Board of Supervisors Meeting, Willie Jessop and the Colorado City town manager, David Darger, stated their official position that there was no need for these types of services.  There was some discussion of the differentiation between social services and Mohave County Sherriff’s Office.  

· The Mohave County Manger, Ron Walker, is working on the relocation of these services.

· Please email Pat or Chelsea with additional loose ends that may be associated with the change in service location.  

Agenda Item #5: Future Location of the Safety Net Meetings

· The Safety Net has been told that they can no longer use Mohave Community College, MCC for their meeting place due to their wishes to remain neutral.  Pat stated that she can respect that the SN has political connotations.  The SN does not want to be a deterrent for anyone desiring education.  MCC is the only location in Colorado City that offers teleconferencing capabilities.  

· Those in attendance felt strongly that the SN should continue to meet in Colorado City without teleconferencing.  The webcasting feature will still continue.  

· There was some discussion about approaching El Capitan High School for meeting space.  Meetings there would have to accommodate the school schedule.  

· The possibility of meeting in Colorado City twice in the summer (while school is out) or on Fridays was suggested.  It was also suggested that the SN ask David Darger about other potential meeting spaces.  

· Paul Murphy made a motion to vote and Gordon Gunn seconded it.  Vote was to have meeting stay in Colorado City three times a year.  Vote was unanimous

· The possibility of a town hall meeting held on June third was proposed and the SN meeting held June 4th.   This plan is only tentative.

· Bonnie Peters, Director of the Family Support Center, FSC and Paul Murphy reviewed the flow of responsibility between the AG’s office and the FSC.  See attached document.  

· Paul highlighted the power of the SN being based on everyone buying in.  

· There was some discussion of past leadership before the FSC took ownership of the SN.  Pat spoke about her desire to lead democratically and avoid heavy handed leadership.  There was some discussion about returning to the old structure where Gordon Gunn and Cindy Trembly (and Gary Arnold) ran the southern meetings
