MINUTES FOR REGULAR COMMISSION MEETING HELD JUNE 08, 2009 BEGINNING AT 1:00 P.M. IN THE COMMISSION BOARD ROOM IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Opening Comments

Assistant Bailey gave the prayer.  There were no other comments.

Consideration Of Payment Vouchers

The commission reviewed vouchers #110216 through #110297 dated June 8, 2009 in the amount of six hundred eleven thousand seven hundred twenty two dollars and fifty cents ($611,722.50). Commissioner Winterton motioned to approve the vouchers as presented by Clerk Auditor Stewart. Chairman Peatross seconded the motion.  Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Consideration Of Partial Payment Request No. 10 & 11 For Construction Engineering Services On The Second North/Bluebell Connector Road Project No. STP-1584(1)0
Commissioner Winterton motioned to approve payment request No. 10 & 11 in the amount of thirteen thousand two hundred twenty nine dollars and thirty nine cents ($13,229.39).  Chairman Peatross seconded the motion.  Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.   
Consideration Of Adoption Of Grasshopper Reimbursement Agreement Form
Chairman Peatross stated that we have had a rather lengthy discussion on this last week and requested that Mr. Cooper give a report. Mr. Cooper stated that meetings will be held in Altamont and Neola to sign contracts and verify acreage off of the maps; there maybe a few sections that we may not have that we will need to add. The Uintah Basin Standard is putting an article in their paper that will come out Tuesday on the reimbursement program so there will be new people who will want to sign up. We have a few acres that have alfalfa on it so those owners will need to fill out a state contract to get sprayed and he has those available at his office. Once we get the shape maps completed for the Neola area we can start spraying, he has been told that it’s too early to spray, but there are producers that say they have grasshoppers flying; all we can do is cross our fingers and hope we get the majority of them. If you have eight (8) grasshoppers per square yard in a ten (10) acre field, that many grasshoppers will consume as much as a cow per day; our counts were anywhere between twenty (20) to one hundred (100) per square foot. Chairman Peatross suggested adding the amount of acreage they want sprayed to the agreement form. Mr. Cooper stated that on Tribal leases they have two (2) options, they can take care of themselves and be included in this spray or they can turn it over to BIA to be added to their list. They are not promising that they will get to all of their acres because they may have to go to ground applications; he will give them these options when they sign up. Commissioner Winterton motioned to approve the adoption of the grasshopper reimbursement agreement form to include the acreage. Chairman Peatross seconded the motion.  Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.   

Commissioner Winterton motioned to authorize the Chairman to use his signature stamp for execution of signature to finalize the contract. Chairman Peatross seconded the motion. Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of Resolution No. 09-14, A Resolution Adopting A Policy For Billing Structure Fires
Commissioner Winterton stated that this resolution sets a fee for structure fires so there won’t be any questions, it makes it a uniform billing of up to seven hundred and fifty dollars ($750.00). Chairman Peatross stated that this is set to be retroactive back to January 1, 2009. Attorney Stearmer stated that we are using the term structure fire, but the policy is for primary residents; this would not apply to negligence. 
RESOLUTION NO. 09-14

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING A POLICY FOR BILLING 

PRIMARY RESIDENCE FIRE RUNS

WHEREAS, Duchesne County (hereinafter “COUNTY”) is a political entity and operates with the use of public funds; and,

WHEREAS, the COUNTY has established a Duchesne County Special Service District #3 (hereinafter “SSD”) for the purpose of providing fire related services within the county; and

WHEREAS, the COUNTY and the SSD are currently transitions fire related services to the SSD; and 

WHEREAS, the COUNTY has agreed to continue to send out fire bills until the SSD is able to take over the billing responsibilities; and

WHEREAS, the COUNTY recognizes the extreme and singular tragedy and upheaval placed on residents who have experienced a primary residence fire, not of their own making due to gross negligence, recklessness, or criminal behavior; and

WHEREAS, the COUNTY has determined that home insurance policies typically have a set coverage amount related to fire runs on structure fires, and said amount is egregiously insignificant to cover standard fire run costs and personnel expenses;
BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the Board of Duchesne County Commissioners that:

1. Fire runs to primary residences within Duchesne County will be billed up to Seven Hundred and Fifty Dollars ($750.00) regardless of the amount the insured’s policy reimburses.

2. Said amount shall be retroactive to any bills generated after January 1st, 2009.
