Consideration Of Payment Vouchers

The commission also reviewed vouchers #110552 through #110612 dated July 06, 2009 in the amount of three hundred eleven thousand four hundred eighty three dollars and twenty four cents ($311,483.24). Hanna Café & Lounge Owner Brad Johnson joined the meeting at 1:17 P.M…
Discussion was held concerning Mr. Johnson’s septic system at Hanna Café and Lounge. Mr. Johnson stated that an engineer has recommended that a new two thousand (2,000) gallon septic system would be adequate for his business (see attached). He also stated that he would like to move forward on putting a new three thousand (3,000) gallon septic system in, but has been unable to contact Tri County Health Department. Chairman Peatross recommended that Commissioner Winterton follow through on this with Tri County Health Department.
Public Comment

Pinion Ridge Property Owner Lamar Larsen joined the meeting at 1:26 P.M…
Discussion was held concerning Pinion Forest Special Service District. Mr. Larsen stated that the district is telling him that they can come into any right-of-way or easement and put their water line in if they decide to. He also stated that the money that is going into the district is going nowhere, its ridiculous; he would rather see water tanks put in. Attorney Stearmer stated that the commission doesn’t have a whole lot to do with the role of this because this district is their own entity collecting their own money. Chairman Peatross stated that it’s a concern that after fifteen (15) years, nothing has really happened; one of the first problems was that they couldn’t find water and there isn’t a water source. He also stated that it seems that this is a voter issue out of the district; they need to come together and petition to have the district disband. Attorney Stearmer stated that you can dissolve the district, but he would have to look at the statute; a court can force the district to take action if they are sitting on the money and not doing their job. Chairman Peatross requested that Attorney Stearmer do some research to find out what process needs to take place.
Consideration Of Partial Payment Request No. 12 For Construction Engineering Services On The Second North/Bluebell Connector Road Project No. STP-1584(1)0
Chairman Peatross stated this project is ninety five percent (95.9%) complete.  Commissioner Winterton motioned to approve partial payment No. 12 in the amount of twenty six thousand one hundred nineteen dollars and thirty eight cents ($26,119.38).  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
