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DUCHESNE COUNTY WATER CONSERVANCY DISTRICT

February 9, 2009


Minutes of a regular session board meeting of the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District (DCWCD) Board held at the Central Utah Water Conservancy District Building, 766 North Center Street, Duchesne, Utah, for the purpose of conducting business as posted on the agenda.

PRESENT:  Board Members:  Lynn Burton, Chairman; Brad Hancock, Moreen Henderson, Keith Mortensen, Art Taylor, Craig Thomas, Max Warren.  General Manager:  Randy Crozier.  Asst. Manager:  Dex Winterton.  Admin. Asst.:  Adrienne Marett.  General Public:  None present.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Lynn Burton called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m. and thanked everyone for their attendance. 

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE REPORT:

Chairman Lynn Burton stated that the Executive Committee had prepared the agenda for this meeting on February 2, 2009, then turned the time over to DCWCD General Manager Randy Crozier.

MINUTES:

The DCWCD Board reviewed the minutes of the regular session board meeting held on January 12, 2009.  Mr. Max Warren made a motion to accept the minutes.  Ms. Moreen Henderson seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

At this time DCWCD board meeting was opened up for public comments.  No general public was in attendance so no public comments were recorded.

DUCHESNE/STRAWBERRY RIVER DIVERSIONS:

Mr. Crozier reported in regard to the Turnbow Diversion that he was continuing to work with Mr. Mark Holden, Utah Reclamation Mitigation & Conservation Commission (URMCC), and Mr. Tyler Allred.  Mr. Crozier stated that as soon as the design was completed he would be working with Mr. Parley Turnbow in regard to obtaining the stream alteration permit from the Utah State Division of Water Rights prior to construction.  Mr. Crozier also commented that quite a bit of rip rap would be needed for the project.

CANAL LINING PROJECT (PHASE II):

Mr. Crozier reported to the DCWCD Board in regard to the Duchesne County Colorado River Salinity Control Project (Phase II) that the right-of-way for the T.N. Dodd portion of the project was still being worked on.

UBRP - 203:

Mr. Crozier reported, in regard to the 203 Project, that the few items that needed finished on the 203 Pipeline had now been completed.

GREEN RIVER FILINGS:

Mr. Crozier reported that DCWCD was waiting to receive the official notification letter from the Utah State Board of Water Resources in regard to the Green River water allocation to DCWCD.  Mr. Crozier stated that the decision had been made by the Board of Water Resources that DCWCD would retain the same water allocation for the present time, but DCWCD hadn’t received the official letter yet.

HIGH MOUNTAIN LAKES STABILIZATION - LAKEFORK/YELLOWSTONE DRAINAGES:

Mr. Crozier reported he had attended a meeting on the High Mountain Lakes  Stabilization Project on January 22, 2009.  Mr. Crozier stated that several technical memos had recently been received from URMCC that he would be reviewing.

Mr. Crozier reported that an advertisement for hand crews and equipment operators for the coming project had been prepared and sent to the Uintah Basin Standard. Mr. Crozier stated that the ad would be ran for two weeks.  Mr. Crozier commented that probably at least five operators and four hand-crew workers would be needed for the project.

BUREAU OF RECLAMATION (BOR) RIVER HEADING AUTOMATION/
RWTA:

Mr. Crozier reported that Mr. Dex Winterton would be participating in Rural Water Technology Alliance river automation training at the BOR offices in Provo on Feb. 12 & 13. 

Mr. Crozier turned the time over to Mr. Dex Winterton to report on the river heading automation program.  Mr. Winterton reported that the application for the “Water for America” Challenge grant had been submitted and DCWCD was just waiting to see what entities would be awarded funding.  Mr. Winterton also reported that he was continuing to work with the BOR employees in regard to river heading automation work this spring on the Uinta and Lake Fork Rivers.

