 May 11, 2009


Minutes of the regular meeting of the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District (DCWCD) Board held at the Roosevelt City Municipal Building, 255 South State Street, Roosevelt, Utah, for the purpose of conducting business as posted on the agenda.

PRESENT:  Board Members:  Lynn Burton, Chairman; Brad Hancock, Moreen Henderson, Keith Mortensen, Art Taylor, Craig Thomas, Max Warren.  General Manager:  Randy Crozier.  Asst. Manager:  Dex Winterton.  Admin. Asst.:  Adrienne Marett.  General Public: Robert West.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Lynn Burton called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m. and thanked everyone for their attendance. 

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE REPORT:

Chairman Lynn Burton stated that the Executive Committee had prepared the agenda for this meeting on April 29, 2009, then turned the time over to DCWCD General Manager Randy Crozier.

MINUTES:

The DCWCD Board reviewed the minutes of the regular board meeting held on April 13, 2009.  Mr. Art Taylor made a motion to accept the minutes.  Mr. Max Warren seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

At this time DCWCD board meeting was opened up for public comments.  Mr. Robert West wished to discuss the possibility of DCWCD providing secondary water to the Stonegate Subdivision in Hancock Cove.  Mr. West’s request was discussed by the DCWCD Board in conjunction with the discussion of the Sand Wash 203 Project.  (See below.)

DUCHESNE/STRAWBERRY RIVER DIVERSIONS:

Mr. Crozier reported in regard to the Turnbow Diversion that he was continuing to work with Mr. Mark Holden, Utah Reclamation Mitigation & Conservation Commission (URMCC).  Mr. Crozier reported that the design work for the Turnbow Diversion should be completed soon.  Mr. Crozier stated that it was looking more definite now that there would be federal “stimulus” funds available thru URMCC for use on the rehabilitation of the New Tabby and Jasper Pike Diversions this fall.

CANAL LINING PROJECT (PHASE II):

Mr. Crozier reported to the DCWCD Board in regard to the Duchesne County Colorado River Salinity Control Project (Phase II) that the right-of-way for the T.N. Dodd portion of the project was still being worked on.

UBRP - 203:

Mr. Crozier reported, in regard to the 203 Project, that the system was up and running and functioning very well.  The DCWCD Board also discussed the utilization of the Sand Wash M&I water after it goes out on a permanent basis.

Mr. Crozier commented that DCWCD had received a letter several years ago from Roosevelt City indicating that they were interested in utilizing 2,000 ac. ft. of the 203 M&I water in the future, also that numerous letters had been received from other culinary districts also expressing interest in receiving a portion of the other 1,000 ac. ft. of M&I water that would be available.

Mr. Crozier turned the time over to Mr. Robert West, R.S. Realty, Inc., to discuss his request that 203 secondary water be made available to the Stonegate Subdivision in Hancock Cove.  Mr. West presented a map of the Hancock Cove area and discussed the possibility of using an older abandoned 10" culinary pipeline as a possibility for delivery of the water.  Mr. Hancock indicated that as the subdivision was located outside of Roosevelt City limits and Roosevelt City’s first priority was in providing secondary water to Roosevelt City residents, Roosevelt City was unable to assist in this matter.

The DCWCD Board addressed a number of questions to Mr. West in regard to his proposal.  After discussion, the DCWCD Board indicated they would take the proposal under advisement, but that all culinary districts that had indicated interest in the water in prior years would need to be contacted and their requests be taken under consideration also.

The DCWCD Board also briefly discussed fisherman access to Sand Wash Reservoir and security and safety concerns. 

GREEN RIVER FILINGS:

Mr. Crozier reported that CH2M Hill was working on finishing up the ongoing Green River study and analyzing ways that DCWCD might be able to market the water in the future.

HIGH MOUNTAIN LAKES STABILIZATION - LAKE FORK/YELLOWSTONE DRAINAGES:

Mr. Crozier reported that Lowe’s had delivered the rest of the bagged cement and that Hailey Crozier, Julie Lamb, and Jake Huber were in the process of getting it packaged for the flight into the High Uintas.  Mr. Crozier stated that the DCWCD crew would also be in charge of the packaging of other supplies and work-related items for Kidney Lake and the Garfield Basin lakes.

Mr. Crozier stated that as many of the individuals had experience on equipment there would be a wage of $26.00 per hour paid, with a bonus of $5.50 per hour at the end of the HML project if individuals stayed for the completion of the full project.  Mr. Crozier also stated that the crews would operate six days a week and that everyone would work three weeks on and one week off, with rotation of various individuals for the one week off the project.  Mr. Crozier reported that he would be holding an orientation meeting for all the HML temporary employees on Saturday, May 16 to answer any questions that anyone might have.

Mr. Crozier stated that it appeared the flight of supplies and equipment would take place mid-June and the goal was to have the project completed around August 20.  Mr. Crozier reported that the outlet works on Kidney, Five-Point and Superior Lakes would be grouted, but on Bluebell and Drift Lakes the outlet works would be removed. 

