CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Lynn Burton called to order a public hearing to receive input from the public on reopening DCWCD’s Final FY 2008-2009 Budget at 1:00 p.m.  Mr. Burton welcomed those present and turned the time over to Mr. Crozier, General Manager, to present the information in regard to the reopening of the Final FY 2008-2009 Budget.

Minutes of the Final FY 2009-2010 Budget Hearing of the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District Board held at the Central Utah Water Conservancy District Building, Duchesne, Utah, for the purpose of conducting business as posted on the agenda.

PRESENT:  Board Members:  Lynn Burton, Chairman; Brad Hancock, Moreen Henderson, Keith Mortensen, Art Taylor, Craig Thomas, Max Warren.  General Manager:  Randy Crozier.  Asst. Manager:  Dex Winterton.  Admin. Asst.:  Adrienne Marett.  General Public:  None present.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Lynn Burton called to order a public hearing to receive input from the public on DCWCD’s Final FY 2009-2010 Budget at 2:00 p.m. Chairman Burton welcomed those present and thanked everyone for their attendance.  Mr. Burton then turned the time over to Mr. Randy Crozier, DCWCD General Manager, to present DCWCD’s Final FY 2009-2010 Budget.  (Refer to the attached copy of the Final FY 2009-2010 Budget)

DISCUSSION OF PROPOSED FINAL FY 2009-2010 BUDGET:

At this time Mr. Crozier reviewed the Final FY 2009-2010 Budget with those present.  Mr. Crozier discussed the various projected revenues for the coming year.  Mr. Crozier stated that Bureau of Reclamation (BOR) canal rehabilitation funds were still available to be used to pipe the T.N. Dodd Canal if the right-of way could be obtained from the Ute Tribe.

Mr. Crozier also reviewed the projected revenue for projects such as river diversion rehabilitation, river heading automation (both Rural Water Technology Alliance and the BOR “Water 2025" programs), High Mountain Lakes Stabilization, and the cloud-seeding program.  Mr. Crozier also discussed projected revenue in regard to the 203 Project, Green River water, and “Block 1B” and Sand Wash Reservoir water assessments.  Mr. Crozier inquired if there were any questions in regard to the revenue side of the budget.

As there were no questions in regard to revenues, Mr. Crozier then reviewed the FY 2009-2010 projected expenditures.  These included salaries and payroll costs, employee benefits, administration costs, rent and utilities, telephone costs, office expenses, supplies and equipment, postage, travel and conference expenses, publicity, costs for professional services, vehicle expenses, the project development fund, and miscellaneous expenses.  Mr. Crozier also discussed the pending DCWCD office building and the pending Highway 40 culinary water project and estimated expenses related to those projects.

HEARING OPENED FOR PUBLIC COMMENT:

Chairman Burton opened the hearing for public comment.  As no one present had any questions in regard to the Final FY 2009-2010 Budget, no public comments were recorded.

ADJOURNMENT:

Chairman Burton thanked everyone present for their attendance at the public hearing.  The public hearing adjourned at 1:59 p.m.

Minutes of the regular meeting of the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District (DCWCD) Board held at the Central Utah Water Conservancy District, 766 North Center Street, Duchesne, Utah, for the purpose of conducting business as posted on the agenda.

PRESENT:  Board Members:  Lynn Burton, Chairman; Brad Hancock, Moreen Henderson, Keith Mortensen, Art Taylor, Craig Thomas, Max Warren.  General Manager:  Randy Crozier.  Asst. Manager: Dex Winterton.  Admin. Asst.:  Adrienne Marett.  General Public:  None present.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Lynn Burton called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m. and thanked everyone for their attendance

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE REPORT:

Chairman Lynn Burton stated that the Executive Committee had prepared the agenda for this meeting on June 2, 2009, then turned the time over to DCWCD General Manager Randy Crozier.

MINUTES:

The DCWCD Board reviewed the minutes of the regular board meeting held on May 11, 2009.  Mr. Art Taylor made a motion to accept the minutes.  Mr. Max Warren seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

At this time DCWCD board meeting was opened up for public comments.  No general public was in attendance so no public comments were recorded.

