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Agency Updates

-Pat asked the committee for any ideas on how to support the Lebarons in Mexico.  She asked anyone with contacts in the area to please contact her with them.  

-Concern was expressed for the New Harmony fire.  The SN would like to help anyone impacted by this fire

-Principle Voice’s attorney conference will be held September 25th.   They have extended the early bird registration.  The night before the conference, two attorneys from Texas will speak with Fundamentalists.  This discussion will include a historical overview by Ken Driggs.

Overview of the Safety Net Clinical Conference Feedback

-Suggestions for improvement included: 1) attend to potential scheduling conflicts 2) increase marketing, 3) make a better distinction between LDS and FLDS and 4) leave more time for Q and A.
-It was suggested that we form a committee now to begin planning for next year’s conference.  The date should be set soon along with speakers and backup speakers.  It ws suggested that planning begin no later than the first of November.

-The presenters were asked how they felt about the conference.  CPAC members thanked the SN for the opportunity and appreciated that they were presented as a culture.

The Primer

-The SN celebrated completing the huge undertaking of revising The Primer.  It has received a great deal of press and has been met with positive feedback.  Any additional feedback is welcomed as this is to be viewed as a living document.  Pat apologized for not recognizing some of the key players from the original version.

Subcommittee Updates

Community

The committee is considering rethinking the structure of their committee to be focused more on needs and less on a predetermined committee.  Instead of imposing goals on the communities in an effort to fulfill the subcommittee requirements, they are asking the SN to consider restructuring so that committees are designed around need.  Their larger concern is essentially how to reengage the committee members and how to enlist participation from community members.  The committee is looking at questions such as “how do we reengage people?” reenlisting?  “How have we failed those not attending?”  “how can we reinvolve old members?” outreach?  The idea of a survey monkey or a focus group was visited.  Some members expressed the lack of success in surveys in the past.  The committee was asking to think more about their ideas and come prepared to talk about it at the next meeting
