Finding of Facts
Davis County Board of Health Regulations
Rabies Prevention and Control

Pursuant to Utah Code Annotated 26A-1-121(1), the Davis County Board of Health held a public hearing on October 14, 2013 to receive public comments concerning adoption of a new proposed Rabies Prevention and Control Regulation.

Public comments pertaining to the new proposed regulation were received and noted in the public hearing summary.

Findings of Fact:

1. Rabies is a fatal infection and of public health concern.

2. It is beneficial to consolidate multiple rabies control and prevention guidance into a single document.

3. It is desirable to have a consistent approach to rabies prevention and control efforts among Davis County jurisdictions.
4. This new regulation is not in conflict with or more stringent than state or federal guidelines which include:

· State of Utah – Communicable Disease Rule R386-702-5

· “Human Rabies Prevention” – United States, 2008:  Recommendations of the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices

· Recommendations of the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices – “Use of a Reduced (4-Dose) Vaccine Schedule for Post-exposure Prophylaxis to Prevent Human Rabies”

· Utah Department of Health and Utah Department of Agriculture and Food – Recommendations for Quarantine of Domestic Animals Possibly Exposed to Rabies; August 14, 2013

Conclusions of Law:

1. The Davis County Board of Health is empowered to make standards and regulations that are not in conflict with the rules of the Departments of Health.  This new regulation is not in conflict or more stringent than State rules.
2. The Board provided a public hearing as required by law.  The hearing was held on October 14, 2013 and comments were received until October 21, 2013. 

3. The Davis County Board of Health’s Rabies Prevention and Control Regulation adoption, as approved for public hearing at a regularly scheduled Board meeting, have been reviewed and commented on by the general public and interested parties.  

4. The changes, as approved for public comment, are presented to the Board for action.
