WORK TO BE PERFORMED

The selected entity will first conduct all studies (feasibility studies) necessary to appropriately plan, construct and operate the facilities to be developed.  The results of these studies will be submitted to CHCSSD and will include the costs and timelines for construction and operation of the proposed facilities.  If the CHSSD decision is to proceed the CHCSSD will begin negotiations with the selected entity to enter into an agreement to construct and operate the facilities.

10. Estimated cost for completion of proposed project; and
