We had a health insurance presentation on benefits last week in Commission Morning Meeting with Mr. Hussey, which has a three percent (3%) increase from last year due to claims. Commissioner Wood motioned to approve the healthcare package as presented by Mr. Hussey with Uintah Basin Insurance. Commissioner Winterton seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration To Amend Uintah Basin Healthcare Bylaws To Allow Board Member Terms Of Service To Increase From Two Terms Of Eligibility To Three Terms Of Eligibility
Chairman Peatross stated that this recommendation came from the Uintah Basin Medical Center (UBMC) board of trustees to change bylaws to allow board members to serve three (3) consecutive terms instead of two (2); he has served on the board for two years and recognizes the complexity and difficult industry and suggested following the board of trustees recommendation to change terms. Consideration Of Ordinance No. 09-278, An Ordinance Amending The Duchesne County Zoning Map, Rezoning Described Property From Agricultural (A2.5) To Agricultural (A-5)
County Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde & Chapman Construction Representative Junior Jessen joined the meeting at 1:30 P.M…
Administrator Hyde stated that as you recall in August, there was a rezone request from Chapman Construction for eighty (80) acres on Tabby Swale Road that was approved. After the rezone Chapman Construction came in to get a conditional use permit that was also approved, however after that meeting, property owners convinced Chapman Construction to move the gravel pit south, away from residents. Chapman Construction came to the Planning Commission meeting on October 04, 2009 to rezone an additional eighty (80) acres of land where no persons spoke in opposition to the rezone. Mr. Jessen stated that we will start on the original eighty (80) acres then head south to the additional eighty (80) acres. Our intention is to head south instead of east as originally planned; we want to get this rezone done to show intent of good faith so property owners know that we are moving away from them in the process. 
ORDINANCE #09-278

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE DUCHESNE COUNTY ZONING MAP, REZONING DESCRIBED PROPERTY FROM AGRICULTURAL (A2.5) TO AGRICULTURAL (A-5)

WHEREAS, Nile Chapman Construction and Whisper Canyon LC have filed an application to rezone property located on the Tabby Swale Road from Agricultural (A2.5) to Agricultural (A-5); and,

WHEREAS, after giving notice and conducting a public hearing on November 4, 2009, the Duchesne County Planning Commission has recommended approval of the rezone from Agricultural (A2.5) to Agricultural (A-5) for the subject parcel; and,

WHEREAS, after giving notice and conducting a public hearing on November 9, 2009, the Duchesne County Commissioners have accepted the Planning Commission recommendation and adopted findings to approve the rezone request.

BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS that:

SECTION 1.  The following described property is hereby rezoned on the official zoning map from Agricultural (A2.5) to Agricultural (A-5):

The NE ¼ of the SW ¼ and the NW ¼ of the SE ¼ of Section 9, Township 1 South, Range 8 West, USM.  Contains 80 acres.

SECTION 2.
Severability.
If any court of competent jurisdiction declares any Section of this Ordinance invalid, such decision shall be deemed to apply to that Section only, and shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any part thereof other than the part declared invalid.

SECTION 3.  Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective fifteen (15) days after its passage and upon at least one publication of a summary thereof in the Uintah Basin Standard.
