Director Stewart reported on the search for a new Assistant Attorney General to work with the Division. The Division has progressed through the interview process and is hopeful to have a new person in that position by next month.

Director Stewart provided more clarification on the possible additions to the bill proposal with the UAR.  Director Stewart and the Board discussed the retention period for records and the statute of limitations on Division actions.
