1. Utah OSHA - R614-7-1:  Roofing, Tar-Asphalt Operations

This rule was developed by Utah OSHA before federal OSHA enacted the fall protection standards now found at 29 CFR 1926, Subpart M.  Utah OSHA has incorporated the newer federal standards by reference.  As a result, parts of the older Rule 614-7-1 are outdated and conflict with the federal standards.  Utah OSHA proposes to repeat the outdated and conflicting provisions of Rule 614-7-1.

2.  Industrial Accidents - R 6112-13:  The proposed rule designates initial proceedings to impose non-reporting penalties against employers as “informal” adjudicative proceedings.  The proposed rule designates all subsequent proceedings as “formal” adjudicative proceedings.

 

3.  UALD R610-3-22: The proposed rule authorizes employers to use pay cards to pay wages, provided that the pay cards allow withdrawal of the full amount of wages at no cost to the employee.
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
