· All comments should be directed to the Planning Commissioners, not to the Staff or to members of the audience.

· For items where there are several people wishing to speak, the Chairman may impose a time limit, usually 2 minutes per person, or 5 minutes for a group spokesperson.

· After the hearing is closed, the discussion will be limited to the Planning Commission and the Staff. 
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
