WELCOME:
In the absence of the Board Chair, Mrs. Page, vice-chair, conducted the meeting welcomed the Board and guests to the meeting.

MINUTES:


Mr. Tucker made a motion to approve the minutes of the Library Board meeting held January 21, 2014.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

MATERIALS SELCTIONS POLICY #110 – PROPOSED CHANGE:

Mrs. Sanford went over the proposed change in the Materials Selection Policy #110.  The change addresses the ability to add self-published items to the collection.  She told the Board that the proposed selection criteria will allow us to begin to add self-published materials to the collection in a thoughtful manner.  After some discussion, Commission Downs made a motion to accept the change.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motional passed unanimously.

CONTRACTS – RATIFICATION:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the Commission has approved the contract with the J. Willard Marriott Library to continue the digitization of the Davis County Clipper up to $10,500.  This covers April 14, 1988 to approximately June 30, l992.  Mrs. Smith made a motion to ratify this contract.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

Commissioner Downs made a motion to ratify the contract with the Syracuse Community Center for use during our Summer Reading Program.  There is no cost for the use of the center.  Mrs. Summerhays seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the Commission has approved a contract with the State Library for a CLEF grant in the amount of $38,326.  These funds will be used mostly for e-books although we may use some of the grant to partially fund an upgrade to our SirsiDynix catalog interface.  The funds need to be expended by June 30, 2014.  Mr. Tucker made a motion to ratify the contract.  Mrs. Summerhays seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

KAYSVILLE BRANCH – UPDATE:
Mrs. Sanford showed the Board a night rendering of the new Kaysville Branch.  She told them that the building plans are currently being review by Kaysville City and we should hear from them within the week.  We are hoping to have the documents ready for the contractors by the end of the month.  It is a twelve month construction cycle and we hope to open at the end of June or early July 2015.  Jerry Meyer and Trudi Cooper shared the ordering plans for the Kaysville Branch collection.  We hope to open the branch with 83,000 items. 

CHILDREN’S AND YOUNG ADULT PROGRAMMING – UPDATE:

-Mrs. Sanford told the Board that we had the annual Spring Read-a-thon, “It’s All A Mystery”, on Friday, March 14.  It was very successful and we had 1,000-1,100 in attendance at the four libraries (Headquarters, South Branch, North Branch and Central Branch.)   
-We continue planning for our Summer Reading Program, “Fizz, Boom, Read”.  Contracts with the presenters are in process.  The programs are science based and will go from June 3 – July 19.  We will also focus on encouraging the children to read throughout the summer.

TECHNOLOGY – UPDATE:

Jerry Meyer gave the Board and update regarding technology.  He said we might use $5,000 of the CLEF Grant for software enhancements for our SirsiDynix catalog interface.  This would involve purchasing a software product called Enterprise, which makes the catalog have more of a web page feel.  It would enable us to integrate our eBook and downloadable audio book titles into the catalog, where patrons could check out and download without going to a separate screen.  The integration of these electronic resources into the catalog involves a second software product called eResource Central which only works if you have the Enterprise interface.  We are sending Mary Moore to a SirsiDynix conference in May to learn more about how this would work.
BUDGET – UPDATE:

Mrs. Sanford told that Board that we are expending 2014 funds.  We are trying to schedule the parking lot replacement at the Centerville Branch and some parking lot repair at the Central Branch.  We would like to accomplish this after the Summer Reading program is over and before school starts in the fall.  We have set aside $18,000 for mini-projects that facilities will work on throughout the year.  If we have the budget we also have pending projects to redo the stucco at the Central Branch and redo the emergency exit on the west side of North Branch.
RATIFICATION OF BILLS JANUARY 2014:
Commissioner Downs made a motion to ratify the bills paid in January 2014 in the amount of $682,466.46.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
The next Board meeting is scheduled for April 15, 2014.  At our May 20, 2014 Board meeting we will have open meeting training which is required for the Board annually.
ADJOURNMENT:

Commissioner Downs made a motion to adjourn at 9:05 a.m.  Mrs. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.
