


MINUTES

ORANGEVILLE CITY COUNCIL
HELD ON
THURSDAY,
MARCH 13, 2014

Present at said meeting were:  Mayor Roger Swenson, Council members – Carole Larsen, Tom Baltzer, Kent Wilson, Ben Orgill.  City Recorder Ruanne Leeflang, City Treasurer Cindy Nielson.  

Also present:  Zoning Administrator Dennis Tuttle, Haley Johnson, Katelynn Nicholson, Josh and Jennifer Nattress, Elmer Larsen.

Mayor Swenson opened the meeting at 7:30pm.  Kent Wilson offered the opening prayer and Tom Baltzer lead the Pledge of Allegiance.

1.  APPROVAL OF BILLS AND WARRANTS
Carole Larsen moved to approve all bills and warrants as presented.  Second Ben Orgill.  Voting:  Ben Orgill – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Carole Larsen – aye, Tom Baltzer – aye.  Motion passed.

2.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
Kent Wilson moved to approve minutes of the previous meeting.  Second Tom Baltzer.  Motion passed.

3.  REQUEST  FOR DONATION – HALEY JOHNSON, KRISTA WRIGHT
Haley Johnson and Krista Wright appeared before the council to request a donation to attend Girls State.  This is being held at Weber State University.  They will be learning about the political process.  Ben Orgill moved to approve a $100.00 donation to each girl to attend Girls State.  Second Carole Larsen.  Voting:  Ben – aye, Kent – aye, Carole Larsen – aye, Tom Baltzer – aye.  Motion passed.

Carol Stilson arrived at the meeting at 7:45pm.

4.  JOSH AND JENNIFER NATTRESS – OUTSIDE WATER CONNECTION
Mr. and Mrs. Nattress came before the council for approval of a water connection for outside city limits.  They are building a home west of Gary Peacock.  They are required to furnish three (3) water shares.  This is the first step in the process for a water connection.  Carole Larsen moved to approve an outside water connection for Josh and Jennifer Nattress.  Second Ben Orgill.  Motion passed.



(5)  KATELYNN NICHOLSON – INCREASE FUNDING FOR EASTER EGG HUNT
Katelynn Nicholson explained that the Youth City Council is in charge of the Easter Egg Hunt and they enjoy doing activities for the youth.  She is asking that when the council is considering the budget that the Youth City Council could use more money for the Easter Egg Hunt.  The budget is currently $500.00 and they are allowing $2.50 per child.  This will be taken into  consideration.

(6)  DISCUSS NAME FOR BALL COMPLEX
Carol Stilson commented so as not to offend anyone we should name the ball complex after something historical or generic.  Maybe we could have a booth at the city celebration and people could put in their suggestions.  This will be looked into another time.

(7)  APPROVAL OF NEW SEASONAL EMPLOYEE –
Mayor Swenson and Council members Ben Orgill and Tom Baltzer conducted interviews.  They were really pleased with the number of applications and the quality of individuals.  Tracy Addley was selected.  Carol Stilson moved to approve Tracy Addley as a new seasonal employee.  Second Ben Orgill.  Motion passed.

(8) CAROL STILSON - REQUEST FOR DONATION – COMMUNITY THEATRE
Carol Stilson requested a donation to the Emery County Community Theatre.  This year they are doing “Tied To The Tracks”.  Carole Larsen moved to approve a $100.00 donation to the Emery County Community Theatre.  Second Kent Wilson.  Voting:  Ben Orgill – aye, Carol Stilson – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Carole Larsen – aye, Tom Baltzer – aye.  Motion passed.

(9)  RESOLUTION 2014-2 A RESOLUTION ADOPTING AN ADDITION TO ORANGEVILLE CITY PERSONNEL POLICY, POLICY AND PROCEDURES	
Mrs. Leeflang explained that when the auditors were here last year they requested that this item be added to the Recorder Job Summary.  Tom Baltzer moved to approve Resolution 2014-2 A Resolution Adopting An Addition To Orangeville City Personnel Policy, Policy and Procedures.  Second Carol Larsen.  Motion passed

10.  SET DATE FOR ORANGEVILLE DAY CELEBRATION
Mrs. Leeflang explained this date had been tentatively set by the previous council for July 19, 2014.  In looking at the calendar the 24th of July falls on a Thursday.  Families will be taking a four day weekend.  There will probably be more people here on the four day weekend than on the previous weekend.  Ben Orgill moved to approve that the Orangeville Day Celebration be held July 24-26.  Mayor Swenson stated that he would like to see a celebration with a pioneer flare.  Ben Orgill amended the motion to approve that the Orangeville Day Celebration be held on July 24-26 with an emphasis on our pioneer heritage.  Second Tom Baltzer.  Motion passed.

