2) Roll Call of Board Members – Alexa Wilson took a roll call of the members and all board members were present. 
3) Review procedures for handling electronic participation by the public- Alexa Wilson reviewed the public must raise their hand electronically and have 3 minutes to make public comments. Additional comments and concerns can be heard by TUID staff during business hours.

5) Public Comment – No public comment.

6) Agenda item for special meeting, Generator Purchase discussion:  John Motley gave a short historical summary of the need to replace the current MQ generator used in the slow season to replace the one inoperable now. The summary included reference to a document showing purchase of a running, low hour MQ generator was more economical than rebuilding the old, high hour current one. Alexa Wilson commented the board needed to include a process for the GM, John Motley to make the purchase due to the high demand for the year and tier III configuration. She also commented that the next regular meeting agenda should include proposed rebuilds on the current CAT C9 generators in the TUID power plant. John Motley agreed and noted other overdue maintenance work was and is being done by Wheeler CAT now to address running and communication issues. 

Alexa Wilson motioned to adopt 2023-07 to authorize purchase of a replacement generator, Mike Morland seconded, and the vote was unanimous with 3 “Is” from Amy Golden, Mike Morlang and Alexa Wilson.
