Discussion Of Property Taxes

Public Works/Road Department Update
Director Murphy reported that the Road Department finished the Roseanne Ellis Road, 5000 South (CR 343) north of Duchesne. We will place an ad for bids in the Uintah Basin Standard to pave this road and Mortensen Lane, and SSD#2 will pay for it; so we won’t be involved.
Director Murphy also reported that Newfield has oil wells in Arcadia, so there is a lot of traffic in that area. Commissioner Peatross suggested that Director Murphy contact Newfield to find out what their long term plans are in that area. We need truck corridors to keep semi-trucks from driving on everything. Eventually they won’t be driving down every county road, so it won’t always be this heavy.

Consideration Of A Capital Project Administration Memorandum Of Understanding Between The Utah Division Of Facilities Construction And Management (DFCM), Duchesne County (COUNTY) And The Utah State Administrative Office Of The Courts (AOC)
Attorney Allred stated that this is a contract for the Justice Center and Attorney Stephen Foote has also reviewed it. This MOU will allow DFCM to get started. Commissioner Peatross stated that the MOU says that the county will reimburse, DFCM for services and costs to the project. Chairman Winterton suggested that they contact Peter Moyes and Allen Lundsford about a suggested cap on their services.  Agenda item was postponed by general consent.

Sheriff Travis Mitchell, Deputy Sheriff Dave Boren, Personnel Director Lisa Henrie & Sheriff’s Administrative Supervisor Cynthia Wardle joined the meeting at 10:31 A.M…
Sheriff Mitchell presented the attached proposal to the commission and stated that they have immediate needs that need to be addressed. He is requesting to change pre-post pay from $14.41 per hour to $16.41 per hour and increase after post to $17.41 per hour and then whatever increases are necessary. He would like to also increase Supervisor Wardle’s wage up to $20.00 per hour. Records Assistant/Bailiff Loretta Purdy is retiring and he would like to open that position at $17.00 per hour and also include a stipend amount if we have to hire someone outside of the area. He would also like to increase wages by 10% across the board for all positions, and then address the performance for the Sheriff’s Office to address countywide within 6 months.
