Executive Director Cindy Warren stated it was for repair to a central air conditioner and annual property insurance premium. Commissioner Rebecca Pittman inquired what Return to HUD on the Voucher Program includes?  Executive Director Cindy Warren stated that is the amount of unspent Housing Assistance Payment (HAP) that offset future HAP funding.  Commissioner Lynn Snow inquired why the Voucher Program CKP Mgn. Fees increased in April?  Executive Director Cindy Warren stated that was the Excess 
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Cash Flow payment. Commissioner Rebecca Pittman inquired what the increase in the Voucher Program July expenses?  Executive Director stated it was the annual software premium.
