Rob Hansen stated that there are 20 licenses available and gave an overview of the ownership change.  He also noted that #2 Klub Deen was stricken from the agenda.  

Ms. Agraz moved to grant a full-service restaurant license resulting from an ownership change to #1 Millcreek Grill & Bar.  Mr. Gladwell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Mr. Hansen noted #3 East Liberty Tap House is a conditional license scheduled to open in May.  They are applying for dual tavern and full-service restaurant licenses.  They are in proximity to a church.  Staff received letters in favor of a proximity variance from the church and Salt Lake City.  Staff did receive a letter of opposition for the tavern license.  Staff recommends approval.

Ms. Agraz moved to grant a conditional full-service restaurant license and a proximity variance to #3 East Liberty Tap House.  Mr. Nielsen seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Mr. Hansen explained that #4 Ridge at Lone Peak is also a conditional application and is 100 feet from a private park.  Private parks do not require a proximity variance.  Staff did receive letters asking the commission to deny the license.

Adam Nichols came forward and addressed the subcommittee to oppose the granting of a full-service restaurant license to #4 Ridge at Lone Peak.

Teresa Shields also came forward to oppose the license.

Keith Morey, Community Development Director for Draper City, addressed the subcommittee.  He explained that Draper City felt the restaurant met the state and city guidelines and voted unanimously to approve it.  

Calvin Wadsworth came forward and gave an overview of the restaurant/store and the survey they conducted which showed the support of the surrounding community.  Todd Wadsworth addressed the commission to outline their community involvement.

Ms. Agraz moved to grant a conditional full-service restaurant license to Ridge at Lone Peak in Draper.  Mr. Nielsen seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Mr. Hansen gave an overview of #5 Ninja Japanese Steakhouse and #6 Wing Nutz stating that staff recommends approval.

Mr. Gladwell moved to grant full-service restaurant licenses to #5 Ninja Japanese Steakhouse in St. George and #6 Wing Nutz in Sandy.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Ms. Agraz moved to grant limited-service restaurant licenses to #3 Art City Trolley in Springville, #4 Eva’s Bakery in Salt Lake City, #6 Dim Sum House in Salt Lake City, #7 Ganesh Indian Cuisine in American Fork, #8 Luo’s Café in Kanab, #9 Moki’s at Lake Powell, #10 Paradox Pizza in Moab, and #11 Pelican Station in Vernal; and a conditional limited-service restaurant license to #5 Desert Star in Murray.  Mr. Gladwell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Mr. Gladwell moved to grant a limited-service restaurant license resulting from an ownership change to #1 Itto Sushi in Midvale.  Mr. Nielsen seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Dave Weloth explained that #1 Koi Recreation original business plan was Asian karaoke which didn’t qualify for a license.  They now have installed pool tables and are applying for a beer recreational amenity license.  They are offering pre-packaged food items to meet the 70% food requirement and will require a proximity variance for a church.  The church submitted a letter in favor of the proximity variance and a public hearing was held with no opposition.  

Ms. Agraz moved to grant an on-premise beer recreational license to #1 Koi Recreation.  Mr. Nielsen seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Ms. McDermott asked for clarification as to if the license covered the building or just the main billiard area.  Ms. Page noted that karaoke isn’t considered a recreational amenity activity so it is up to the commission to decide if the entire building or just the billiard area is the premise.

Mr. Nielsen moved to clarify that the on-premise beer recreational license for #1 Koi Recreation is for the billiard area only.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Mr. Weloth gave an overview of the balance of the applications noting #3 Lakeside Golf Course is no longer conditional and that #4 Davis Conference Center was stricken from the agenda.

Mr. Gladwell moved to grant on-premise beer recreational licenses to #2 Park City Golf Club in Park City and #3 Lakeside Golf Course in West Bountiful.  Mr. Nielsen seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Dave Weloth noted there are 21 tavern licenses available.  He explained #1 East Liberty Tap House is requesting dual conditional licenses (full-service and tavern) and will need a proximity variance.  A public hearing was held without opposition and the church submitted a letter in favor of the proximity variance.  Members of the Salt Lake City Council also submitted a letter in support of the business.  Staff did receive one letter in opposition.

Ms. Agraz moved to grant a conditional tavern license along with a proximity variance to #1 East Liberty Tap House in Salt Lake City.  Mr. Gladwell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Mr. Weloth noted #2 Las Rocas is also conditional.  The application is complete and staff recommends approval.

Mr. Gladwell moved to grant a conditional tavern license to #2 Las Rocas in West Haven.  Mr. Nielsen seconded the motion which passed unanimously.
