EMS supervisor Warren Archer gave his report.  We have had 97 runs so far this year.    Warren will be holding an EMR class for County Fire Departments, as well as the County Road Department, the end of September thru the first of October.  The competitive grant has been submitted.  He will be purchasing Oxygen Tank Lifts.  He is looking into a gear stipend possibility for the volunteers.  The power steering on the rescue jeep needs to be fixed.  
Road Supervisor Travis Kennedy began his report. Grading of the mountain roads is progressing.  He discussed with the commission the Forest Service Contract.  It does not include the last 3 miles to Big John’s Flat.  They will be paying us $2000 out of OHV funds if our road department grades it.  The bridge report was received.  Commissioner Bushman reviewed it with Travis and they will start working on those things mentioned.  The excavator that was bought for flood control was delivered.
Travis inquired of the commission if they would like the road department to take out the dead trees in the front of the courthouse.  They told him if he had time that would be great.  
Travis also led the discussion on Fuel Distributors.  Jenkins Oil would like Piute County to fill out a credit application so that they can start delivering to us.  Travis says there have been no problems with Rhinehart Oil.  Jenkins is saying they will do a lower price than Rhinehart.  The commission agrees to fill out the application for Jenkins oil and then call and ask about prices.
