Public Hearing:
Kanosh Town held this public hearing to discuss Shonda Robison's annexation proposal, thus gaining public input on the matter.   Mrs. Robison provided a brief summarization of the property and her annexation process.  The piece of property is located at 200 West and belongs to her son Shaun.  The property has always been taxed as a Kanosh Town parcel.  When the Robison's had the property surveyed it became evident that the majority of the property lies in the County.   

Most of the properties on the west side of town face the same situation. It will be the responsibility of each property owner to make the effort to prepare their property for annexation if they choose.  The cost of the survey, and everything required for annexation is that of the individual property owner. 
 
The only comment offered:  Mr. Stan Koyle questioned if the annexation policy that the Town has, does this annexation fit within that annexation policy.  Mayor Scott McDonald confirmed that this annexation is "well within the footprint of it".  We are receiving pressure from the county to clean up the parcels whose boundaries are located partly in town and partly in the county.  As a Town, we are not prepared to pursue annexing anything at the moment.  

The public hearing concluded at 6:45 P.M.  and the regular Kanosh Town Council meeting ensued.

Kanosh Cert Captain Geri Minton reported the CERT  training meetings have been planned for part of this year and next year:  September 6, October 4, February 7, and March 6.

Kanosh Fire Department:  
Fire Chief Lorin Shumway reported things are going well in the fire department, it has been quiet. 

The Fire Department fundraiser on the 24th of July went well, about the same as last year.

There is a community event on August 23rd, in Fillmore from 5:00 pm to 8:00 pm at the Territorial Statehouse Park. It is a first responder appreciation night with a live band, food trucks, bake sale, and silent auction.  There will also be a corn hole tournament.


Planning and Zoning:
*Planning and Zoning Commissioner Stoyan  Kolev stated the Planning Commission has been handling building permits, and that is what they will continue to do until the Council members give them more responsibilities.

There were no new building permits to be presented at this time.

*Planning and Zoning Commissioner Geri Minton questioned if there any been any progress on the new setback ordinance.  Mayor Scott McDonald responded that there has been no progress on the ordinance made by the council at this time.

Mrs. Minton spoke on behalf of the Planning and Zoning Commission questioning if the Council members have anything they would like the Planning Commission to go through or look at.  If not, would they hold the meeting every other month?  Or can they just post a notification that there would be no meeting on a specified month 3 days before the scheduled Planning meeting?  
Council members discussed the pros and cons and unanimously agreed they would like to have a monthly meeting offered.

Planning and Zoning member Stan Koyle: addressed the council members about the Residential Development Requirement Ordinance,  noting they agreed to discuss the ordinance, what would be on the ordinance, and then it would be written for a public hearing the following meeting.

Council members discussed the ordinance in its entirety, towns people in attendance offered comments as well.  Council member Neil Shumway offered to prepare the ordinance with the changes discussed, specifically the setbacks of 25/10.

**There will be a public hearing just before the regular September meeting.  We will post the Ordinance and the public hearing at least 14 days prior to the meeting,  We will hold the public hearing for public comment on September 13, 2023 at that time we adopt or amend the ordinance according to the public comment. 

Sunrise Engineering Ben Coray:  
Mr. Corry presented the updates on the Well Project.  Mr. Coray and Mayor McDonald met with the representatives of Rural Development last Thursday.  The only thing holding us up from starting the well drilling is receiving their concurrence, their approval.  We have all of the other contract documents in place, We have signed the agreements between Kanosh Town and the Well driller.  The well driller is anxious to get started.  Rural Development is asking that the Town produce a "letter of intent" to complete the project, even though we know we are going to be over the funding amount they have already provided.  

They are concerned that the well bid is going to consume the majority of the money, so the well will be drilled. But then we will move into the phase where we have to build the well house and chlorination plant and that will have to go out to bid.  At that point, we should have around $150,000.00 - $200,000.00 to come up with.   From the time we first started the project cost estimates have skyrocketed, doubled, or even tripled.  The electrical components have also increased.  

It is believed that what they are after is a commitment from the town that the project will proceed, and one way or the other it will be funded to completion.  There are options for funding, several have been discussed with Rural Development.


