

MINUTES OF COMMISSION SPECIAL MEETING HELD APRIL 04, 2014 BEGINNING AT 8:00 A.M. IN THE ROOSEVELT CITY BUILDING, 255 SOUTH STATE STREET IN ROOSEVELT, UTAH

Present
Commissioner Kent Peatross acting as Chairman Pro Tem; Commissioner Kirk J. Wood, Roosevelt City Mayor Vaun Ryan, Roosevelt City Council Members Albert Foster & Dave Labrum, Public Works Director Glen Murphy, Ken Burdick, Craig Ashby, Greg Todd, SSD#2 Board Member Terry Fieldstead, Roosevelt City Manager Justin Johnson, Mike Hawley with Jones & DeMille and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting.

Discussion Of Special Service District #2’s Road Project on 3000 West in Roosevelt City With Roosevelt City and Special Service District #2
Mr. Hawley stated that he wanted to explain how they got where they are and why it’s where it’s at. We are doing the design for construction engineering on 3000 West. We looked at several aspects of funding in 2013 and it’s scheduled to be constructed this year.

Mr. Hawley also stated that SSD#2 recently constructed a transportation master plan showing the current conditions, traffic volume and semi-truck traffic volume. 



· Transportation Master Plan
· Goal: Prioritize transportation infrastructure projects throughout Duchesne County
· Take into account current roadway conditions, safety concerns and traffic volume (especially truck volume)
· Traffic counts indicate the majority of truck traffic travels along 3000 West
· These findings raised 3000 West to the top of the priority list













Commissioner Peatross stated that according to UDOT, one semi-truck puts as much stress on the road as 6,000 regular vehicles. 

Mr. Hawley stated that per the traffic count, we are showing that there are 215 semi-trucks on this road daily.  
· Different route alternatives were considered during preliminary stages of the project
· Benefits of realignment
· Avoid substandard curves (25 mph curves)
· Move away from the airport and possible future expansion
· Recent Richfield City airport expansion necessitated several million dollars in roadway infrastructure relocation
· Property owners were willing to donate right-of-way for the roadway
· Conceptual cost estimates showed a net savings to the project
· 1,200 feet shorter = $230K savings (2 lane roadway)
· Based on this information the DCSSD#2 elected to pursue the realignment of 3000 West



























Commissioner Peatross stated that we had STIP funds for the Bluebell Connector when he first became County Commissioner 11 years ago. We looked at all the ways for a truck route including from Kelsey Corner to the Neola Highway and also going west of the airport to Ioka Lane, but then learned that Roosevelt City was going to expand the airport on that side so it didn’t happen. We then spent the STIP money for 200 North through Roosevelt City. This current project is not a county road project, but is now a SSD#2 project. We receive PILT money of approximately $1.6 million that goes into the general fund. The county directs mineral lease money into Special Service Districts so it’s not an offset to PILT. SSD#2 is responsible for the expenditure of those funds. Last year they received $8 million in mineral lease. Terry Fieldstead, Don Winterton and Ed Bench are all good board members and they make the decisions. Director Murphy meets with the board on a regular basis to discuss projects, but they write their own checks and make the decisions on what road projects they do.

· Current Location
· Advantages
· Current roadway is already a major collector
· Wider existing right-of-way
· 700 feet shorter in length
· $180K savings (3 lane roadway)
· 1,000 feet shorter to tie into Pole Line Road east of Hwy 40
· $200K savings in roadway costs (2 lane roadway)
· Ties in better with realignment section
· Disadvantages
· Requires acquisition and demolition of an existing building

















· East Location
· Advantages
· No building acquisition and demolition would be required
· Disadvantages
· No existing right-of-way in areas west of Hwy 40. New right-of-way acquisition west of Hwy 40 would likely be required.
· Requires the acquisition and/or elimination of 6.5 acres of producing farm ground to tie into Pole Line Road
· Modification to the irrigation process on the remaining farm ground would be required
· Higher immediate roadway costs to tie into the west side of Hwy 40
· Based on this information the DCSSD#2 elected to pursue a Highway 40 intersection reconstruct at its current location.



























Commissioner Peatross stated that we need to determine if the road is in the county or Roosevelt City. Pole Line Road wasn’t designed for heavy truck traffic.

Mr. Hawley stated that an interest for a waterline for Roosevelt City was expressed by property owners while the road is being put in and SSD#2 agreed to the waterline. CIB awarded 50% grant, 50% loan at 1.5% interest. A draft interlocal agreement was sent to Roosevelt City that is between Roosevelt City and the SSD#2 for the loan portion plus 1.5 % interest of any waterline related costs. Property owners would reimburse Roosevelt City for the waterline and property owners would annex their property into the city. Without a waterline, not all property owners are willing to donate a right of way. To do the existing alignment without water would reduce it from 3 lanes down to 2 reducing costs. 








· During the design process property owners expressed interest in a water line along the corridor to Roosevelt city
· DCSSD#2 agreed to the waterline being installed prior to or in conjunction with the roadway to protect the new asphalt from future cuts
· The waterline was included in the CIB funding application submitted in September 2013
· CIB awarded 50% grant 50% loan at 1.5% interest
· Waterline would be constructed under the same contract as the roadway
· Interlocal agreement would be entered into between Roosevelt City & DCSSD#2 to reimburse DCSSD#2 for the loan portion, plus 1.5% interest, of any waterline related costs




























Mayor Ryan stated that the 1st alternative is where the city sits. We feel the undertow is everyone agreeing to annex.

Mr. Labrum stated that there is an existing waterline along that road, but the larger property owners don’t want to annex. There have been fewer incentives for owners to annex and they are paying 150% of the water; we feel bad that there are bad feelings. Everyone wants something, but nobody wants to pay for anything. Two out of the three property owners would like to annex. We haven’t been able to work anything out and we keep getting mud on our face.

Commissioner Peatross stated that if the landowners would weigh in, the water is valuable and they wouldn’t get the waterline for this amount on their own.  The reason we are here is to decide if we support the district and which alternative to support.

Mr. Burdick stated that his experience is that there are sink holes in that area, so that needs to be looked into. To save Commission Chairman Ron Winterton a black eye, people need to understand that the county and SSD#2 are completely separate.

Commissioner Wood stated that he is not sure why people are afraid of annexation. They get all of the connections and people would like to stop in one industrial area for all of their needs.

Mr. Hawley stated that property owners aren’t willing to sell a right of way. None of our dealings have been with Chairman Winterton; they have all been with his wife Lori Jo. We approached them on this and since the beginning; Chairman Winterton has asked to stay out of it.

Mayor Ryan stated that Roosevelt City sees the need for something to be done there.  We are pretty adamant that if #1 happens that we have the annexation.

Mr. Fieldstead stated that we are in the business of building roads and we decided to build the road on the existing route and if a builder wants to build 50 homes along the alternative route, we don’t want a truck route there.  But if we do it quick, the landowners may reconsider. 

Commissioner Peatross stated that if the landowners don’t have a united voice within 10 days, it’s not going to happen.

Mr. Hawley stated that with the existing line, he doesn’t see any issues with the right of way.  Mrs. Winterton owns the corner and he thinks she will sell or donate it. There is already an 8” waterline there and it is looped.  

Commissioner Peatross adjourned the meeting at 9:27 A.M.
