
MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING AND REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD APRIL 21, 2014 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Kent R. Peatross, Commissioner Kirk J. Wood, Public Works Director Glen Murphy, Duchesne County Resident Julia Abbott, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Building Official Karl Mott and BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting.
Public Works/Road Department Update
Director Murphy reported that the Road Department has approximately three more weeks of work on the Roseanne Ellis Road, 5000 South (CR 343) north of Duchesne. They are hauling gravel in to get ready for pavement. There will be an ad in the Uintah Basin Standard for bids on oiling this road which will be opened on May 6th.  Once we are done, we will work on Mortenson Lane.
Director Murphy also reported that at the Landfill we need to figure out how to pick up the garbage from the other side. The state came out and reviewed the Landfill and there is a concern with all of the plastic bags, so you will receive a letter.  Commissioner Peatross stated that we need to pass a law against plastic bags, if we got rid of them, we wouldn’t have a problem.  Commissioner Wood stated that we need a sterling scholar who has an environmental platform. He or she could go into the elementary schools and teach the students how to tie knots in the bags to keep them from flying around along with other environmentally friendly techniques. 

Discussion Of A Road Right Of Way
Mrs. Abbott stated that she has issues with County Ordinance No. 02-200 that was adopted to vacate a road in Talmage. She was told that all of the requirements were not met in order to vacate the roads listed on the ordinance such as sending the information to Utah Department of Transportation (UDOT). Although a public hearing was held, there wasn’t proof that the required information was sent to the state. Director Murphy said that this road is still on the road map. In a court case that she was in with her neighbors regarding a right of way on this road in Talmage, the judge ruled that it’s a private road for the Gillroy’s because that road was never accessed by the public or surrounding property owners. The road is not touching the fence line according to a survey we had done.  Chairman Winterton stated that we need to see if that step was missed. If it wasn’t done properly then it’s still a public road. We need to have our attorney’s look at it. 
Commissioner Wood stated that the problem is that the judge made the determination and said to let them access it. Commissioner Peatross stated that the judge gave them a private right. You may want to petition to have the process started again. We will have the Attorney’s Office look into to see if it makes a difference if the information gets sent into the State now or if the process needs to start over.
Building Department Update

Official Mott stated that as of the end of March, permits are up thirty percent (30 %) and fees are up nine percent (9 %).  We haven’t been charging for park model homes which are regulated by the state like a recreational vehicle. These homes aren’t self-contained, so they do have to get utilities hooked up. He thought they had to license them, but the Assessor’s Office feels we are losing revenue so he feels we need to charge at least one hundred fifty dollars ($150) for a permit fee to get a power connection. This way they will be assessed. He knows of someone who rents these kinds of homes because they have been issuing electrical permits. Commissioner Wood suggested that Official Mott speak to Assessor Greg Garff and Deputy Attorney Allred about how to proceed with this. 

Official Mott also stated that they have had a lot of people complain about their fees and he would like to adjust them. We are one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000) higher on our valuations than what Assessor Garff is coming up with on owner builder projects. He feels that they should reduce basement fees twenty five percent (25%).  Commissioner Wood suggested that Official Mott speak to an appraiser such as Mike Barneck on home values.  He would like to see the home as close to what the value is as possible. 
Official Mott also stated that he would like a large format scanner. He sent out requests for quotes and received one bid from Monsen Engineers on the state contract and he will get a purchase order turned in.

Official Mott also stated that Governor Herbert has issued a proclamation declaring May building safety month. There will be events held in Vernal at Lowe’s. 

Official Mott also stated that with the increase in business, he would like to hire another inspector allowing him to spend more time in the office.  There are companies out there that we could contract with, and he is trying to get to digital format. Chairman Winterton stated that if we do this, he would like to get someone for commercial inspections. It takes years for someone to get trained.
Consideration Of An Appointment On The Cedarview-Montwell Special Service District

Cedarview-Montwell Special Service District Director Lars Powell joined the meeting at 10:05 A.M…
Mr. Powell stated that they put an ad in the newspaper and didn’t get a response, but since has received a letter from Bobby Drake who wants to be on the board. They have held their elections, but they aren’t getting any response from people wanting to be on their board and recommends appointing Mr. Drake.  Commissioner Peatross motioned to appoint Bobby Drake to the Cedarview-Montwell Special Service District filling an unexpired term that began January 1, 2014. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the notion passed.
Consideration Of Resolution No. 14-04, A Resolution Of The Board Of County Commissioners Of Duchesne County, Utah Acting As The Governing Body Of The Pinion Forest Special Service District Providing For The Creation Of A Local Building Authority For The District, Authorizing Official Action, And Providing An Effective Date
This agenda item was postponed by general consent. 
Consideration Of Resolution No. 14-05, A Resolution Amending Title 7 Benefits And Compensation For Overtime, Comp Time, And Remote Work Time
Deputy Attorney Allred stated that this was presented to the commission a few weeks ago and then presented to department heads in a staff meeting. Chairman Winterton stated that as of last Friday, they hadn’t received any comments. Commissioner Wood suggested that Assistant Casper go around making sure all department heads have read it and have them sign a form. 
Public Comments

County Resident Ronni Potter & County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 10:18 A.M…
Mrs. Potter stated that Administrator Hyde sent her a letter to clean up her property so she invited him to her property. He wanted her to clean up a lot of things that she doesn’t feel are necessary. After that visit, the Division of Child and Family Services (DCFS) is considering placement of some children at their home. This is where Administrator Hyde’s wife works and she feels that he is over stepping his boundaries. Her husband scraps and they moved out of a large home down to a single wide trailer where they are now, so it’s a mess. Chairman Winterton stated that according to the pictures that Mrs. Potter presented, they are making progress cleaning it. Administrator Hyde stated that his wife does work for DCFS. She had to go up there to make sure the property was safe for children. He took photos of the property and on January 31, 2014, he gave the Potters additional time to get things cleaned up until after free dump week. They have cleaned the property partially, but they still have a lot of cars and other items behind the house and he will go back after free dump week to see if it’s cleaned up.  They can keep usable items, but cars do need to be in their name and not missing parts.  They can apply for a junk yard permit from the Planning Commission.  Administrator Hyde was asked by DCFS to look at the property. He visited the property on March 21st and there was a lot of progress. He encouraged Mrs. Potter to keep up the good work. Commissioner Peatross stated that we have seen this before where DCFS has asked us to look at a property.  Administrator Hyde stated that he has tried to keep DCFS informed and has sent them a letter regarding the progress being made. Commissioner Peatross suggested that someone else other than Administrator Hyde’s wife go out there to do another inspection for DCFS. Chairman Winterton stated that he feels that Administrator Hyde has done his job and is not stepping out of his boundaries, standing within our policy. Commissioner Wood stated that we don’t speak for DCFS, so they can handle this as they see fit.
Consideration Of Vouchers
Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 10:53 A.M…
The commission reviewed vouchers # 127874 through 127918 dated April 21, 2014 in the amount ninety four thousand five hundred seventy dollars and sixty four cents ($94,570.64). Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the vouchers and to hold onto the check to Advance Engineers until further notice allowing Commissioner Wood who is Chairman of the Landfill Board to review it. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
