


The regular meeting of the Orderville Town Board was held Wednesday, August 2, 2023, at 7:00 p.m. in the basement of the Orderville Town Office located at 425 East State Street, Orderville, Utah.  Those present were:  Mayor Lyle Goulding, Chelcie Cox, Rory Hatch, Robert Lacey, Marianne Leigh, Breanna Crofts, Carol Lamb, Wally Gibson, Verl Sawyer, Jon Lee, Shaun Sharkey, Kurt Loveless, Forrest Barnard, Ed Bolander, Kane County Commissioner Patty Kubeja, Kane County Commissioner Celeste Myers, Kellie Frost, Tommy Jackson (via Zoom), Charisma Parker (via Zoom), and Ben Armstrong.

Mayor Goulding called the meeting to order.  Minutes from the previous meetings held May 5, 2023, and June 7, 2023, were presented and bills were presented for payment.  Rory Hatch motioned to accept the minutes and pay the bills as presented.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion, all in favor, motion carries.  

Public Comment: No Comments


1. CONSIDER LOCAL CONSENT FOR OFF-PREMISE BEER SALES AT THE FAMILY DOLLAR LOCATED AT 420 WEST STATE STREET, ORDERVILLE
There is a zoom meeting set up with Tommy Jackson and Charisma Parker from Family Dollar.  Tommy Jackson speaks for Family Dollar.  Tommy explains why they want to sell beer due to customer feedback.  He said employees are trained on how to handle and sell beer.  He said they have a zero-tolerance policy with their employees.  Carol Lamb explains some of the rules of being able to sell beer in Utah, such as the requirement of being outside of 600 ft. from a church, playground or school.  The distance is not an issue in this case.  Rory Hatch said he was here when the Town approved the beer sales for Sparky’s.  He said he has not seen any ill effects from it and it should boost sales and provide more tax revenue for the town.  Rory Hatch motioned to approve the local consent for off-premise beer sales at the Family Dollar.  Chelcie Cox seconded the motion, all were in favor, motion carries.

2. KURT LOVELESS - REVIEW/CONSIDER/APPROVAL OF MOU FOR AMBULANCE BAY AT ORDERVILLE FIRE STATION: 
Kurt Loveless, Kane County Hospital CEO was here with Ben Armstrong, Kane County EMS Director and Forrest Barnard, Cedar Mountain Fire Chief.  Kurt talked about how they had worked out a MOU with Cedar Mountain earlier in the year.  He talked about the boundaries that each department would serve within, he says they have a few volunteers here in town.  He said its looking like the new ambulance in Orderville would respond during the days and Cedar Mountain would take nights.  Kurt talked about needing a place to store the ambulance, they don’t want it out I the weather.  He would like to use a bay in our firehouse for this and be able to use the internet.  He said they will provide everything for the ambulance and the staff.  There will be no obligation to the town except for providing a bay.  Mayor Goulding said they did have a meeting where Earl Levanger set in and he was okay with the plan to let Kane County Hospital use one bay.  They have just been waiting for this agreement.  Robert Lacey motioned to approve the MOU with Kane County Human Resource Special Service District and the Town of Orderville to park their ambulance at the Orderville Fire Station as presented.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.  The agreement is set to start September 1, 2023.  Hours in Orderville will be 8:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. Cedar Mountain will cover after 8:00 p.m.

3. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL THE FOLLOWING BUSINESS LICENSES: EAST ZION REALTY DBA ZION STAYS and HIGH COUNTRY LEASING LC DBA EAST ZION ADVENTURES:
Robert Lacey motioned to approve a business license for East Zion Realty DBA Zion Stays.  Rory Hatch seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.  There was some discussion about the parking situation at the Sinclair/The Shop Coffee Company and if the issues had been resolved.  Robert Lacey motioned to approved a business license for High Country Leasing LC DBA East Zion Adventures.  Chelcie Cox seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.  Mayor Goulding abstained from voting.

4. DISCUSSION ON BUSINESS LICENSE ORDINANCE
There was discussion about whether our business license ordinance is up-to-date per state code and if there is a 

definition for a home-based business.  Rory Hatch thinks we should have our attorney review it.  Robert Lacey agreed.

5. DISCUSSION ON SESQUICENTENNIAL (150 YEARS) FOR THE TOWN OF ORDERVILLE
Marianne Leigh said that Orderville will be 150 years old in 2025 and wondered if the Town Board would want to celebrate it either during the month of April or July 2025.  After discussion, it was decided to celebrate the Sesquicentennial during Soup Town Days in April 2025.  Mayor Goulding thought it would be a good idea to have vendors in one gym at the NEC and historical displays/information in the other gym.  Marianne would like to form a committee for planning the event.

DEPARTMENT BUSINESS:

Streets and Roads:  Chelcie Cox hasn’t heard back from Russ at Sunrise Engineering on fixing the road from the post office to the high school.

Parks, Recreation, and Cemeteries:  Marianne Leigh said the Town was denied any money from the Kane County Tourism Board for the new park.  She wanted to thank the fire department for putting on a park fundraiser lunch on July 24th.  She said they fed close to 300 people and raised almost $2,500.00. She said they are meeting with Kane County Commissioner Wade Heaton this Friday.  She still wants to ask the County for some kind of funding for the park.

Marianne also talked about putting in a fence/archway at the entrance to the cemetery instead of shrubs, something that depicts our heritage.  She would like to see someone local help with it.
   
Buildings and Fire Department:  No business

Water Department:  Verl Sawyer reported that the divers have been here cleaning the water tanks.  He also said that the water testing has been good.

Administration:  Breanna Crofts wants to hold a “Meet the Candidate” night before the Primary Election.  It will be August 21, 2023 at 6:00 p.m. at the North Event Center.  Kelly Lamb will moderate.  Carol Lamb reported that the 3-year lease on the copy/fax/scan machine is up.  Les Olsen said we could buy it outright for $1,145.00 or enter into a new lease agreement.  Currently it is $118.39 a month and a new one would be approximately $145.00 a month.  Robert Lacey said the high school had a similar situation and suggested we call Jeanette Esplin.  Rory Hatch suggested getting a bid from Sevier Office Supply.  Mayor Goulding is more in favor of a lease.  The Board agreed it is an administrative matter and approved to let Carol Lamb make the decision.

Other necessary items:  Robert Lacey said that he thought the shooting range plan at the old dump was dead.  The BLM said it is still a possibility and they are working on it.

Breanna Crofts said that the Sheriff’s Office has been asking about the Town’s OHV Ordinance.  There have been several complaints about the side-by-sides and 4-wheelers on the highway and town streets.  There was discussion about these recreational vehicles being street legal on Highway 89.  Dust is also an issue.  Breanna said that the Sheriff’s Office is not wanting to press the issue, they are wanting the highway patrol to handle it.

Executive Session:  No business

Rory Hatch motioned that the meeting be adjourned.  Robert Lacey seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

On October 4, 2023, Rory Hatch motioned to accept these minutes.  Robert Lacey seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.
