September 21st, 2023

This meeting of the Elsinore Town Planning and Land Use Commission was held Thursday, September 21st, 2023, at the Elsinore Town Hall, 35 West Main Street, Elsinore, UT at the hour of 7:00 p.m., after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6, UCA, 1953, as amended. The meeting was opened by Brent Salisbury

Brent Salisbury motioned for adjournment to be 7:30pm. Shiree Johnson made a second to the motion. All were in favor, motion carried.

There were no appointments.

Libbie Zenger motioned for the approval of the August 2023 Planning & Zoning meeting minutes. Shiree Johnson made a second to the motion. All were in favor, motion carried.

No business licenses were approved.

A building permit was approved for Brent Salisbury, for a connex box at 375 N. 100 E.

A building permit was approved for Cooper & JaLyne Roundy, for a new dwelling in East Meadows Subdivision.

A public comment was made by Scott Hansen. He disagrees with the decision the Town Council and Planning & Zoning made concerning the water shares from East Meadows.

Scott Hansen also informed the Commission of several places in town that are violating land use ordinances. Also, just information concerning the drive-in on Main Street becoming a Mexican Restaurant, and Karl Pieper will be submitting a new building permit for the new dwelling being built at 815 N. 200 E.

The commission discussed the concerns regarding visitors for the eclipse on October 14th. They have concerns about people camping at the park. They would also like to consider extra officers from the Sheriff’s Office.

David LeMmon asked for clarification concerning the 30’ setback on new dwellings. A 30’ setback is only required on the front of the property. If it is a corner lot, then both street sides must have a 30’ setback.

David LeMmon motioned to adjourn the meeting. Shiree Johnson made a second to the motion. All were in favor, motion carried.
