April 29, 2014

The Board of Davis County Commissioners met in room 303 of the Davis County Administration Building, 61 South Main Street, Farmington, Utah on April 29, 2014.  Members present were: Commissioner Louenda H. Downs - Chair, Commissioner P. Bret Millburn, Commissioner John Petroff, Jr., Clerk/Auditor Chief Deputy Audit/Finance Curtis Koch, Chief Deputy Civil County Attorney Neal Geddes, and Deputy Clerk/Auditor Janet Hanson. 

	
	
Clint Thacker, Davis County Animal Care & Control Director, led the Pledge of Allegiance. All in attendance were invited to stand and join in.

	“Public Health Hero” awarded to Health Dept team for regulations regarding the 
e-cigarette
	             Lewis Garrett, Davis County Health Director, spoke of a new emerging public health threat with nicotine delivery devices known as e-cigarettes.  Their popularity is exceeding the science and what is known about them. Use by junior high age children exceeds that of regular tobacco at this point in time.  There is no regulatory oversight of these devices.   The Board of Health asked the Health Department staff to investigate the product.  The “Team” looked at: youth access; content of the juice for accuracy in labeling; amount of nicotine – advertised amount was completely inaccurate usually much higher than labeled.  They conducted basic scientific research and laboratory testing.  They worked on child protective caps, leak proof bottles, and sanitary manufacturing requirements.  There are seven stores in Davis County that manufacture and sell the 

e-juice.  The Team came up with common sense regulations that were primarily designed to make sure the products are safe and only available to adults (limiting youth access). The Team worked with legislators, Board of Health members, and the store owners.  Town meetings and public hearings were held.  The Utah Public Health Association recently recognized the Team with the “Public Health Hero” award for their work and for the regulations that were put in place.  Lewis noted, Davis County is the first Health Department in the United States to have put together regulations which are supported not only by the public health community; but also by the companies, manufactures and store owners that work in this field.  He indicated it was quite an accomplishment to put something together that was not controversial, was not heavy handed, but accomplished what was needed.

             Lewis proudly introduced the Team:  Dave Spence, Director of Environmental Health Division; Ivy Melton-Sales, Director of Health Promotion Division; Brian Hatch, Deputy Director of Health; Gloria Sawyer, Tobacco Prevention Program; Rachelle Blackham, Environmental Health Scientist; Tiffany Leishman, Health Promotion.  The Commissioners commended the Team and presented them with a Davis County coin in recognition of their outstanding work. 
             Commissioner Downs also recognized Bob Ballew, Public Information Officer, in the audience mentioning his efforts in getting the information out to the public for the Health Department.

	             Commissioner Downs announced the Commissioners will be in attendance at a Special Commission Meeting, May 6, 2014, 6:00 p.m. in connection with Farmington City Council.  This is in an effort to make themselves available to the cities and citizens.

Overview of By Mail Election process
	              Brian McKenzie, Davis County Elections Director, presented agreement #2014-138 with K&H Integrated Print Solutions to provide ballot and envelope printing supplies and services for the 2014 By Mail Elections (primary & general).  The payable amount is dependent on the number of registered voters.  
             Brian provided the following overview of the By Mail Election:  
              It is in accordance with a Utah law that was passed in 2011 which allowed a jurisdiction to conduct a By-Mail election.  The idea of the By-Mail election is looking towards the future.  Someday the current voting system will have to be replaced.  Costs would be well into the millions of dollars.  Voting By-Mail is a less expensive option, as you look at the conversion from one system to another.  For the immediate future, the By-Mail election allows the County to use the current system a bit longer; less wear and tear on the voting machines means they will last longer. The information gathered by the election will be provided to the 
Lt. Governor’s Office, which is conducting a feasibility study of By-Mail elections in the state of Utah.  Davis County is the largest county performing a By-Mail election.  There are 11 counties that are doing By-Mail elections this year.  Commissioner Millburn indicated other Utah counties have conducted By-Mail elections in the past, as well as other states, noting it is not something new or untested.  Brian pointed out By-Mail voting is not new to Davis County.  For a number of years in Davis County, thousands of voters have chosen to vote By-Mail.  It is a tested and true method.  The only difference this time is the scale is much larger than what they have done in the past.  Commissioner Downs suggested other counties would be watching how this will work in Davis County so they can do it in the future.  She said the office has planned well to protect the ballots and noted there is still the option of traditional voting on election day at one of the seven voting centers. Brian suggested if any voter has concerns they are welcome to come in and view the process in the election facility.  The importance of maintaining the integrity of the system is public involvement. 
              Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.
