2. Invocation/Opening Remarks - Mayor Young invited anyone in the audience or the governing body to offer a prayer or opening remarks.  A prayer was given by Councilman Steven Duke.


3. Minutes Review/Approval - The minutes were mailed with the agendas.

6. Follow-Up Items: Fuel, Deer

Manager Westfall said government entities are discouraged from storing bulk fuel due to EPA regulations and soil remediation. 

Manager Westfall spoke with Guy Wallace, Wildlife Biologist, who is confident he can remove 50 deer and will try for the desired 100. 





                    




7. Consider: Seventh District Juvenile Court 2014 Labor Contract

The contract is for cleaning and maintenance of various areas, including Loyds Lake. The contract will not include flower pot watering for 2014, due to a diminishing work force. Art Adair volunteered his crew to water for one month during the summer and discussed some of the duties and juvenile help concerns. His numbers are currently low compared to other years. 
MOTION was made by Councilman Rick Clark to approve the 2014 Seventh Dist. Juvenile Court Labor Contract as written. The motion was seconded by Councilman Steven Duke and opened for discussion.

8. Consider Horse Code in R-1 Zone and Enforcement
  
Assistant City Manager Oliver Crane said the code changes were encouraged by members of the community. Details of the code were discussed concerning the number of horses allowed and the acreage which would be considered. Direction from the Council was sought by the Planning Commission for enforcement and filing fees. Councilman Scott Frost asked why the consideration is only for horses. ACM Crane said other animals are different as far as noise, odor, and aesthetics. This code only applies to the R-1 zone and there are only 5 or 6 qualifying properties. To qualify, neighbors within 100 ft. will have to sign an agreement/allowance. Manager Westfall suggested review by the police department for enforcement. There was discussion about the pasture ending date of July 31 because the weeds are the worst during the latter part of the season. There was discussion about the R-2 zones which have some horses residing currently. After some debate, ACM Crane said the Planning Commission decided to only restrict the R-1 zone and leave the R-2 zone alone. 

9. Consider Amendments: R-1 & R-2 Setback Requirements Ordinance


Over the last 100 years, annexations have created inconsistencies with setbacks throughout the town. The new code allows the owner to build while still protecting the utility lines. 
MOTION was made by Councilman George Rice to approve amendments to the R-1 & R-2 Setback Requirements Ordinance as presented. The motion was seconded by Councilman Steven Duke and opened for discussion.

10. Consider Definition of “Livestock” in City Ordinance

The term “livestock” is not currently defined in the city code. The Planning Commission asked the Council if they would like it defined. This was brought to the attention of the Planning Commission by a citizen inquiring about owning swine. Chief Adair suggested defining the term “livestock” for enforceability. Councilman Frost said if you are in an agriculture zone you should be able to have whatever animals you want. Councilman Clark pointed out the code is written for the use of feeding family or for the pleasure of the family which is broad. The Council recommended the term remain undefined as it should not matter the kind of animal or livestock owned in an agriculture zone. 

11. Consider Street Improvement Plan

Superintendent Langston said there have been some changes in the plan since bids came in. GSB will not be completed this year. HA5 will be applied to the parking lot on Main Street and other areas as outlined. Mayor Young said the magnesium chloride application really helped with the dust on his street. The street work will begin in May. The City may be able to get a deal on magnesium chloride by working with Blanding. 


MOTION was made by Councilman George Rice to approve the Street Improvement Plan as presented. The motion was seconded by Councilman Scott Frost and opened for discussion.

This is planned as a 3 year project. $15,000 will be requested from the 2014-15 budget as matching money. Councilman Scott frost said the Transient Room Tax money should be used for this type of project.
