
MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING AND REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD MAY 05, 2014 BEGINNING AT 8:45 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Kent R. Peatross, Commissioner Kirk J. Wood, , Sheriff Travis Mitchell, Personnel Director Lisa Henrie, Deputy Sheriff Dave Boren, Lieutenant Jeremy Curry, Lieutenant Travis Tucker, Sergeant Holly Purdy, Corporal Joshua Bird, Detective Sergeant Monty Nay,  and BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting.
Consideration Of A Proclamation To Recognize National Police Officers Memorial Month And National Police Week 

Sheriff Mitchell presented the Commission with a proclamation and requested that they sign it declaring May as National Police Officers Memorial Month. Sheriff Mitchell read the proclamation aloud and stated that May 11th – May 17th, 2014 is Police Week.  They will hold a flag ceremony at the Justice Center to honor the fallen on May 20th at 6:30 p.m. and will be giving tours of the jail. Throughout the month, we will be honoring and recognizing our officers on our Facebook page. Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the proclamation as presented. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Volunteers For Sheriff’s Office Search And Rescue

Sheriff Mitchell presented a list of volunteers to the Commission and stated that per state code, we need to have our volunteers approved for workers compensation reasons. We will update this list annually and present it for consideration.  Commissioner Wood motioned to approve the presented list of volunteers for the Sheriff’s Office.  Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Psych Evaluation General Order

Director Henrie stated that she emailed a modified version to the Commission and Sheriff Mitchell has reviewed it.  This will go into our general policy book for public safety employees. Sheriff Mitchell stated that we feel this really helps and is a very important and valid aspect in our hiring process.  Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the recommendation from Director Henrie and Sheriff Mitchell and adopt the Psych Evaluation General Order.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.  
Consideration Of Proposal By Comp Survey For Salary Band Structure For Sheriff’s Office

Director Henrie stated that this ties into what we are already doing and suggested that we use Comp Survey to do our salary structure. This will allow us to compare numbers and wages statewide.  We are currently working on job descriptions and classifications so with Comp Survey, it will allow us to have competitive placement. We are targeting to have everything in line by July 1st. This would be paid for out of her budget and there is a one-time set up cost. After that, there will be an annual fee for the database of around four hundred dollars ($400). Chairman Winterton suggested that they have some time to review this.  The agenda item was postponed by general consent. 
Victims Advocate Department Update

Victims Advocate Department Director Alisha Sabin was unable to attend. 
Public Works/Road Department Update
Public Works Director Glen Murphy joined the meeting at 9:20 A.M… Duchesne County Resident Kathryn Larsen joined the meeting at 9:23 A.M…
Director Murphy reported that the Road Department cleaned out cattle guards and put gravel down on County Road 29 (CR 29) and Junction 29.

Commissioner Wood stated that there are crossings sitting at the bottom of Gate Canyon that should be picked up and some trash along the road. Director Murphys stated that he will get it picked up.
Director Murphy also reported that they are cleaning up County Road 92 (CR 92), where the hill is sliding.

Mrs. Larsen asked to have the speed limit changed on the Bridgeland Road near her home to 35 MPH and to have a turn lane put in off of Highway 40 onto the Brideland Road.  Chairman Winterton stated that they are meeting with the Utah Department of Transportation (UDOT) and he will discuss that turn with them. Director Murphy stated that he will speak to Sheriff Travis Mitchell about the speed limit.

Director Murphy also reported that free dump week went very well with no problems.  

Discussion Of An Invoice For Reconstruction Of 3 Bridges Near Tabiona
Director Murphy stated that he will meet with Special Service District #2 and discuss this bill. 
Consideration Of A Pipeline Right Of Way Agreement With EP Energy E&P Company, L.P.

