County Weed – Jake Forsgren 
Jake shared a sample of a frag plant that stretched 20+ feet and explained all those nodes is where ne plant can form.   They are adding to the State Noxious weed list and working on adding aquatic plants to the list.   Looking at 14 new weeds to add and 4 being  aquatic.    Jake showed the  sample of parrot feather and explain that last years treatment did not work and it is spreading.   They are working on a new plan.      Eurasian MilFoil was found in Tony Grove so it could possible move its way down the Logan River,  they have been monitoring around 1sr and 2nd dam but no signs of it yet.   This could lead to a huge problem for irrigation companies if it spreads. 
They are still working on Prag control with WRI grant  but the high cost to treat it they are limited on how much they can do but are in request for more money.