STARVATION RESERVOIR - 3,000 ACRE-FEET PROJECT WATER:

Mr. Crozier reported DCWCD was still waiting to receive the Rocky Point Canal Company individual subscriber contracts.  Mr. Crozier also stated that DCWCD was still waiting to receive the Block 1B billing from CUWCD for the 2008 water year so DCWCD could send out the billings to the canal companies and individual subscribers.

SAND WASH TEMPORARY AG AND M&I WATER DISTRIBUTION:

Mr. Crozier reported that it looked like there would be temporary irrigation water available from Sand Wash Reservoir for the 2009 irrigation season.  Mr. Crozier stated that Roosevelt City had indicated that they would only need 700 ac. ft. of M&I water, and 300 ac. ft. would be allocated for fish flow which would leave 2,000 ac. ft. to be allocated above Sand Wash.  Mr. Crozier stated that there would be 2,500 ac. ft. available for irrigation below Sand Wash. 

CULINARY WATER ISSUES:

Mr. Crozier reported, in regard to Pinon Forest Special Service District, that Mr. Clyde Watkins, Rural Water, was researching what it would cost to run a full spectrum test on the Smith well.

HIGHWAY 40 PIPELINE PROJECT:

Mr. Crozier reported to the DCWCD Board that a meeting had been held with Horrocks Engineers and the municipal entities on January 21st at 1:00 p.m. at the Roosevelt City Municipal Building.  Mr. Crozier stated that the next planning meeting would be held on February 19th at 1:00 p.m. at the Roosevelt City Municipal Building and invited any DCWCD board members who would like to attend.

DUCHESNE COUNTY DRAFT SOURCE PROTECTION ORDINANCE: 

Mr. Crozier stated that the most current draft of the Duchesne County Source Protection Ordinance had been mailed out by Mr. Mike Hyde, Duchesne County Planning and Development Department, to all the municipal entities and water districts in Duchesne County.  Mr. Crozier reported that Mr. Hyde had not received any responses from anyone as yet.  Mr. Crozier stated that a public hearing would be held by Duchesne County before the proposed ordinance was adopted.

CLOUD-SEEDING PROGRAM - FY 2008-2009:

Mr. Crozier stated that the cloud-seeding program was currently continuing.

REPORT ON UTAH ASSOCIATION OF SPECIAL DISTRICTS (UASD) MEETING, VERNAL, UTAH:

Ms. Henderson and Ms. Marett  reported briefly on the UASD meeting held by Mr. LeGrand Bitter, UASD Executive Director, at Western Park in Vernal on January 21, 2009.

ANNUAL OPEN & PUBLIC MEETINGS TRAINING:

Mr. Crozier turned the time over to Ms. Marett to conduct the annual open & public meetings training.  Ms. Marett shared a number of handouts received from Mr. LeGrand Bitter, UASD in regard to open & public meetings and other topics pertinent to special service districts.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST FORMS:

The DCWCD Board and staff updated their information on the DCWCD Conflict of Interest forms.  The completed forms will be kept on file at the DCWCD office.

CREATING BUILDING AUTHORITY:  

Mr. Crozier discussed at length information that he had received from Mr. Eric Johnson, Smith/Hartvigsen, Attorneys-at-Law, in regard to the creation of a building authority in order to facilitate obtaining funding for the new DCWCD office building.

Mr. Brad Hancock made a motion that the DCWCD Board of Directors authorize  the General Manager to pursue setting up a building authority.  Mr. Keith Mortensen seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously.   

VOUCHERS:

Mr. Crozier turned the time over to Ms. Marett to review the vouchers with the DCWCD Board.

After the vouchers were reviewed, Mr. Craig Thomas made a motion to approve the vouchers.  Mr. Art Taylor seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously.

DATE OF NEXT WORK SESSION & REGULAR BOARD MEETING:

Chairman Burton reminded the DCWCD Board that the next scheduled board meeting would be the annual meeting on March 16th at the Roosevelt City Municipal Building, with work session beginning at 10:00 a.m. and the regular session board meeting beginning at 1:00 p.m.