BUREAU OF RECLAMATION (BOR) RIVER HEADING AUTOMATION / RWTA:

Mr. Crozier turned the time over to Mr. Dex Winterton to report on the river heading automation program.  Mr. Winterton reported that representatives from the Utah State Engineer’s office would be coming out to take a quick tour of the river heading structures this coming week in order to prepare for the rating and ranking of the structures.  Mr. Winterton reported in regard to the RWTA project work that some of the pieces are winding up but there are still several yet to be installed.

SAND WASH TEMPORARY AG AND M&I WATER DISTRIBUTION:

Mr. Crozier reported that over 85% of the 2009 temporary water contracts had been completed to date and that it was expected that the remaining signups would be completed within the next week, then DCWCD would prepare a water allocation spreadsheet and notify the applicable irrigation companies.

CULINARY WATER ISSUES:

Mr. Crozier reported that he was continuing to work with the various entities in regard to culinary water.  Mr. Crozier stated that Mr. Allan Smith, Pinion Forest Special Service District, had set up a generator and a pump at the Smith well site.  Mr. Reed Obendorf, CUWCD, had agreed to assist in pulling some tests on the well water.  Mr. Art Taylor also briefly discussed DCWCD’s agreement with Duchesne City.

HIGHWAY 40 PIPELINE PROJECT:

Mr. Crozier reported to the DCWCD Board that the next meeting on the Highway 40 Pipeline Project had been scheduled for May 21st at 1:00 p.m. at the Roosevelt City Municipal Building.  Information on the progress being made on the project design would be presented by Horrocks Engineers.  All interested municipal entities, as well as DCWCD Board members, were invited to attend.

Mr. Crozier also reported that the work on the Duchesne Valley Water Treatment Plant (DVWTP) expansion was proceeding on schedule.
 CLOUD-SEEDING PROGRAM - FY 2008-2009:

Mr. Crozier stated that the cloud-seeding program was currently still ongoing.

LOWER DUCHESNE RIVER WETLANDS PROJECT:

Mr. Crozier commented that the Lower Duchesne River Wetlands Project was still ongoing and that it was his understanding that some offers on land purchases had been made, but that he didn’t have any further information to report at this time.

DISCUSSION OF POTENTIAL WILDERNESS ISSUES:

Mr. Crozier reported that the Forest Service had been in the process of holding some public hearings in regard to the proposed travel management plan and some additional roads had been identified to be included.

LOCAL BUILDING AUTHORITY / BOND HEARING/ PCIF HEARING (NEW DCWCD OFFICE BUILDING):

Mr. Crozier reported that the DCWCD Local Building Authority would be holding a public hearing today at 2:30 PM at the Roosevelt City Municipal Building in regard to obtaining funding for the construction of a permanent DCWCD office complex.  Mr. Crozier also reported that a Permanent Community Impact Fund hearing in regard to a new office complex would be held at 5:00 p.m. at the same location.

TENTATIVE FY2009-2010 BUDGET:

Mr. Crozier reviewed the Tentative FY 2009-2010 Budget with the DCWCD Board.  (Refer to attached copy.)

Mr. Brad Hancock moved that the DCWCD Board approve the Tentative FY 2009-2010 Budget and set the date and time for the budget hearings as follows:  Reopening of Final FY 2008-2009 Budget to be held on June 15th at 1:00 p.m. at Central Utah Water Conservancy District Building, Duchesne, Utah and the public hearing for the Final FY 2009-2010 Budget also on June 15th at the same location beginning at 1:30 p.m.  Mr. Art Taylor seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously.

As it was time to hold the board meeting for the Local Building Authority, Mr. Max Warren made a motion that DCWCD board meeting be temporarily adjourned in order to hold the Local Building Authority board meeting at 2:00 p.m., and the Local Building Authority public hearing at 2:30 p.m. as scheduled.  DCWCD board meeting was temporarily adjourned at 1:59 p.m.

Following the Local Building Authority meeting and public hearing, Ms. Moreen Henderson made a motion that regular DCWCD board meeting be reconvened to take care of additional business.  DCWCD board meeting was reconvened at 2:45 p.m.

VOUCHERS:

Mr. Crozier turned the time over to Ms. Marett to review the vouchers with the DCWCD Board.

After the vouchers were reviewed, Mr. Craig Thomas made a motion to approve the vouchers.  Mr. Brad Hancock seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously.

DATE OF NEXT WORK SESSION & REGULAR BOARD MEETING:

Chairman Burton reminded the DCWCD Board that the next scheduled board meeting would be held on June 15, 2009 at the Central Utah Water Conservancy District Building, Duchesne, Utah.  Work session would begin at 10:00 a.m. with the Re-opening of the Final 2008-2009 Budget beginning at 1:00 p.m., the public hearing for the Final 2009-2010 Budget beginning at 1:30 p.m. and regular session board meeting beginning at 2:00 p.m.

MANAGER’S REPORT / OTHER BUSINESS:


Mr. Crozier stated that he did not have any other items to report on. 


Chairman Burton inquired if there was any other information to be 
presented. 

ADJOURNMENT:

Chairman Burton stated that as there was no other business to be discussed he would entertain a motion for adjournment.  Mr. Max Warren made a motion that the meeting be adjourned.  The meeting was adjourned at 3:05 p.m.