ADOPTION OF REOPENED FINAL FY 2008-2009 BUDGET:

 
Mr.  Keith Mortensen moved that the DCWCD Board adopt the reopened Final FY 2008-2009 Budget as presented in the public hearing.  Mr. Brad Hancock seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously.  (Refer to attached copy.)
ADOPTION OF THE FINAL FY 2009-2010 BUDGET:

Mr. Brad Hancock moved that the DCWCD Board adopt the Final FY 2009-2010 Budget as presented in the public hearing.  Mr. Max Warren seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously.  (Refer to attached copy.)

ADOPTION OF RESOLUTION 2009-06-15-1:

Mr. Brad Hancock made a motion that the DCWCD Board approve the adoption of Resolution 2009-06-15-1 setting the ad valorem tax rate.  Mr. Max Warren seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously.  (Refer to attached copy of Resolution 2009-06-15-1.)

ADOPTION OF RESOLUTION 2009-06-15-2:

Mr. Brad Hancock made a motion that the DCWCD Board approve the adoption of Resolution 2009-06-15-2.  Mr. Max Warren seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously.  (Refer to attached copy of Resolution 2009-06-15-2.)

Mr. Brad Hancock made a motion that in conjunction with the budget DCWCD continue to use current IRS rates for meal and mileage reimbursements.  Mr. Max Warren seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously. 

Copies of both approved resolutions and a copy of the Final FY 2009-2010 Budget will be sent to the Duchesne County Clerk/Auditor’s Office and Utah State Auditor’s Office by DCWCD in compliance with state law.

DUCHESNE/STRAWBERRY RIVER DIVERSIONS:

Mr. Crozier reported in regard to the Turnbow Diversion that Mr. Mark Holden, Utah Reclamation Mitigation & Conservation Commission (URMCC) had notified him that DCWCD had been approved to receive $725,000.00 in stimulus funding to rehabilitate the New Tabby and Jasper Pike Diversions this fall.  According to the terms of the contract, the rehabilitation work would need to be completed no later than September 30, 2010.

Mr. Craig Thomas made a motion that the DCWCD Board of Directors ratify the URMCC contract in the amount of $725,000.00 for the rehabilitation of the New Tabby and Jasper Pike Diversions.  Mr. Art Taylor seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Crozier discussed with the DCWCD Board that in the interest of time it might be best that the Executive Committee be allowed to work with CH2M Hill and Jerry Allred in regard to an engineering contract and survey work so that the New Tabby/Jasper Pike project would be ready to bid by mid-September, 2009.  As there was no DCWCD board meeting in July, the next DCWCD Board meeting was scheduled to be held on August 17, 2009.

Mr. Crozier also reported that the design plans for the Jasper Pike Diversion would need to be reviewed and approved by the Bureau of Indian Affairs, Phoenix, AZ office before DCWCD could proceed. 

Mr. Art Taylor made a motion that the DCWCD Board authorize the DCWCD Executive Committee and General Manager to move ahead with contracts with CH2M Hill for design work and Jerry Allred in regard to survey work on the New Tabby and Jasper Pike Diversions and then report back to the DCWCD Board.  Mr. Keith Mortensen seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously.

CANAL LINING PROJECT (PHASE II):

Mr. Crozier reported to the DCWCD Board in regard to the Duchesne County Colorado River Salinity Control Project (Phase II) that the right-of-way for the T.N. Dodd portion of the project was still being worked on.  Mr. Crozier also reported that the Bureau of Reclamation was in the process of reviewing the current round of Requests for Proposal (RFP) for the Colorado River Salinity Control Program and that it would be interesting to see what figures for the “dollars per ton of salt savings” was approved.

UBRP - 203:

Mr. Crozier reported, in regard to the 203 Project, that the system was functioning very well.  Mr. Crozier also reported that Mr. Winterton had recently attended a training workshop on CLA-VAL valves in Orem.

Mr. Crozier reported that both Sand Wash Reservoir and Moon Lake Reservoir had filled, as well as Twin Potts and Brown’s Draw Reservoir.

GREEN RIVER FILINGS:

Mr. Crozier stated that he didn’t have anything to report in regard to the Green River water at this time.

HIGH MOUNTAIN LAKES (HML) STABILIZATION - LAKE FORK/YELLOWSTONE DRAINAGES:

Mr. Crozier reported that on June 9, 2009 all temporary HML employees had attended a mandatory orientation meeting held by URMCC and the Forest Service in Provo.  Mr. Crozier and Mr. Winterton were also in attendance.