(11)  PLANNING AND ZONING
Carole Larsen explained that Tom Madsen has been on the commission as an alternate and would like to be a member.  Carole Larsen moved to approve Tom Madsen as a member of the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Second Kent Wilson.  There were also two new businesses that were approved.

(12)  CAROL STILSON – BUSINESS
· Youth City Council is working on the Easter Egg Hunt.
· City Clean-up will be April 12.  Jordan Tuttle has to do some service hours for his Sterling Scholar project and so he will organize a group of youth to help with the clean up.
· We will be celebrating Arbor Day.  We will be planting trees on clean-up day.  The grant needs to be submitted by March 21.  We will have to match funds which will be $597.55.  The city also needs to adopt a Proclamation for Tree USA.  Carol Stilson moved to adopted the Tree USA Proclamation and Orangeville City.  Second Carole Larsen.  Motion passed.  
· We need to be sure that maintenance people are to clean-up day.

(13)  STAFF REPORTS
Dennis Tuttle –
· There was a fire in town on Wednesday.  It started on 200 West and continued up through the pastures for quite a way.  The homes along that area were very concerned.

Katlin Bell – Kent Wilson spoke for Katlin Bell
· What to do with people who go past the deadline for getting their dogs licensed?  What is the consequence for having three dogs?  Dennis Tuttle stated that the code says the animal control officer will write a citation.
· Should put in the grapevine the policy for dogs that are not licensed.  They will now pay the late fee.
· He would like to know when an assignment is given to someone in a department that he is over.

Cindy Nielson –
· Met with Deb Dull of Rocky Mountain Power and she recommends that we get started on finishing the Christmas lights on the poles.  
· The burn window is open.  You no longer get the permit from the city.  You need to go to the state website.
· Who do we want for grand marshal of the city celebration parade.

Ruanne Leeflang –
· There is a budget worksheet for everyone in the packet.  Everyone should look over their departments and decide if the budget amounts need to be changed.
· The furnace at the city hall did not work for three days.  Contacted Bob Rojas of RAMS Industries who did come and work on the furnace.  The cover has been left off the front of the furnace.  Mr. Rojas said having the cover on makes the furnace overheat so it needs to be left off.  Will possibly need to look into having the furnace replaced.
Kent Wilson had a question about account MMA1927 and the reserve account.  Mrs. Leeflang will look into the problems.

(14)  COUNCIL BUSINESS
Carole Larsen –
· Thanked the mayor for attending the Planning and Zoning meeting in her place.

Ben Orgill –
· Mohr Sound has been contacted about the music for the city celebration.
· Working on getting the city park ready for spring and summer. Bill Jensen will be finishing the fences.  
· Talked with Emery County Weed and Mosquito about the Russian  Olive trees along Cottonwood Creek.  Will need to get on their next grant.  The Larry LaFranz home is at the greatest risk for flooding.  The plan at this point is to remove as much of the Russian Olive trees as possible.

Tom Baltzer –
· There has been a lot of clean-up work done at the cemetery.  Steve Miner is doing a great job.
· Still working on getting a generator for the fire station.  There was discussion on whether to use propane or natural gas. 
· The maintenance crew does not want a hydraulic breaker they feel there is something better they can use.

Kent Wilson –
· Did get the CIB money for the bridge project.  Johansen and Tuttle is applying for the permits.  It was a 100% grant.
· Castle Blast and Vac is working on the Blue Cut Canal.  The canal company is paying for everything at this point.
· The trench that is across Center Street and 100 East has started to sink.  Castle Valley Special Service District is contracted to fix and will probably be doing this in Aug.  
· Has spoken with a local contractor who feels he can do the crack seal at the cemetery for less than Castle Valley Special Service.