Councilmember Hayden George motioned to send a letter of intent to rural development, Councilmember Brandon Stephenson seconded the motion, and Council members in attendance voted in favor as noted below:

Dear Ms. Walker,
We understand that USDA Rural Development has requested Kanosh Town provide a letter of intent to complete the well development project in light of the forecasted cost overruns on the project.
Bids recently received for the first phase of the project, drilling the new well, were higher than anticipated.  As such, the remaining project budget for the second phase of the project, constructing the well building and equipping the well, will likely not cover the costs for this work.  The Town is exploring options for additional funding for the project, including a funding request through your office.
Kanosh Town remains committed to seeing the Well development project through to completion, whether additional funding is secured through USDA RD or another source.  With the continued impact of the drought in our area, we recognize the urgent need for this project.
The Town Council voted unanimously to continue with the project, despite the cost overruns, during our council meeting held on August 9, 2023.  A copy of the meeting minutes may be submitted separately upon request.

Centracom: 
Were not in attendance at tonight's meeting, they will appear on the September agenda.  Councilmember Neil Shumway talked to "Paul" he said he was trying to get some other people to come to this meeting and it didn't happen.  They are planning on going underground, revisiting all of that.  They want to make sure that people are going to be okay when they start digging through their lawns into their houses.  Just making people aware that they are going to be in our community.

Mayor Scott McDonald reiterated that he has no affiliation with Centracom at all.  He does not work for them, does not contract for them, did not ask them to come,  do not have any prospect of working for them.  He does work in fiber optics but not for Centracom.

We have no agreement, no contract, etc. The Town has posted several times the signs containing the following information:

*Ed Phillips stated that "he doesn't have a dog in the fight at all".  This is a situation that has worked quite well for a number of years, but it has gotten out of hand in the last couple of years. Everyone can point all the fingers they want to point, but it has got out of hand the last couple of years, and all of us have an idea as to why.  My thoughts were and the reason it has is the number of new buildings that have been going on, I don't know.  I do know the signage has had an effect, yes there have still been some dumps up there.  We have had a couple of reports, one with photographs.  The sheriff's office was notified, it is against the law for somebody to go up there and dump without permission.  Gale George has permitted Kanosh Town residents to dump yard refuse up there.  I hate to see it go away.  I think this is a disservice to the community not to work this out.

The county has agreed to come and post signs of the other facilities where this debris can be dumped.  The Fillmore landfill will be open 3 days a week, 1:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m., Monday, Friday, and Saturday, including all holidays except Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.
 
*Bob Chevalier offered a recommendation, to have a day of clean-up.  Mayor McDonald stated that due to the dangerous material out there and the heavy equipment, we cannot have volunteers to help with the cleanup.
  
*Councilmember Hayden George stated he believes losing the big County dumpsters has caused a large portion of the problems at the Burn Pit.  Councilmember George has contacted Mr. Mike Holt to rent a Big dumpster from Holt Waste it would cost us $235.00 per removal big dumpster.  Mr. Holt recommended we ask the people if they would be willing to pay 17.50/month for blue dumpsters, which would eliminate most of the garbage then we could do a roll-off for all of the big garbage.  In talking with Commissioner Bill Wright we could sever ties with the county however we would have to pay for what we take to the landfill.  Most of what we pay right now is only to pay for the maintenance at the landfill, to cover what we do take over there.  Mr. Wright said they are not making much on hauling our garbage there.  The reason we have these dumpsters now is because they can compact it more, and haul 6 times more weight versus the roll-off, so it is way more economically feasible to use these dumpsters.   If we do continue with the burn pit we have to have a place for big materials to go and that is a roll-off dumpster.  

Councilmember Hayden George suggested paying $3000.00 toward the clean-up. He then suggested a full-out lease with Gale, which is managed by the Town. Or to pay a fee every year for the waste that Kanosh Town puts on the property. " I don't think we need to sever ties, I think there is a workaround."

Councilmember Brandon Stephenson motioned to adopt resolution 08092023/BP to sever ties with the burn pit, Councilmember Neil Shumway provided a second to the motion, and Council members in attendance voted as noted below:

Resolution 08092023-BP
Concerning the illegal dumping at Gale Georges private property off of the county road on the East side of town, the area is commonly referred to as the burn pit.
Be it hereby declared and expressed that Kanosh Town has never before, does not currently, and will never be affiliated with any dump site for household trash, construction debris, appliances, rocks, boulders, or scrap metal on Gale Georges private property east of Kanosh Town, off of the county road to the area commonly referred to as the burn pit.
 This property is not in Kanosh Town. It is not owned by Kanosh Town. It is not operated or managed by Kanosh Town. 
 Kanosh Town has repeatedly expressed concern and disdain for such dumping at this location and has expressed such in public town council meetings.
 Kanosh town has further, repeatedly posted public notices at Kanosh town hall,
the Kanosh Mercantile, the Kanosh Post Office, and at the Sinclair Gas Station on Main Street expressing the same.
 Due to continued popular public opinion that Kanosh Town is responsible for this site and the expectation of the current property owner, Gale George, that Kanosh Town is responsible for the trash dumped on his property and that Kanosh Town is responsible for the full cost of clean up, it has become necessary for Kanosh town to formally and as a matter of public record declare no ties to or responsibility for any dumping of any kind on Gale George's private property.
 Kanosh town recognizes Gale George's right to manage, maintain, and operate on his property as he sees fit. What Mr. George allows others to dump on his private property is for him to manage and be responsible for.
 We recognize that Mr. George allowing members of our community to dump burnable yard debris at this location has been a benefit to our community. 
 However, the continued misuse of this opportunity and the perception that Kanosh Town is somehow responsible necessitates Kanosh Town making clear that we are in no way associated with this site.
 Kanosh citizens are encouraged to haul all yard debris, trash, and scrap not suitable for the county-run facility north of town, to county facilities in Fillmore and Delta.
 Kanosh Town encourages all citizens to be responsible, respectful, and legal in the disposal of all waste, trash, yard debris, or scrap.

Councilmember Neil Shumway motioned to pay $3000.00 to Gale George to help fund the cleanup of the trash at the burn pit  we will not fund any future garbage removal and the town is  not accepting responsibility for any of the junk that is there, but in good faith, we are offering to help in the clean  up and to offer Gale the assistance of the fire department when it comes time to burn the existing pile Councilmember Hayden George seconded the motion, Council members in attendance voted in favor as noted below:

Mr. Hogan questioned how we currently check the level of the water tanks, he suggested bringing in some electronics to monitor the water levels.  Mayor McDonald stated the tanks are checked weekly, visually. As far as the electronic monitoring, that would be nice but we are currently bound financially to other projects.

Mr. Hogan suggested selling the water that comes from the overflow and bypassing the chlorination of the overflow.

Shonda Robison:  thanked the council for helping in the process needed for this annexation.  There needs to be an annexation process that must be recorded in the recorder's office, requiring the Mayor's signature.  She questioned who the council wants to have prepare this, and Mrs. Robison stated she could prepare it and have our attorney review it.  Council members agreed to this process.  She will also prepare a package to be sent to the Lt. Governor's office.

Old Business:
24th follow up:
There were 996 people served this year, very close to last year.  Many people did a lot of work to make it all happen!   Mayor McDonald did not talk to the band about coming again next year, he will follow up.

The UAMPS banner was put up.  We will need to get ahold of them to find out what needs to be done to receive their donation.  
 
Corn Creek update:    We are moving forward the best we can.

Kanosh Town Department Reports:
*Christmas Candy:  Councilmember Brandon Stephenson has ordered Christmas candy!

*Electrical Department:  Councilmember Neil Shumway collects data for a 6-month period, averaging our bill from UAMPS, coming up with a KWH of what we are being charged, and then averaging what the Town is billing out every month.  Kanosh is charging a surcharge of .045 or .05  on top of the base electrical rate of .12 for residential use or .13 for commercial.  Councilmember Shumway stated that in his estimates it would be best to hold the .05 surcharge on top of the base rate again for another month.

Well Project: options for obtaining more funding, Sunrise Engineering has an employee whose job it is to research funding, he is very proactive.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE.

WHEREAS, Kanosh Town, Millard County, State of Utah, a body politic, is a municipal
corporation organized for the purposes of operating a municipality; and

‘minimurm acreage ofa residential lot, minimum setbacks for residences and accessory structures,

historical nature of the Town by providing low density, single-family neighborhoods while
permitting the limited establistiment of public and quasi-public uscs which serve the needs of family
structures; and

'WHEREAS, Kanosh Town has a desire to provide clear and concise ordinances ‘which are
unambiguous such that its citizens are provided with unequivocal notice of the law and its
‘interpretations; and

WHEREAS, the Town did publish on the Town's web site and posting the proposed ordinance;
and

WHEREAS, the City opened the meting for verbal comments from the Community and Council;
and

WHEREAS, notice of a public hearing regarding the adoption of this Ordinance was properly