EP Energy Landman Jay VanTassell joined the meeting at 9:29 A.M…
Mr. VanTassell stated that he presented this to the Commission a few months ago, but a few changes were needed that have been done.  This right of way is in section 5 on the east side of the Landfill. We are offering four thousand dollars ($4,000).  Director Murphy stated that he is fine with it. This property is owned by the County. Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the right of way agreement with EP Energy E&P Company, L.P. subject to final review by the Attorney’s Office. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed  
Consideration Of Property Taxes
Treasurer Colene Nelson & Property Owners Amber & Stephen Carter joined the meeting at 9:42 A.M…
Mrs. Carter stated that they didn’t have the option of putting their tax payments in with their mortgage payments and they had hospital bills, so they got behind. She also stated that she can pay three thousand dollars ($3,000) now and asked for a year deferral to pay the balance. Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the deferral request for account # 321570 and authorize Treasurer Nelson to give vouchers and make payment arrangements. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the notion passed.
Consideration Of An Agreement With Strata Networks
Commissioner Peatross stated that Strata owns a float trailer that they are donating to the County for parades. In return, they ask that we recognize them with advertisement on the floats. Commissioner Peatross motioned to ratify Chairman Winterton’s signature on the agreement with Strata Networks. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of A Statewide Memorandum Understanding Of Agreement For The Special Needs Registry
Emergency Management Director Mike Lefler joined the meeting at 9:48 A.M…
Director Lefter stated that they are promoting this and the State keeps track of the data that we provide. They want us to report our special needs people so that they can enter it into their database and will be available during an emergency. He has had a hard time getting people to sign up. Commissioner Wood moved to approve the Memorandum of Agreement for the Special Needs Registry. Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Ratification And Pooling Declaration With EP Energy E&P Company, L.P.
Assistant Casper stated that Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred has reviewed this and is fine with it.  Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the Ratification and Pooling Declaration with EP Energy E&P Company, L.P. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of An Easement For The Victory Pipeline Project

Mike Hawley with Jones & DeMille Engineering joined the meeting via telephone at 9:54 A.M…
Mr. Hawley stated that the quit claim deed was signed by Joe Clayburn even though the property owners haven’t been paid. The Clayburn’s are now requesting to have this given back to them, but his concern is that if the County returns it, that you will give  up your rights that you did have. Commissioner Peatross stated that he feels this is a legal issue and asks that we have the County Attorney’s here. Chairman Winterton stated that we can have our attorney’s come see you. 
Consideration Of Bids For Cameras At The Duchesne County Fairgrounds

IS Department Director Kent Ogletree joined the meeting at 10:12 A.M…
Director Ogletree reported that he received two bids, one from S Works in the amount of forty three thousand one hundred nineteen dollars and ninety five cents ($43,119.95). This is for three cameras which is a modification of what S Works started last year. They will give us a credit of nine thousand seven hundred fifty dollars ($9,750) from the amount since we paid it last year. The other bid is from HEI Security in the amount of seventeen thousand one hundred sixty seven dollars and seventeen cents ($17,167.17). They provided cameras at the Justice Center and the bid is for eight cameras with three Wi-Fi access points.  Director Ogletree recommended going with HEI Security due to the cost and additional equipment; the bids are apples to apples. This will be completed before the County Fair. Commissioner Peatross suggested that they include a list of the five companies that were contacted requesting bids.  Commissioner Peatross motioned to award the bid to HEI Security for Wi-Fi system and cameras at the Fairgrounds.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Vouchers
Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 10:21 A.M…
The commission reviewed vouchers # 127958 through 127997 dated April 28, 2014 in the amount of sixty five thousand eight hundred twenty two dollars and ninety cents ($65,822.90).  The commission also reviewed vouchers # 127998 through 128054 dated May 5 21, 2014 in the amount of three hundred thirty nine thousand five hundred fifty five dollars and ninety six cents ($339,555.96). Commissioner Wood motioned to approve the vouchers as presented. Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of A Business License Application For Light Em Up LLC
Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the business license application as presented. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Discussion Of A Women’s Shelter In The Thompson School