Mr. Crozier stated that the flight of equipment and supplies for Kidney Lake and the Garfield Basin lakes would take place on June 17th and 18th and the temporary employees would travel in to the Garfield Basin work-site on Friday, June 19th.  Mr. Crozier reported that Mr. Ron Winterton had been hired to haul the boxes of supplies and materials to the Hell’s Canyon trailhead.

BUREAU OF RECLAMATION (BOR) RIVER HEADING AUTOMATION / RWTA:

Mr. Crozier turned the time over to Mr. Dex Winterton to report on the river heading automation program.  Mr. Winterton reported that he was currently in the process of finishing up on the RWTA projects.  Mr. Winterton also reported that representatives from the Utah State Engineer’s office had come out to check the various river heading structures during the past week and would be coming back again soon to finish their work.  Mr. Winterton stated that when the analysis work was completed, the Utah State Engineer’s office would issue a report of their findings and possible solutions to any water measurement problems they had found.
STARVATION RESERVOIR - 3,000 ACRE-FEET PROJECT WATER:

Mr. Crozier reported that the Central Utah Water Conservancy District Board of Directors had passed a motion at their last board meeting to supply up to four acre feet on all of the original Block 1B water, and up to 150% of contract on the Block 1B.  

SAND WASH TEMPORARY AG AND M&I WATER DISTRIBUTION:

Mr. Crozier reported that the 2009 temporary water signup would be completed by Wednesday, June 17th, then DCWCD would prepare a water allocation spreadsheet and notify the applicable irrigation companies.

CULINARY WATER ISSUES:

Mr. Crozier reported that Mr. Brad Shafer from Senator Bennett’s office and Mr. Scott Stoddard from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers had come out and toured the various areas that had applied for culinary water funding assistance. 

Mr. Crozier stated that Mr. Reed Oberndorfer, CUWCD, had pulled tests on the Allan Smith well on May 1st.   Mr. Crozier stated that the testing results would be forwarded to Mr. Smith and the Pinion Forest Special Service District as soon as they were received back from the state laboratory. 

HIGHWAY 40 PIPELINE PROJECT:

Mr. Crozier reported to the DCWCD Board that the next meeting on the Highway 40 Pipeline Project had been scheduled for June 18th at 1:00 p.m. at the Roosevelt City Municipal Building.  Mr. Crozier stated that Mr. Dex Winterton would be representing the District as Mr. Crozier would be in the High Uintas on the lake stabilization project.  All interested municipal entities, as well as DCWCD Board members, were invited to attend.

DISCUSSION OF POTENTIAL WILDERNESS ISSUES:

Mr. Crozier reported that the Forest Service had extended the comment period on the proposed travel management plan and DCWCD would be submitting comments.

DISCUSSION OF PCIB APPLICATION:

The LBA Board discussed the submission of the Permanent Community Impact Funds application in regard to the construction of a DCWCD office complex.

Mr. Max Warren made a motion that the building design contract with Lloyd Architects be expanded to include a shop building.  Mr. Keith Mortensen seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously.

VOUCHERS:

Mr. Crozier turned the time over to Ms. Marett to review the vouchers with the DCWCD Board.

After the vouchers were reviewed, Mr. Max Warren made a motion to approve the vouchers.  Mr. Keith Mortensen seconded the motion.  All board members voted in favor and the motion passed unanimously.

DATE OF NEXT WORK SESSION & REGULAR BOARD MEETING:

Chairman Burton reminded the DCWCD Board that the next scheduled board meeting would be held on August 17, 2009 at the Central Utah Water Conservancy District office in Duchesne with work session beginning at 10:00 a.m. and the regular session board meeting beginning at 1:00 p.m., and the LBA board meeting at 2:30 p.m.

MANAGER’S REPORT / OTHER BUSINESS:


Mr. Crozier stated that he did not have any other items to report on. 


Chairman Burton inquired if there was any other information to be 
presented. 

ADJOURNMENT:

Chairman Burton stated that as there was no other business to be discussed he would entertain a motion for adjournment.  Mr. Max Warren made a motion that the meeting be adjourned.  The meeting was adjourned at 2:29 p.m.