UBAOG Director Laurie Brummond & Jane Thompson joined the meeting at 10:36 A.M…
Mrs. Thompson stated that she feels that the school served the kids well and she doesn’t want to see it closed. She has been going to the Duchesne County Jail for the last eight years and presented a reflection of the people that she visits. She appreciated Sheriff Mitchell and his staff; it’s a good jail and the staff works well. The women are treated with respect and this jail is the best jail for our women, which makes her proud.  A rehab center is a solution to get these women to sober up and grow up. They need help with that and she is asked for help from the Commission in anyway. Commissioner Peatross stated that they tried to enhance the drug court program, but its state financed.  What she is proposing, sounds like it’s under state guidance. Mrs. Thompson stated that there is a committee who helps such as North Eastern Counseling, but this is a very complex issue. We don’t do enough as parents, but these women feel that they need to drink, take pills, or do drugs.  Chairman Winterton stated that as a County, we can’t go out and get funds, but we will support the program.  Commissioner Peatross stated that if you can come back with a program and a direction, we will support it, but how do you break the cycle of them continuing to go back to jail. Mrs. Larsen stated that the YWCA has a great program. We need to look at the whole structure. Commissioner Peatross stated that there has to be a lot of oversight and the County can’t be that oversight. Commissioner Wood stated that you need to determine what this is going to look like and what it is that you want to have; define the purpose, and then go after the avenues. Director Brummond stated that she met with Mrs. Thompson and others on this issue and they need to decide how this is going to be done financially. Maybe we can bring the services to them at the jail while they are incarcerated. There needs to be a lot of research done. The problem continues to be the operation and maintenance costs because the State can’t afford it.  Chairman Winterton stated that they need a business plan and provide numbers; the concept is great. Commissioner Peatross stated that he applauds the efforts, but the problem is that we need to know how to go about it.  Mrs. Brummond stated that there is no organization to it, but she will do whatever the Commission asks her to do. 
Update From Uintah Basin Association Of Government’s Director Laurie Brummond
Director Brummond presented the attached up to date spreadsheet on balances of Revitalization Funds and stated that they are holding checks to Horrocks Engineers on the Hancock Sewer Project because we still have not received a master plan.  The Commission recommended compiling an invoice to Horrocks for failure to provide the required documentation.
Discussion Of A Railroad Study

Chairman Winterton stated that he attended a meeting on the railroad study in Washington D.C. last week and it was a good meeting. We will be the applicant for the study. We need to cut our ties with HDR from here on and UDOT will be work with them. The Surface Transportation Board (STB) will be the lead agency who will also work with UDOT.  We need to meet with Uintah County to discuss who will create a district, if we go that route, it could take ninety days.  
Consideration Of Resolution 14-05, A Resolution Amending Title 7 Benefits And Compensation For Over Time, Comp Time, And Remote Work Time, New FMLA Language, And Clarification On Military Leave
HR Director Lisa Henrie & IS Department Director Kent Ogletree rejoined the meeting at 11:49 A.M…
Commissioner Wood motioned to adopt Resolution No. 14-05. Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Additional Staff For IS Department

Director Ogletree stated that we are stretching the limits in our office and we would like to add a computer technician who would be someone that could trouble shoot the county. The workload is going to continue to expand and our expenditures are going to decrease. Director Henrie stated that she is working on a job description.  Commissioner Peatross stated that this causes him great concern, but he feels it’s justified. Commissioner Wood motioned to approve the new IS Department position.  Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of 20 Hour Part Time Change To Tile 1. Introduction And Policy Statements Chapter C. Definitions, 1. Employee Classifications

Director Henrie stated that this is a non-issue and discussion isn’t necessary.

Commissioner Wood moved to go into and out of closed session for the purpose of discussing personnel issues at 12:13 P.M. Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. Assistant Casper was excused.
