27 1.	Call to Order and Roll Call – Mayor Pro-Tem Chamberlain called the meeting to order. Josh Beazer
28 offered the invocation. Brett Pierson led the pledge of allegiance.

29 In attendance: Mayor Johnson (7:23); Councilmember Chamberlain, Councilmember Wright,
30 Councilmember Glover, Councilmember Colson, Councilmember Glover, Councilmember Heaton;
31 City Manager Kyler Ludwig; Recorder Celeste Cram; Building Inspector & Land Use Coordinator

47 Mark Potter:

48 Mr. Potter stated that he is gone more than he is in town, so he turns his water on and off frequently.
49 The city now requires a 24-hour notice to turn water on or turn it off, and nobody he talked to was
50 aware of it. He continued that the form to turn water on is intrusive and invasive, it asks for birthdays,
51 social security numbers, etc. The Pentagon was hacked, and anyone can get hacked, and he thinks
52 people will lose their money and identity filling out the paper forms.

53 Linda Marpole:
54 Mrs. Marpole stated that she is against any building on the Hillside drive hill. She stated that Michael
55 Stewart, Iron Rock Group employee, stated that his clients are aware of the blue clay issues, but that she
56 has also seen several other groups that have been aware of clay issues, and have still ended up either

57 not completing the work, or disaster has occurred. She believes that disturbing the hill in any way,
58 especially for building construction, will bring damaging consequences for the existing residents and
59 new unsuspecting homebuyers.
60

61 Robert Woods:

62 Mr. Woods stated that he is a former landscaper/developer, and that he previously worked for someone
63 doing a project in blue clay. They used every method at their disposal, and 175 of 200 homes were
64 inhabitable a couple years later, and the homeowners sued the City for over $200 million dollars. He
65 hopes the City votes against the zone change.

69 5.	Discussion and Consideration of an Ordinance to Change the Zoning of Parcel K-7-2-Annex
70 Located in the Area of Chinle Dr. and Hillside Dr. from Rural Residential (RR-1) to Single Family Zone
71 (R-1-8). (Applicant Michael Stewart / Mike and Jamie Little).

72 Mrs. Chatterley stated that property owners Mike & Jamie Little, represented by Michael Stewart, are
73 requesting a zone change to rezone parcel K-7-2-Annex from Rural Residential (RR-1) to Single Family
74 Residential (R-1-8). The parcel is 7.05 acres and currently vacant land. She also went over the
75 surrounding properties and their zones. Mr. Ludwig stated that in the last meeting, they asked the
76 developer to go back to their client and see if they would be willing to change it to a different zone.

77 Michael Stewart (Iron Rock Group Representative), spoke briefly on the soil, and that they are trying to
78 sell some of the smaller lots at a more affordable rate. He also spoke on storm water and that reducing
79 the blue clay will help with that.

80 Councilmember Colson asked if they could put a minor subdivision through at the same time as a zone
81 change, so they could zone specific ones the zones they see fit. Mr. Burggraaf responded that they
82 could do that, but it would cause the developer to jump through hoops without knowing if it would get
83 approved.

84 Councilmember Wright doesn’t feel comfortable giving them the R-1-8 zone, he would prefer to see a
85 zone with a less dense population.

86 The council continued to discuss and ask Mr. Stewart questions.

87 Councilmember Heaton made a motion to approve to assign zone R-1-8 to Parcel K-7-2-Annex and adopt
88 ordinance 10-1-23 O based on the findings and conditions outlined in Staff Report #2023038.
89 Councilmember Chamberlain seconded the motion.

That the use will not be detrimental to the health, safety, or
107 welfare of persons residing, or working in the vicinity, or injurious to property or improvements in the
108 vicinity.	3. That the proposed use will comply with the regulations of this Ordinance. 4. That the
109 proposed use is in harmony with the intent and purpose of the Kanab City Master Plan or that the plan
110 shall have first been amended through public hearing. Finally, she stated that the planning commission
111 voted unanimously for a positive recommendation to the City Council.

172 Councilmember Heaton stated that the Grand Staircase-Escalante National Monument management are
173 revising their management plan. They are proposing four options. Option A is to keep the plan as it
174 currently exists today, option B is a little more restrictive, and option C is more restrictive than B, and
175 option D is very restrictive and quite detrimental to our local communities. The county passed a similar
176 resolution to stay with option A, and keep it as close to the same as it currently is. The council and
177 Mayor Johnson expressed their views and opinions on the matter.

188 11. Discussion and Consideration of a Resolution Approving a Cooperation Agreement Between Kane
189 County and Kanab City to Assist the County in Providing Structure Fire Protection.

190 Mr. Ludwig stated that Under state code governing bodies of Cities and Counties are required to “shall:
191 provide adequate fire protection within their own territorial limits” (11-7-1a). Kanab City provides the
192 required protection from fire through a full-time Fire/EMS Department.

193 Kane County does not currently provide protection against structure fires, and the Kanab Fire
194 Department has historically responded to fires in the surrounding unincorporated county. In October of
195 2022 the City and County entered into a one-year agreement, which gave Kanab City the ability to
196 respond to fires in Kane County; the agreement was passed to provide Kanab City and Fire/EMS
197 employees legal protection if they are able to respond. The one-year agreement was designed to give
198 Kane County time to determine the best options for structure fire protection in unincorporated areas.

199 Kane county approved a year agreement agreeing to pay for structure fire and responses and will pay a
200 fee structure to allow us to be reasonably compensated. Fee per use model is not an adequate
201 reimbursement policy but it will work while they figure out what will work.

202 The County asked that a minimum fee be removed and that we only bill for individual occurrences.

203 Councilmember Wright stated his concern that the County will never get fire services of their own.
204 Mr. Burggraaf stated that after the commissioners approved the agreement, they got into a discussion
205 about getting their own special service district and fire department. The council discussed at length the
206 agreement, and that they will not be doing this for another year after this year. If they feel like the
207 county isn't moving towards finding a solution, they will give notice to terminate the contract.

208 Councilmember Heaton made a motion to approve Resolution 10-2-23 R A Resolution Approving A
209 Cooperation Agreement between Kane County and Kanab City to Assist the County in Providing
210 Structure Fire Protection. Councilmember Glover seconded the motion.

Summary:
Iron Rock Engineer, representative of Kenny Seng applied to amend the plat for Catori Canyon Subdivision parcels K-358-52 & K-358-53 located approximately at Kanati Circle. The plat amendment consists of adjusting the lot line for both lots.

Applicable Regulation(s):
Plat Amendments are addressed in Utah Code, Title 10, Chapter 9a, Part 6, and the Kanab City Subdivision Ordinance, Chapter 2, upon application that includes a Sketch Plan and Narrative. Chapter 2-4 specifically address the plat amendment process and requirements.

Analysis
Development Committee has reviewed the application, sketch plan and narrative provided by the applicant. Staff has determined:

· The application meets the requirements of the subdivision ordinance.
· No sensitive lands have been identified necessitating abatement of conditions.
· The subdivision is consistent with the General Plan, in that the amendment complies with the aspiration outlined in the current Future Land Use Map of rural residential district;
· Parcel is zoned R-1-20 PD.
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· The streets have not been changed and conform to the guidelines found in the Transportation Master Plan.
The owner of record contained within the plat is Kenny Seng. Subdivision construction improvement plans for grading, drainage, streets and utility infrastructure, as modified by the proposed amendment are not needed; the change of the lots does not affect the plan previously provided. A title report has been submitted to Kanab City. The applicant has paid the amended plat fee required. Impact fees will be collected through the building permitting process.

Public Hearing will be held with City Council on October 24, 2023.

Proposed Findings:

1. This application was initiated by the owners.
2. The property included within the amended plat boundaries are zoned R-1-20 PD.
3. The Future Land Use Map designation for these properties on the City’s General Plan is Medium Density Residential.
4. The applicant is requesting to adjust the lot line.
5. The proposed plat amendment meets the subdivision and zoning standards in the City’s Ordinance with the contingency listed above.
6. The owner is responsible for securing the appropriate development permits prior to any construction activity.
7. The Kanab City Planning Commission is the body responsible for making subdivision plat amendment recommendations to the City Council, upon application.
8. Neither the public nor any person will be materially injured by the proposed amendment.
9. There is good cause for the amendment.


Planning Commission Recommendation:
The planning commission voted unanimously for a positive recommendation to City Council.

Conditions of Approval:
Staff does not have any conditions currently.

Summary:
Iron Rock Engineer, representative of Seventy-Seven, LLC applied to amend the plat for Johnson Hills Subdivision parcels K-310-3 located approximately at 900 E HWY 89. The plat amendment consists of a minor subdivision splitting the lot into 6 lots. The current zone of lot 3 is RA. The proposed lots will be split as follows: Lot 3 - 65.37 acres, Lot 4 - 4.39 acres, Lot 5 - 3.00 acres, Lot 6 - 1.00 acres, Lot 7 - 1.50 acres and Lot 8 - 0.75 acres.

Applicable Regulation(s):
Plat Amendments are addressed in Utah Code, Title 10, Chapter 9a, Part 6, and the Kanab City Subdivision Ordinance, Chapter 2, upon application that includes a Sketch Plan and Narrative. Chapter 2-4 specifically address the plat amendment process and requirements.

Analysis
Development Committee is reviewing the application, sketch plan and narrative provided by the applicant. Staff has determined:

· The application does meet the requirements of the subdivision ordinance.
· The application does not meet the zoning ordinance, lot 3 is currently zoned RA which requires a minimum of 2-acres per lot. The owner and their representative have submitted a zone change for proposed lots 4, 5, 6, 7, & 8. The proposed zone change is requesting
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these lots be a C-3 zone. If zone change is approved the proposed lots will meet the zoning requirements for the minor subdivision.
· Sensitive lands have been identified necessitating abatement of conditions; staff recommends a Geotech study prior to any issuance of building permits due to the high clay content known in this area. Geotech studies will also be needed prior to any approval of improvements required (streets, stormwater, curb, gutter, sidewalk, etc.) with the development of the property.
· The subdivision is consistent and not consistent with the General Plan, the amendment doesn’t comply with the aspiration outlined in the current Future Land Use Map (designation is MDR/HDR) but does meet the general plan and land use ordinances in regard to commercial property development along highways.
· Parcel is zoned RA.
· The proposed streets conform to the guidelines found in the Transportation Master Plan.
The owner of record contained within the plat is Seventy-Seven, LLC. Subdivision construction improvement plans for grading, drainage, streets and utility infrastructure, as modified by the proposed amendment will be addressed with a site plan and building permit. A title report has been submitted to Kanab City. The applicant has paid the amended plat fee required. Impact fees will be collected through the building permitting process.

[bookmark: Section 20-1  Purpose]Section 20-1 Purpose
The purpose is to provide various zones within the City of Kanab where a wide variety of goods and services can be provided.

[bookmark: Section 20-2  Commercial Zones]Section 20-2 Commercial Zones
A. C-1 Commercial Zone (Downtown Core)
1. The C-1 zone has been established to distinguish the historic downtown commercial area of Kanab. This zone is characterized by a variety of types of goods and services that complement one another and is intended to facilitate a high density of economic activity in a walkable atmosphere. The C-1 Zone encourages a mix of store front commercial retail, restaurants, hotels, mixed residential/commercial, and office space.
B. C-2 Commercial Zone (Transition)
1. The objective of the commercial zone is to provide space within the city where nearly all types of commercial goods and services may be provided, such as retail, office and mixed use (work/live). Since the zone permits such a wide variety of uses, the protective features which zoning normally affords to adjacent properties are mostly nonexistent. Therefore, owners should develop and maintain their property in recognition thereof.
2. The C-2 commercial zone is located principally along major roadways for maximum visibility to the public. To maximize traffic safety, property owners should work together to provide access, parking, etc., to adjacent parcels and access should be provided in a manner that will minimize the hazard of traffic leaving and entering major roadways.
C. C-3 Commercial Zone
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1. The principal objective in establishing the C-3 commercial zone is to provide space within the city where facilities that serve the local and traveling public can be most appropriately located for ease of ingress and egress. Other purposes for establishing the C-3 commercial zone is to promote safety on the highways and convenience of the traveling local and public, to promote beauty in the appearance of roadsides and interchanges leading into and out of the city.

[bookmark: Section 20-3  Commercial Temporary Struc]Section 20-3 Commercial Temporary Structures
A “Commercial Temporary Structure” is defined as a temporary structure intended for outdoor use for a limited time, not to exceed one hundred seventy-nine (179) days in any rolling twelve (12) month period, in a commercial zone. All commercial temporary structures shall be approved by the Planning Commission and shall meet the following requirements:
A. Shall not include illumination on the exterior, except for pedestrian safety;
B. Shall be removed upon expiration of the permit period;
C. May be used for temporary sales, grand openings, holiday promotions, temporary seating;
D. Shall be installed on private property, unless otherwise approved and permit granted under Kanab General Ordinance, Section 9-05, Special Sales Events and Promotions;
E. Shall require a permit from the City Building Department and pay required fee(s);
F. Shall not block the visibility or normal movement of vehicles and pedestrians;
G. Shall not eliminate required parking;
H. Shall be maintained in good repair at all times;
I. Shall be installed on a hard surface with proper tie-downs;
J. Shall meet all adopted fire and building codes for a temporary structure; and
K. Shall meet all design standards for the underlying zone, except building material requirements (unless specified in the building or fire codes).
[bookmark: Section 20-4  Height Regulations]The applicant shall specify the period of time for which the approval is sought. Section 20-4 Height Regulations
No building shall be erected to a height greater than forty-five (45) feet, nor lower than twelve (12) feet, except that a building may be erected to a height of forty-eight (48) feet if the additional top three (3) feet is a parapet wall. Must also follow guidelines in Section 20-9.

In no case shall business be conducted on public right-of-ways except as allowed by a special events permit.

[bookmark: Section 20-7  Special Regulations]Section 20-7 Special Regulations

A. All used materials and used merchandise that are not for decorative purpose, except vehicles in running order, shall be stored in an enclosed building or within an enclosure surrounded by a sight-obscuring fence or wall of not less than six (6) feet in height and no material or merchandise shall be stored to a height of more than the height of the enclosing fence or wall.

B. No trash, rubbish, weeds, nor other combustible material shall be allowed to remain on any lot outside of approved containers in any Commercial District. No junk, debris, abandoned or dismantled automobile or automobile parts or similar material shall be stored or allowed to remain on any lot in any Commercial District.

C. All solid waste storage facilities shall be located at the rear of the main building or else behind a sight-obscuring fence or wall which will prevent the facility from being seen from a public street.

[bookmark: Section 20-8 Design Standards for the Co]Section 20-8 Design Standards for the Commercial Zones (C-1, C-2, C-3)

A. The purpose of the Design Standards is to maintain the character of Kanab City as a destination community with breathtaking scenery, to preserve the city’s corridors, preserve and enhance the rural western character of the downtown area, provide a
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significant landscaped buffer between development and highway uses, minimize curb cuts and access points to highways, and enhance Kanab’s walkable downtown atmosphere.

B. In this section, “building surface” refers to any outside portion of the building that is viewable from an adjacent street or walkway, not including the roof.

C. Any design or landscape requirements that apply to C-1 in this chapter, or in any other Land Use Ordinance, shall also apply to any lots that:

1. Have any frontage to the continuous section of street that starts as 300 W, then Center Street, and continuing into 100 E; and

2. Are between the northern city entrance (approximately one block north of 300 N) and approximately one block south of 400 South (the furthest southern point of the La Quinta property).

D. Lot and Site Requirements are subject to the following:
1. A façade improvement that requires a building permit within the commercial zones needs approval from the Planning Commission. A façade improvement that does not require a building permit needs approval from the Land Use Coordinator.
2. When possible, driveways shall be shared between adjoining properties. Driveways must be placed where they create the least interference with traffic on highways. Driveways and drive-thrus shall be located away from adjoining residentially zoned areas, when feasible, and provide privacy walls and landscape buffers along common boundaries with residences in residential zones.
3. The Planning Commission shall review all proposals for pedestrian, bicycle paths and trails through the commercial zones.
4. Street trees shall be planted in the right-of-way as part of the site landscaping requirements and shall be maintained according to City landscape requirements.
5. Businesses proposing outdoor street front seating/dining should consider an adequate front setback in their site plan to accommodate such front area use.
6. Parking Lots: Some established and new businesses in the downtown area do not have adequate parking. With new construction and/or when a change of use occurs, parking standards for these businesses shall be considered by the Planning Commission, as specified in Chapter 6, (6-4.3 Commercial properties fronting on Highways 89/89A). Parking for new buildings in the C-1 zone shall be located in the rear, unless access to the rear is not feasible.
7. Buildings in the C-1 zone shall be located near the sidewalk with setbacks used for pedestrians, plazas, benches, landscaping and outdoor eating areas, but not for parking (unless requiring parking to the side or back is unfeasible).  Diagonal
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parking on side streets is permitted within the Downtown Parking District in order to create additional downtown parking.
8. Trails and sidewalks shall be provided in all new development within the C-1 zone in accordance with the Kanab City Trails Master Plan. Trails and sidewalks may be located within the setback areas.
9. Outdoor Display of Art, or Public Park Facilities: The permanent installation of an outdoor art display, or outdoor recreational equipment, such as bike racks that require a fixed location on or above the ground and is within 30’ of a UDOT right- of-way, may be allowed as a Conditional Use.
10. Building Front Design: In conjunction with a required site plan, architectural designs for new construction and refurbishing the exterior of an existing commercial building are required, addressing the design standards in this section. Site plans or façade improvements in the commercial zones, that require a building permit, need approval from the Planning Commission. All other construction or refurbishments that do not require a building permit need approval from the Land Use Coordinator.
11. The following guidelines apply to new construction or changes to the exterior of an existing commercial building in the commercial zones.
a. No high gloss or mirrored metal products shall be permitted on the building surface, unless for trim or decorative purpose that consists of less than 10 percent of the building surface. The building surface shall consist of at least two City approved materials, the predominant material not surpassing 85% of the building surface. The ground floor front façade area shall consist of a minimum of 25% window area. City approved materials must be high quality and durable, and include window glass, stucco, rock, stone, metal, brick, and any other material that is substantially similar to these. The following shall not make up more than 50% of the building surface: concrete block, un- textured tilt-up concrete panels, or pre-fabricated steel panels.
b. Awnings: Awnings shall not be vinyl, aluminum, nor have a shiny or glossy appearance. Corrugated metal awnings are allowed.
c. Colors: No fluorescent colors are allowed on building surface or roof. Black cannot be the predominant color of any building surface. Earth tone colors in accordance with Section 20-10 Exhibits A & B are encouraged.
d. The primary pedestrian entry of the building shall face the street and be identified, defined, and reinforced by significant architectural elements of mass. The appearance of the building front shall present a three dimensional effect through the utilization of such architectural features as pop outs, vertical relief overbuilds, recesses, canopies or porticos supported by columns or protrusions, significant variations in the roof or parapet, etc.
e. The design standards for building fronts described above shall wrap around
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the building sides adjacent to the primary front, for at least ten feet, unless the Planning Commission finds that it would be impractical.
f. Building surface shall be broken into smaller elements. Building surface shall be reduced by using a combination of the following techniques: variation in roof lines; variations in wall plane with projections and recessed areas; use of windows on elevations facing a street; and use of vertical accents.
g. Kanab City’s goal is to maintain a “western theme” in the commercial areas, particularly the C-1 zone. While not required, applicants are encouraged to incorporate western features into the design scheme. These western features may include hitching posts, sculptures, public art, covered canopies, benches, and similar features that promote a western feel.
E. Design Standards unique to the C-3 Zone:
1. Minimum setback on the east side of SR-89A shall be forty-five feet (45’) per UDOT.
2. Berms and Earthwork Screening must be graded and planted in such a manner so as to permit views of primary uses on the site from adjacent entry corridor roadway. Additionally, berm crests shall be contoured and varied in height to avoid a straight-line barrier effect.
3. All fences in the C-3 zone must be one of the following styles: wooden rail; vinyl fencing; architecturally compatible solid wood or natural stone; stock fences that do not front on State Highway; and various forms of steel fencing as determined by the Planning Commission. Chain link fencing is not allowed except behind front of structure.

[bookmark: Section 20-9 Other Regulations]Section 20-9 Other Regulations
A. Other relevant standards and requirements are found in other sections of this code, including Landscape Requirements in Section 9-8, Parking Requirements in Chapter 6, Signs in Chapter 7, and Site Plan Review in chapter 9.
B. Except those lots or areas in commercial zones that have been designated or adopted to meet the design standards of the C-1 zone, all new residential buildings and developments on C-2 and C-3 commercial lots shall comply with Chapter 18 (Multi- Family Residential Zone) or Chapter 17 (Single Family) in the event of a residential structure.

WHEREAS, the Kanab City Planning Commission held a public hearing on November 7, 2023, reviewed, discussed, and then recommended to the Kanab City Council changes to the Land Use Ordinance, Chapter 20; and

WHEREAS, the Kanab City Council met during its regularly scheduled meeting on November 14, 2023, to consider, among other things, amending the Kanab City Land Use Ordinance, Chapter 20, Commercial Zones.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Kanab City Council that the Kanab City Land Use Ordinance is hereby amended as reflected in the   page(s) attached hereto.

All former ordinances or parts thereof conflicting or inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance or of the Code hereby adopted are hereby repealed. The provisions of this Ordinance shall be severable, and, if any provision thereof or any application of such provision is held invalid, it shall not affect any other provisions of this code or the application in a different circumstance.

This ordinance shall be effective upon the required posting.

Summary:
Property Owner Kenny & Lena Seng represented by Iron Rock Engineering, is requesting an amendment to the development agreement for Catori Canyon Subdivision. The amendments include a request for variation on the height of fences around the Garkane property to the height of 10-feet; that open space such as trails, parking areas, roads and other areas identified in the exhibits of the development agreement be maintain by the city.

Planning Commission
The planning commission discussed the request for fence request of 10 feet and the open spaces being maintained by the city. There was some concern regarding the streets with the cul-de-sacs being maintained by the city since they are not through roads and generally not accessed by the public. A positive recommendation was made with an amendment that the through roads be accepted by the city and analyze the cost impact of the non-through streets to the tax base of Kanab City.

FIRST AMENDMENT TO DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT FOR
CATORI CANYON

This First Amendment to the Development Agreement for Catori Canyon (herein "First Amendment”) is entered into this 14th day of November, 2023 (“Effective Date”), by and between Kenneth
L. Seng and Lena M. Seng, Trustees of the Kenneth L. Seng Revocable Trust dated February 4, 2004 (hereafter referred to as “Seng”), and Maylee Land and Livestock, LLC, a Utah limited liability company (hereafter referred to as “Maylee”) (Seng and Maylee may collectively be referred to as the “Owners”) and Catori Canyon Development, Inc., a Utah corporation, ("Developer") and the City of Kanab, a municipal corporation and political subdivision of the State of Utah (herein "City") for the Development Property included in or affected by the project known as "Catori Canyon” (herein the "Planned Community"). The City, Owners, and Developer may be referred to collectively as “Parties,” or individually as a “Party.”

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Rocky Canyon Properties, LLC., a Utah limited liability company, Plumb Investment, LC, a Utah limited liability company and Plumb Land Investments, LLC, a Utah limited liability company (the “Original Developer”), and the City of Kanab, a municipal corporation and political subdivision of the State of Utah (the “City”), entered into a Development Agreement for the Planned Community, approved and dated August 17, 2022, and recorded August 24, 2022, as Entry No. 00200958 of the official records of the Kane County Recorder (hereafter referred to as the “Development Agreement”) which described on Exhibit “A” thereto certain real property located in Kane County, Utah and referred therein as the “Development Property” (such Exhibit “A” is attached hereto as well); and

WHEREAS, Seng, by execution of an Owners Consent dated November 7, 2022 and recorded on November 21, 2022 as Entry No. 00201939 in the official records of the Kane County Recorder, consented to the preparation and recording of the above described Development Agreement and to its attachment to and binding effect on the real property owned by Seng referred to as Parcel K-B-17-1 which was included in the Exhibit “A” to the original Development Agreement (hereafter the original Development Agreement shall be deemed to include the real property described in such recorded Owners Consent); and

WHEREAS, the Original Developer sold the Development Property to Owners and assigned the Development Rights to Owners; and


WHEREAS, Owners have or will enter into one or more agreements with Developer to acquire portions of the Development Property in order for Developer to develop the same; and
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WHEREAS, Developer is contemplating acquiring portions of the Development Property in order to develop the Planned Community; and

WHEREAS, it is contemplated as provided in the Development Agreement that the Planned Community will include a number of open space areas some of which it is intended that the City will own and maintain and others which the Owner will retain and maintain; and

WHEREAS, Owners, Developer and City desire to confirm the respective obligations regarding the open space areas; and

WHEREAS, Seng was the purchaser and is the owner of certain of the Development Property which is referred to as the Catori Canyon Subdivision Phase 1 (hereafter “Phase 1”) which is intended to be developed by Developer; and

WHEREAS, Developer has determined that it would be in the best interest of the development of Phase 1 and of the future owners thereof that fences or walls be constructed along the Phase 1 Property and any other parts of the Development Property which are adjacent to the substation property of Garkane Power, identified as parcel ZZZ-038 (hereafter the “Garkane Substation Property”), which height exceeds the permitted height of such fences under the City’s ordinances; and

WHEREAS, City believes it would be in the best interest of the Planned Community and the future lot owners thereof that the Developer construct fences on the Development Property adjacent to the Garkane Substation Property which exceed the permitted height of fences under the City’s ordinances; and

WHEREAS, on November 7, 2023, the Kanab City Planning Commission held a duly noticed public hearing to consider this First Amendment, and thereafter made a recommendation to the Kanab City Council pertaining thereto; and

WHEREAS, on November 14, 2023, having received the Planning Commission’s recommendation, the Kanab City Council met during its duly noticed regular meeting, considered this First Amendment with any modifications, and considered the input of City staff, the public (if any), and the Planning Commission, and discussed the First Amendment; and

WHEREAS, City, acting pursuant to its authority under UTAH CODE ANNOTATED 10-9a-101, et seq. and its ordinances, resolutions, and regulations and in furtherance of its land use policies, has made certain determinations with respect to the proposed Planned Community, and, in the exercise of its legislative discretion, has elected to approve this First Amendment to the Development Agreement, the City finding that it will promote the health, safety, prosperity, security, and general welfare of the inhabitants and taxpayers of the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions contained herein, the parties agree as follows:
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AGREEMENT

1. Recitals.	The	Recitals	above	are	hereby	incorporated	into	this	Agreement.

2. Section 4.5 of the General Obligations is amended to read as follows:

4.5 Exceptions to City Ordinance. In accordance with Section 23-7 of the Kanab City Land Use Ordinance, City agrees to allow the Development Property to deviate from the City Standards and Ordinances in the following ways:
a) Allow flexibility with regards to the cul-de-sac lengths, as long as hydrant flow is met, and the fire chief approves of the layout, as shown on the preliminary plat.
b) Allow flexibility with the 25% requirement for multi-family landscaping, by shifting the landscaping to the perimeter of the multi-family area.
c) Developer or Owners, as applicable, shall be entitled to construct fences or walls on the Development Property adjacent to the Garkane Substation Property (the Garkane substation being located on parcel # ZZZ-038) up to a height of ten (10) feet and adjacent to other easements of Garkane Power up to a height of eight (8) feet as determined by Owners or Developer, as applicable. Developer or Owner shall comply with all other fencing regulations and be required to apply for the required building permit for all fences and walls over seven (7) feet in height.
d) The fences or walls to be constructed by Developer or Owners shall be as described on Exhibit B-2 through B-6 attached hereto and by reference incorporated herein.

3. Section 4.10 of the General Obligations is amended to read as follows:

4.10  The approved Open Spaces will remain open space indefinitely. Such Open Spaces are divided into the following categories.
a) Dedicated Open Spaces shall mean those areas identified on the Amended Exhibit B-1 attached hereto and by reference incorporated herein that are intended to be dedicated and used for trails, drainage channels, and detention areas. The description and location of the trails to be constructed and improved are as shown Exhibit B-2 and B-3. Upon completion of the improvements to the Dedicated Open Spaces by Developer in accordance with and as required by City standards, Owners or Developer shall convey or dedicate the Dedicated Open Spaces to City. Upon written acceptance of the Dedicated Open Spaces, City shall maintain the Dedicated Open Spaces in accordance with normal and usual City standards and practices.
b) Undisturbed Open Spaces shall be those areas identified on the Amended Exhibit B-1 that are intended to be retained by Owners or Developer and include the areas located in the Kanab Creek bottom area. It is acknowledged that it is not intended that Owners or Developer will do any improvements to the Undisturbed Open Spaces but that the same shall remain generally in their natural condition.
c) Dedicated Roads and Parking Lots shall mean those public roads and parking lots identified on the Amended Exhibit B-1 that are intended to be dedicated to the City. Upon completion of the improvements to the Dedicated Roads and Parking Lots by Developer in accordance with and as required by City
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standards, Owners or Developer shall convey or dedicate the Dedicated Roads and Parking Lots to City. Upon written acceptance of the Dedicated Roads and Parking Lots, City shall maintain the Dedicated Roads and Parking Lots in accordance with normal and usual City standards and practices.
d) Private Roads shall mean those private roads identified on the Amended Exhibit B-1 that are intended to be retained by Developer and to be treated as common areas for the Kivas at Catori Canyon portion of the Development Property. City shall have no obligation to improve or maintain the Private Roads, but they shall be improved by Developer in accordance with City standards for private roads, if any, and maintained by Developer or the HOA for the Kivas at Catori Canyon.

4. Section 4.12 of the General Obligations is deleted and replaced by the provisions of Section 4.10(c) above.

5. The following terms and provisions are added to and amend the Development Agreement. Where any of the following terms contained herein are inconsistent with the original terms of the Development Agreement, the terms herein shall be controlling and amend and replace the corresponding term within the Development Agreement.

6.1 Owners and Developer Acknowledgment.

6.1.1 Developer and Owners acknowledge that they have been sufficiently advised orally and in writing by the City and Owner and Developer’s own legal counsel (including by way of this written First Amendment and the previously executed Development Agreement) of any and all rights “under clearly established state law” to which Owner and Developer are entitled but conceding and giving up by way of entering into the Development Agreement and this First Amendment, and will therefore be estopped from a future related claim, including claims brought under Utah Code § 10-9a-532(2)(c) (i.e., claim of undisclosed or unknown right forfeited through this First Amendment or the previously executed Development Agreement). [If a term of this written First Amendment or previously executed Development Agreement could be interpreted or constructed to abridge the rights of the Owner or Developer, or seen in a light less favorable to the Owner or Developer, it should be considered as notice of a possible if not an outright concession or abridgement of the Owner’s or Developer’s “clearly established” statutory right(s).]

6.1.2 Owners and Developer further acknowledge that this First Amendment, and the previously executed Development Agreement are not a condition for development of the Development Property; however, a development agreement is a requirement for planned developments under Kanab City’s ordinances, which zoning designation the Original Developer requested and was granted. Developer acknowledges there are other avenues for developing the Property without entering into this Agreement.

6.1.3 Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Owners, Developer, and City jointly acknowledge that, except as specifically provided herein, nothing herein will bind the City to any future legislative action, decision, or appropriation, and that any future administrative decision (i.e., approval or denial) shall be made in accordance with the terms of the Development Agreement, this First Amendment, local ordinance, and state law.
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6.2 Applicability of State Law and Kanab City Ordinances.

6.2.1 The Development Agreement and any amendment thereto shall be governed by the laws in the State of Utah.

6.2.2 All provisions of State Law and the City ordinances shall be applicable to the development of the Development Property, except to the extent the Development Agreement or any amendment thereto is more restrictive than State Law or modifies provisions of City ordinances.

6.2.3 The Development Agreement and any amendment thereto does not exempt nor override any procedure, process, necessary approvals, design standards, provision of applicable State law, building code, fire code, or Kanab City ordinance (e.g., General, Land Use, and Subdivision) except where specifically outlined, and as permitted by law.

6.2.4 Owners and Developer shall be entitled to application of the relevant local ordinances, laws, and fees in effect at the time a complete application is submitted, except as outlined or restricted herein.

6.2.5 Owners and Developer shall submit the necessary application(s) with requisite supporting documentation and plans, preliminary and final if required, for administrative consideration and approval. For administrative applications, the City shall approve such application(s), site plan(s), plat(s), etc., if such items meet the standards and requirements outlined in applicable State Law and local ordinances, or as provided in this Development Agreement.

6.2.6 The Parties agree, intend, and understand that the obligations imposed by the Development Agreement and any amendments thereto are only such as are consistent with state and federal law. The Parties further agree that if any provision of the Development Agreement, or any amendments thereto, becomes, in its performance, inconsistent with state or federal law or is declared invalid, the Development Agreement and any amendment thereto shall be deemed amended to the extent necessary to make it consistent with state or federal law, as the case may be, and the balance of the Development Agreement shall remain in full force and effect. If City’s approval of the development of the Development Property is held entirely invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the Development Agreement shall be null and void.

6.3 Reserved Legislative Powers.

6.3.1 Nothing in the Development Agreement or any amendment thereto shall limit the future exercise of the police powers of City in enacting zoning, subdivision, development, growth management, platting, environmental, open space, transportation and other land use plans, policies, ordinances, and regulations after the date of the Development Agreement. The Development Agreement and any amendment thereto are not intended to bind a future governing body of the City to a specific legislative decision.

6.3.2 Notwithstanding the retained power of City to enact such legislation under its police power, such legislation shall not modify Owners’ or Developer’s rights as set forth within
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the Development Agreement or any amendment thereto, unless facts and circumstances are present which meet the compelling, countervailing public interest exception to the vested rights doctrine as set forth in Western Land Equities, Inc., v. City of Logan, 617 P.2d 388 (Utah, 1988), or successor case law or statute. Any such proposed change affecting Owners’ or Developer’s rights shall be of general application to all development activity in City. Unless City declares an emergency, Owners and Developer shall be entitled to prior written notice and an opportunity to be heard with respect to the proposed change and its applicability to development of the Development Property.

6.3.3 Temporary Land Use Regulation/Moratorium. The Development Property and the rights and obligations of Owners and Developer under the Development Agreement, and any amendment thereto, shall not be subject to any temporary land use regulation or moratorium enacted by the City, except upon a finding by the legislative body of a compelling, countervailing public interest, or if the area is unregulated, pursuant to Utah Code Ann. § 10-9a-504 (2022).

6.4 Default or Breach.

6.4.1 Upon the happening of one (1) or more of the following events or conditions Owners, Developer, or City, as applicable, shall be in default or breach (“Default”) under the Development Agreement or amendment thereto:

6.4.1.1 A warranty, representation or statement made or furnished by Owner or Developer under the Development Agreement or any amendment thereto is intentionally false or misleading in any material respect when it was made; or

6.4.1.2 A determination by City made upon the basis of substantial evidence that Owners or Developer has not complied in good faith with one (1) or more of the material terms or conditions of the Development Agreement or any amendment thereto; or

6.4.1.3 Any other event, condition, act or omission, either by City, Owners, or Developer that (i) breaches or violates the terms of, or (ii) materially interferes with the intent and objectives of the Development Agreement or any amendment thereto.

6.4.2 Upon the occurrence of Default, the non-defaulting party shall give the other party thirty (30) days written notice specifying the nature of the alleged Default and, when appropriate, the manner in which said Default must be satisfactorily cured. In the event the Default cannot reasonably be cured within thirty (30) days, the defaulting party shall have such additional time as may be necessary to cure such Default so long as the defaulting party takes action to begin curing such Default within such thirty (30) day period and thereafter proceeds diligently to cure the Default. After proper notice and expiration of said thirty (30) day or other appropriate cure period without cure, the non-defaulting party may declare the other party to be in breach of the Development Agreement and may take the actions outlined in the Remedies provision included herein. Failure or delay in giving notice of Default shall not constitute a waiver of any Default.

6.4.3 Any Default or inability to cure a Default caused by strikes, lockouts, labor disputes, acts of God, inability to obtain labor or materials or reasonable substitutes therefor, governmental restrictions, governmental regulations, governmental controls, enemy or hostile governmental action, civil commotion, fire or other casualty, and other similar causes beyond the
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reasonable control of the party obligated to perform, shall excuse the performance by such party for a period equal to the period during which any such event prevented, delayed or stopped any required performance or effort to cure a Default.

6.5 Remedies.

6.5.1 Defaults or Breach. Upon Default as set forth in the preceding section above, City may declare Owners or Developer to be in breach of the Development Agreement, and any amendment thereto, and City: (i) may withhold approval of any or all building permits or certificates of occupancy applied for by Owners or Developer in development of the Development Property, but not yet issued; and (ii) shall be under no obligation to approve or to issue any additional building permits or certificates of occupancy for any building of Developer within the development until the breach has been corrected by Owners or Developer.

6.5.2 The Parties to this First Amendment to the Development Agreement recognize that City has the right to enforce its ordinances, and the terms of the Development Agreement, and any amendment thereto, by seeking an injunction to compel compliance. In the event Owners or Developer violate the ordinances of City or violates the terms of the Development Agreement, or any amendment thereto, City may, without declaring a Default hereunder or electing to seek an injunction, and after thirty (30) days written notice to correct the violation (or such longer period as may be established in the discretion of City or a court of competent jurisdiction if Owners or Developer has used its reasonable best efforts to cure such violation within such thirty (30) days and is continuing to use its reasonable best efforts to cure such violation), take such actions as shall be deemed appropriate under law until such conditions have been rectified by Owners or Developer.

6.5.3 Any assertions of breach or default asserted by either the Owners or Developer against City shall first be handled as a Land Use Appeal and addressed in accordance with the administrative appeal process outlined in Utah Code, Title 10, Part 7, and the Kanab City Land Use Ordinance, Chapter 3, and other applicable provisions of the Kanab City ordinances. All administrative process and remedies must be exhausted, prior to seeking judicial review of an appeal authority’s final decision, but which final decision is thereafter subject to review by a court of competent jurisdiction.

6.5. No Monetary Damages. The parties acknowledge that City would not have entered into the Development Agreement, nor any amendment thereto, had it been exposed to monetary damage claims from Owners or Developer for any breach thereof except as set forth herein. As such, the Parties agree that specific performance, as may be determined through the Kanab City administrative appeals process (the final decision of which is subject to review by a court of competent jurisdiction) is the only intended remedy for any breach of the Development Agreement. Accordingly, the Parties waive all other remedies in law or equity, including monetary damages (e.g., actual, future, and speculative damages, including economic, special, punitive, or other monetary damages).

6.5.5 In the event of a dispute over or relating to the terms of the Development Agreement, or any amendment thereto, or any Party’s performance under the same, the Parties in any action or proceeding brought in connection with such dispute or the enforcement of the
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Development Agreement and any amendment thereto shall cover their or its own costs, including reasonable attorney fees, whether incurred in litigation or otherwise.

6.5.6 The City is a governmental entity under the Governmental Immunity Act of Utah, Utah Code §§ 63G-7-101 et seq. (the "Immunity Act"). The City does not waive any defenses or limits of liability available under the Immunity Act and other applicable law. The City maintains all privileges, immunities, and other rights granted by the Immunity Act and all other applicable law. Nothing in the Development Agreement or any amendment thereto should be interpreted as a waiver of the City’s privileges, immunities, and other rights granted by the Immunity Act and all other applicable law.

6.5.7 Owners and Developer shall provide improvement completion assurances and improvement warranties for public landscaping improvements and public infrastructure improvements included in the approval of any subdivision plats as authorized under Utah Code, Title 10, Chapter 9a, and as outlined and required in Kanab City ordinances.

6.5.8 In the event of a dispute over or relating to the terms of the Development Agreement or any amendment thereto are resolved short of a final contested decision by a court of competent jurisdiction, the Parties shall cover their or its own costs, including reasonable attorney fees, whether incurred in litigation or otherwise. The Parties agree that an advisory opinion rendered by a representative of the Utah Property Rights Ombudsman, while potentially helpful in reaching a resolution to a dispute between the Parties, shall not be considered grounds for awarding attorney fees.

6.5.9 Reserved.

6.5.10 The City shall have the additional following remedies in the case of default by the Developer:
6.5.10.1 Enforcement of Security. The right to draw on any security posted or provided in connection with the improvements to the Planned Community, relating to remedying the particular default, consistent with the Developer’s warranty under Kanab City ordinances or any public improvement agreement regarding such improvements..

6.5.10.2 Claim Reimbursement – Public Infrastructure. Consistent with and in accordance with Developer’s warranty under Kanab City ordinances or any public improvement agreement, the right to demand repair or replacement of failed Public Infrastructure/System Improvements or for reimbursement from the Developer for costs of remedying a particular failure or default relating to the Public Infrastructure/System Improvements, in excess of any security posted or provided.

6.5.10.2	Withholding Further Development Approvals. The right to withhold all further reviews, approvals, licenses, building permits, certificates of occupancy, and/or other permits for development of the Development Property owned by the defaulting party.
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6.6 Binding Effect.

6.6.1 This First Amendment shall be recorded, putting future prospective purchasers on notice as to the terms and provisions contained herein, as well as those of the Development Agreement, and shall bind and inure to the benefit of each party hereto and their successors and assigns in interest. As with the Development Agreement, this First Amendment thereto shall run with the Development Property, binding all successors, heirs, and assigns to the Development Property.

6.6.2 If the Development Property is transferred (“Transfer”) to a third party (“Transferee”"), Owners and Developer hereunder and the Transferee shall be jointly and severally liable for the performance of each of the obligations contained in the Development Agreement and any amendment thereto, unless prior to such Transfer (i) Owners and Developer hereunder provide to City a letter from Transferee acknowledging the existence of the Development Agreement, and any amendments thereto, and agreeing to be bound thereby. Said letter shall be signed by the Transferee, notarized, and delivered to City prior to the Transfer. Upon execution of the letter described above, the Transferee shall be substituted as Owners/Developer under the Development Agreement, and any amendment thereto, and the persons and/or entities executing this First Amendment and the Development Agreement shall be released from any further obligations as to the transferred property.

6.6.3 Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph, a transfer by Owners or Developer of a lot or dwelling unit located on the Development Property within a City approved and recorded plat shall not be deemed a Transfer as set forth above so long as Owners’ and Developer’s obligations with respect to such lot or dwelling unit have been completed. In such event, Owners and Developer shall be released from any further obligations under the Development Agreement and any amendment thereto pertaining to such lot or dwelling unit.

6.7 Hold Harmless.

6.7.1 Owners and Developer agree to and shall hold City, its officers, agents, employees, consultants, special counsel, and representatives harmless from liability for damages, just compensation, restitution, or judicial or equitable relief which may arise from or are related to any activity connected with the development of the Development Property, including approval of the development, the Development Agreement, and any amendment thereto; the direct or indirect operations of Owners, Developer, or their contractors, subcontractors, agents, employees or other persons acting on its behalf which relates to the development of the Development Property; or which arises out of claims for personal injury, including health, and claims for property damage.

6.7.1.1 The hold harmless agreement of Owners and Developer shall not be applicable to any claim arising by reason of the negligence, willful acts or intentional tort actions of City or relative to any directly related breach by the City of its obligations under the Development Agreement..

6.7.1.2 City shall give written notice of any claim, demand, action or proceeding which is the subject of Owners’ and Developer’s hold harmless agreement as soon as practicable but not later than thirty (30) days after the assertion or commencement of the
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claim, demand, action or proceeding. If any such notice is given, Owners and Developer shall be entitled to participate in the defense of such claim. Each party agrees to cooperate with the other in the defense of any claim and to minimize duplicative costs and expenses.

6.8 Headings and Interpretation. The Parties acknowledge that the paragraph headings contained herein are only for the convenience of the Parties. The substance and provisions hereof control without regard to the headings. This First Amendment shall be construed so as to effectuate its public purpose of ensuring the Development Property is developed as set forth in the Development Agreement, as modified herein, to protect health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of City.

6.9 Third-Party Beneficiaries. The Development Agreement and this First Amendment do not create any third-party beneficiary rights. It is specifically understood by the Parties that: (i) all rights of action and enforcement of the terms and conditions of the Development Agreement and this First Amendment shall be reserved to City, Owners, and Developer; (ii) the development of the Development Property is a private development; (iii) City has no interest in or responsibilities for or duty to third parties concerning any improvements to the Development Property; and (iv) Owners and Developer shall have the full power and exclusive control of the Development Property, subject to the obligations of Owner and Developer as set forth in the Development Agreement and this First Amendment.

6.10 Term. The Development Agreement and this First Amendment shall terminate when certificates of occupancy have been issued for all buildings and/or dwelling units in development of the Development Property; provided, however, that any covenant included in the Development Agreement or this First Amendment which is intended to run with the land, as set forth in any term or condition, shall survive the term of the Development Agreement and accompanying amendments thereto.

6.11 Time of the Essence. Time shall be of the essence with respect to the duties imposed on the parties under the Development Agreement, and any amendment thereto. Unless a time limit is specified for the performance of such duties each party shall commence and perform its duties in a diligent manner in order to complete the same as soon as reasonably practicable.

6.12 No Waiver. Failure of a party hereto to exercise any right hereunder shall not be deemed a waiver of any such right and shall not affect the right of such party to exercise at some future time said right or any other right it may have hereunder. Unless the Development Agreement is amended by vote of the Kanab City Council, taken with the same formality as the vote approving this First Amendment, no officer, official or agent of City has the power to amend, modify or alter the terms of the Development Agreement or waive any of its conditions as to bind City by making any promise or representation not contained herein.

Any modification to the Development Agreement and this First Amendment thereto shall require the same notice(s) and public hearing required for the modification of a land use regulation.

6.16 Authority to Execute Agreement. Each party hereto expressly warrants that it has the necessary authority to execute this First Amendment on behalf of its governing board or board of directors that each signatory hereto has authority to execute this First Amendment on behalf of the respective named party.
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6.17 Counterparts. This First Amendment may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute but one and the same instrument. Owners and Developer shall provide City with an original signed copy of the First Amendment for recording purposes.

6.18 Severability. The provisions of this First Amendment and the Development Agreement are severable and the invalidity or unenforceability of any provision of this First Amendment or the Development Agreement shall not affect the validity or enforceability of the remaining provisions.

Except as herein provided, the Development Agreement is affirmed and shall remain in full force and effect.

Fence, Wall and Trail Improvements
Catori Canyon is a Planned Unit Development intending to enhance the beauty and nature of Southern Utah’s high desert environment on the west side of Kanab, Utah. Anytime you plan to intrude on what is natural and yet provide a safe and comfortable environment for the owners of the development takes much effort to blend nature together with safety and comfort for all owners. To this end, we will detail our desired actions to ensure the safety and comfort of those living at Catori Canyon as well as the public who will use the asphalt trails and parking.
The three areas of concern are:
1) The proposed screen wall on the property boundary between Garkane Energy’s distribution yard/electrical substation and the Catori Canyon Kivas.
2) Asphalt trails and parking.
3) Vinyl-coated steel chain link fence restricting access to potentially unsafe or sensitive areas.
Below as Exhibit B-3 is a diagram showing the location of the screen walls mentioned above as well as the asphalt trails and chain link fencing.
Area 1) Garkane Energy has an existing industrial property for the distribution of propane, storage, and handling of power through an electrical substation. In the fall season, Garkane Energy is quite busy filling propane tanks and handling the power needs of Kanab and surrounding areas. With their needs comes an increase in noise. We want the Kivas to be minimally impacted by this activity. To this end, we propose an 8 ft. high and 10 ft. high wall on the boundary between the Kivas and the Garkane Energy yard. This two- height wall in the locations shown in Exhibit B-3 below is a combined total of 1622 linear ft. long. In the center of the combined 1622 linear ft. wall is the specific 10 ft. high section that is 301 linear ft. long - situated directly in front of Garkane Energy’s electrical substation. Due to sound noise in the 301 linear ft. reaching a higher level, we are proposing this 10 ft. wall here to reduce sound noise reaching the Kivas and the 8 ft. wall on along the rest of Garkane Energy’s property as shown. Exhibit B-3 also shows the location of the 6 ft. high privacy fences for the Kivas. All these walls are of the type shown in Exhibit B-4 marketed as Verti-Crete by Olympus Precast. The 10 ft. walls will have a structural design as shown in Exhibit B-4. The 8 ft. and 6 ft. walls will be a similar structure but with engineering consistent with their lower heights. The reinforced concrete 10 ft. and 8 ft. walls require a building permit. We will submit plans stamped by a third-party structural engineer, as needed. Exhibit B-5 displays an example of a precast reinforced concrete wall type.
Area 2) The asphalt trails will serve many purposes, but generally, they will provide a path for safe exercise and access to the BLM property west of the development. The trails will be ten feet wide and constructed with 3 inches of asphalt, over 6 inches of road base, and over 18 inches of properly prepared subgrade. They will be properly graded to keep water off their surface. These trails will require minimum maintenance for many years. As we expect these trails to be widely used by the public, we have provided three public parking areas. One is located just west of the Kivas, another just east of the privately owned open space near the middle of the project, and the last is at the end of a cul-de-sac at the northeast corner of the project. There is a public open space in the northeast corner. The north drainage channel crosses this asphalt path, and a box culvert is provided to serve as the bridge over the channel for access into the public open space. Shown in Exhibit B-3 are the locations of the two asphalt trails that continue westward and terminate at the BLM boundary where all people may enjoy Bunting Mountain and BLM’s trails.
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Area 3) Vinyl-coated steel chain link fencing seen in Exhibit B-6 will be provided in areas where we want to control both public and development property owner's access to sensitive areas. We intend to construct this fence in a manner to minimize its impact on the natural setting of Catori Canyon. We want to control access for animals and persons into Kanab Creek, the north drainage channel, and the privately owned open space in the middle of the development. The black vinyl-coated 4 ft. chain link fence with top rail should be adequate to limit both pets and young children. As shown on Exhibit B-3 in gold color, we will install this fence on the east side of the asphalt trail overlooking Kanab Creek from its south beginning at the sewer lift station until the drainage channel on the north end at the north open space. The fence will continue along both sides of the drainage channel going west until it reaches the BLM property. The asphalt trail on the north will continue until the road exiting Catori Canyon enters the Cedar Heights subdivision. The fence on the very north side of the development will be the existing fence of our neighbors north of Catori Canyon. At the middle parking lot where the privately owned open space is, this same fence will surround the parking area and continue between the open space and the asphalt trail until it reaches the cul-de-sac where the asphalt goes directly to the BLM boundary.

Background:
On March 14, 2023 the City Council passed a resolution supporting the Spring Rehabilitation at Cave Lakes Project for the Community Project Funding.
Congressman Chris Stewart recommended the Kanab spring rehabilitation project for funding within the annual federal appropriation bill.

In anticipation of receiving the funding, the City approved part of a task order with Civil Science to complete the preliminary design of this project in May of 2023.

The City grant is currently awaiting final approval through the Interior and Environmental Budgets. The most recent bill project $1,123,704 in federal funding for this project. The funding if approved will come through the State Drinking Water Revolving Fund. This proposed grant is down from the $1,627,840 that was originally proposed to come from federal funding.

Analysis:
Civil Science has worked with the State of Utah and with our Public Works Department on this  project since the springs were taken off the system. They have put together a work task order for  the City to approve which would allow for some of the work to begin. 

Staff is comfortable moving forward with a final design, which can be acted upon once the funds  are approved. In the event funds are not approved it will give the City the ability to work on the  project in smaller pieces.

Civil Science (CS) is pleased to submit this Work Task Order No. 2023-1 for professional services for the Cave Lakes Spring Redevelopment (Project). As always, we appreciate the opportunity to work with City of Kanab (City) on this and other projects and we value our affiliation as the City’s Engineer.

PROJECT UNDERSTANDING
The City is looking to diversify its water source by redeveloping springs located in Cave Lakes Canyon north of Kanab – see figure below. These springs were part of the City’s water source until they were taken offline in 2016 due to noncompliance with Department of Drinking Water (DDW) requirements. Kanab was recently awarded a grant which will cover a portion of the project costs associated with redeveloping these springs to conform with State standards. The funds associated with this grant will be available in October of this year. Based on a preliminary engineer’s opinion of cost the total project cost is approximately $2.2M. It is the intent of the City to assemble construction drawings and contract documents in sufficient detail for issuance of a bid package for construction of the Project.

Background:
The City of Kanab currently services approximately 2,600 culinary water connections. Population Projections estimate that to be 6,300 by the year 2062. Utah State Law requires a 40 year plan to show if existing water rights meet the future system needs.


Analysis:
Kanab City can deliver a peak day demand of 6,107 gpm with all water rights being used. If the City meets their goals, they would only be using 63.2% of the city’s existing water rights. Even if the goals are not met only 75.4% of peak day demand will be used.

At the build-out population of 49,538 Kanab City will no longer meet the required peak day demand for the population, falling short by 697 gpm and 1,125 ac-ft. Kanab City will need to continue to actively acquire water rights to serve the future needs of its citizens. This includes both surface and subsurface rights.

The City of Kanab currently services approximately 2,600 culinary water connections in 2022. By population projections that number is expected to grow to approximately 6,300 in the year 2062. Utah state law requires that a 40 year plan must be prepared to show that the existing water rights currently held by the City will meet the requirements for future water use based on the growth. The existing culinary water system is being fed by 14 wells, with a spring system currently the design phases of development.

2 [bookmark: _TOC_250003]EXISTING WATER USAGE
Culinary water connections are broken down into two main categories, residential and non-residential. Non- residential connections consist of commercial, industrial, and institutional. These use far more water on an average day than a residential connection. For that reason, Equivalent Residential Units (ERU’s) are used to factor in this difference. While Kanab only services 2,575 total connections, when factored these are equal to 3,599 ERU’s.

Based on the total flow for the year 2022, the average daily demand per ERU was 317.55 gallons. The peak day demand for that same year was 556.69 gallons. This was found using monthly flow rates. July had the highest flow rate of any month for Kanab City at 175% of the average. By multiplying the average flow rate of 317.55 gallons by July’s 175% of the average, we arrive at our 556.69 gallons per peak day.
The daily demands for Kanab City are summarized below:
· Average Day Demand: 317.55 gal/ERU
· Peak Day Demand: 556.69 gal/ERU
· Total Day Demand: 1,142,920 gal

The growth rate for the population of Kanab City has varied greatly over the last 40 years, but the average growth rate over this time period has been 3%. It was lower than this in the 2010’s but has been picking up significantly since then. For this reason, the projected growth rate used for this report is 3% for the next 40 years. This projection rate results in the projected populations given in Table 2.

Based on these numbers, the ERU’s for the City are expected to grow to approximately 11,900. The yearly usage based on that goal can be seen in the Table. These numbers can be contrasted with the City’s water rights to project future needs.
An estimate of the Kanab City population at build-out (when all vacant land within the city limits has been developed) has also been prepared. The calculations along with the estimated build-out population for Kanab City are summarized in Table 3 taken from the Capital Facilities Plan. This would result in a 4.36% growth rate over the next 40 years.

With their current water rights, Kanab City can deliver a peak day demand of 6,107 gpm with all of their rights being used. If the City meets their goals, they would only be using 63.2% of the city’s existing water rights. Even if the goals are not met only 75.4% of peak day demand will be used. However, if we assume the build-out population of 49,538 within 40 years, Kanab City will no longer meet the required peak day demand for the population, falling short by 697 gpm and 1,125 ac-ft. For this reason, Kanab City will need to continue to actively acquire water rights to serve the future needs of its citizens. This includes both surface and subsurface rights.

Summary:
Mayor Johnson and City Council requested that Planning Commission review Chapter 22 Outdoor Lighting. The reason for the review is to amend the ordinance to make it clearer and more understood by the public.

Public Comment:
Deborah Unck spoke in favor of keeping the outdoor lighting ordinance and discussed a duplex and another home near her home that had bright lights that she didn’t like. She mentioned the duplex did have down lit lights but when the light was on it still “trespassed” on her property.

Planning Commission
The planning commission discussed this in length, the consensus was to move forward with the alternate draft (exhibit b). During the public hearing period and the speakers comments there was suggestions from one of the planning commission members that he would like to see a limit on the kelvins to help with the glare that neighbors if they must install a lower kelvin light bulb. Motion was made for a positive recommendation for exhibit B, without any amendments.

To limit glare, light trespass and conserve energy while enhancing night sky visibility, and ensuring a starry night sky.

Authority: The adopting municipality, agency or other governing body. Commercial: Any property zoned commercial or manufacture.
Emergency conditions: Generally, lighting that is only energized during an emergency; lighting fed from a backup power source; or lighting for illuminating the path of egress solely during a fire or other emergency situation; or, lighting for security purposes used solely during an alarm.

Hardscape Area: The area measured in square feet of all hardscape. It is used to calculate the Total Site Lumen Limit. Refer to Hardscape definition.
Hardscape Perimeter: The perimeter measured in linear feet is used to calculate the Total Site Lumen Limit. Refer to Hardscape definition.
Initial Lumens: The initial intensity/output of a brand-new bulb. Over time bulbs will lose their intensity.
Lamp: A generic term for a source of optical radiation (i.e. “light”), often called a “bulb” or “tube.” Examples include incandescent, fluorescent, high- intensity discharge (HID) lamps, and low-pressure sodium (LPS) lamps, as well as light-emitting diode (LED) modules and arrays.
Landscape Lighting: Lighting of trees, shrubs, or other plant material as well as ponds and other landscape features.
LED: Light-Emitting Diode.
Light Pollution: Any adverse effect of artificial light including, but not limited to, glare, light trespass, sky glow, energy waste, compromised safety and security, and impacts on the nocturnal environment.
Light Trespass: Light that falls beyond the property it is intended to illuminate Lighting: “Electric” or “man-made” or “artificial” lighting. See “lighting equipment.”
Lighting Zone: An overlay zoning system establishing legal limits for lighting for particular parcels, areas, or districts in a community.
Lumen: The unit of measure used to quantify the amount of light produced by a lamp (bulb) or emitted from a luminaire (as distinct from “watt,” a measure of power consumption).
Mounting Height: The height of the photometric center of a luminaire above grade level.
Net Acre: A net acre is defined as the portion of a lot that is developed, not just the buildings/footprint but includes all improved areas. See definition for Hardscape perimeter.
Non-Conforming Lighting: Lighting legally installed before the date of enactment of this ordinance but not conforming to the provisions of this ordinance.
Outdoor Lighting: Lighting equipment installed within the property line and outside the building envelopes, whether attached to poles, building structures, the earth, or any other location; and any associated lighting control equipment.
Partly Shielded Luminaire: A luminaire with opaque top and translucent or perforated sides, designed to emit most light downward.
Sales area: Uncovered area used for sales of retail goods and materials, including but not limited to automobiles, boats, tractors and other farm equipment, building supplies, and

Seasonal Lighting: Temporary lighting installed and operated in connection with holidays or traditions.
Shielded Directional Luminaire: A luminaire that includes an adjustable mounting device allowing aiming in any direction and contains a shield, louver, or baffle to reduce direct view of the lamp.
Sign: Advertising, directional or other outdoor promotional display of art, words and/or pictures.
Sky Glow: The brightening of the nighttime sky that results from scattering and reflection of artificial light by moisture and dust particles in the atmosphere. Sky glow is caused by light directed or reflected upwards or sideways and reduces one's ability to view the night sky.
Temporary Lighting: Lighting installed and operated for periods not to exceed 60 days, completely removed and not operated again for at least 30 days.

Vertical Illuminance: Illuminance measured or calculated in a plane perpendicular to the site boundary or property line.

Commented [KC4]: Building Codes (including electrical and energy) does not have standards regarding lighting in relation to light pollution, light trespass unshielded, fully shielded, refractive, glare, etc. These codes govern the installation of lights in regards to how it is installed such as type of wire, size of wire, grounding, bonding, disconnects, etc.
Commented [KB5]: I recommend the deletion of the reference(s) to this standard (Illuminating Engineering Society), because it appears that it would require the purchase of the organizations manual/standards in order to know what is allowed. For example, if a homeowner wanted to provide lighting for a path through their property, or walkway around a building, they would have to purchase the required standards in order to know what type of lighting they could install. On the Illuminating Engineering Society, it appears the applicable standard for this would cost $120, I believe (the different section of their standards are purchased individually, and vary in price). We should not have an ordinance that requires payment in order to know what the law is.
If reference to this standard is still desired, then the City should pay for the manual from Illuminating Engineering Society, and include the details of the referenced standard in this ordinance, or in our design standards.

A. Conformance with All Applicable Codes:
All commercial and residential outdoor lighting shall be installed in conformance with the provisions of this Ordinance, applicable Electrical and Energy Codes, and the Building Code. By Resolution, it is the intent of the City of Kanab to comply with this ordinance. In regards to lumens, a property may exceed the allotted limit for safety purposes so long as the property does not exceed the average maintained foot-candles recommended by the
Illuminating Engineering Society.	
B. Applicability:
All outdoor lighting shall comply with the requirements of this ordinance, EXCEPT
1. Lighting within the public right-of-way or easement for the principal purpose of illuminating state or federally controlled highways.
2. Lighting for public monuments, statuary, and flagpoles.
3. Lighting solely for signs.
4. Temporary lighting for theatrical, television, performance areas and construction sites.
5. Underwater lighting in swimming pools and other water features.
6. Lighting that is only used under emergency conditions.
7. Lighting specified or identified in a specific use permit.
8. Lighting required by federal, state, county or city ordinances and regulations.
9. Temporary lighting for civic events at any time and holiday decorations.
10. Lighting required for the safe takeoff and landing of aircraft.

C. Lighting Controls: (Commercial)
1. Time of outdoor lighting reduction shall be 11:00 pm or one hour after the close of business, whichever is later. After such time, total outdoor brightness (lumens) shall be reduced by at least 50% or turned off.
2. Lighting reductions are NOT required for any of the following:
a) Residential properties.
b) Outdoor lighting where only one single fixture exists on the entire property.
c) Lighting required by Code for steps, stairs, walkways and building entrances.
d) Lighting for outdoor recreational facilities is allowed one hour prior to sunset and until 11 PM, unless needed to complete a specific organized activity authorized by the City, or an event already in progress.
e) Lighting governed by special use permit in which times of operation are specifically identified.
f) Where lighting levels must be maintained for safety reasons or special events. (See Section 22-9)
D. Color Temperature of Lamps:
To minimize the amount of harmful blue light in the nighttime environment, lamps (bulbs) shall not exceed a maximum Correlated Color Temperature (CCT) of 3,000 degrees
Kelvin. (as listed on the packaging)

The total Site Lumen Limit is determined by using the Hardscape Area Method (Table B). All existing lighting shall be included in the calculation of total installed lumens. See

B. Fixture Shielding:

for canopy applications.

All fixtures shall be fully shielded and installed such that no light is emitted above a horizontal plane passing through the lowest portion of the lamp.
C. Off-Site Impacts:
Light emitted by any lamp, or directed by reflecting or refracting optics in the fixture, shall not be directly visible from equal grade on any other property when measured on a horizontal line passing through the lowest point of the fixture.
D. Mounting Height Limit:
The height of pole-mounted fixtures shall be held to a minimum practical height not exceeding twenty (20) feet above grade.
E. Light Trespass Standard:
All light fixtures, including motion sensing fixtures and security lighting, shall be aimed and shielded so that the direct illumination shall be confined to the property boundaries of the source, including any public or private street or road. Motion sensing light fixtures shall be adjusted according to the manufacturer’s instructions to turn off no more than 10 minutes after detected motion ceases.


[bookmark: Section 22-6 Residential Lighting (new c][bookmark: _bookmark5]Section 22-6 Residential Lighting (new construction)
A. General Requirements:
For single family and multi-family residential properties, including multiple residential properties not having common areas, light emitted by any outdoor lamp, or directed by reflecting or refracting optics in the fixture, shall not be directly visible from equal grade on any other property when measured on a horizontal line passing through the lowest point in the fixture. Lamps shall not exceed the allowed lumen output shown in Table C. Lighting controlled by a motion sensor shall be extinguished within 10 minutes of being activated.
B. Landscape Lighting shall not shine onto adjacent properties, and be shielded as shown by Figure B.
C. Total outdoor light output of any residential property shall not exceed a total of 25,000 lumens per net acre. A net acre equals all improved areas and shall include buildings,

Commented [KC11]: We currently do not require a lighting plan or photometric plan to be submitted with a residential building permit.
Kanab City does not require residential properties (except two- family in a R-1-8 or MH-KCR zone) to be landscaped or "developed" as the definition for net-acre, hardscape, hardscape area and hardscape perimeter outlined in the ordinance. This is a disadvantage for lots/properties who like the natural vegetation, non-hardscaped driveways (dirt driveway) in regards to the amount of outdoor lighting that can be installed.
Commented [KB12]: This effectively would require commercial property owners to pay for new lighting (i.e., part with some of their property, specifically money) in order to be compliant with the City's regulation. Arguably, the property owners could request that the City fund the replacement of their lights--thereby requiring the City to set aside a funding mechanism for these commercial property owners.
It is customary to grandfather in/permit non-conforming structures/fixtures, as opposed to requiring they change their structure or fixture to become compliant.
My legal recommendation is to delete this paragraph, or provide a funding mechanism for the commercial property owners to change out their lighting.

Lighting installed prior to the effective date of this ordinance shall comply with the following:
A. Ten Year Waiver of Compliance:
Ten years from the enactment date of this ordinance, all commercial lighting shall comply with this ordinance.
B. A.	Non-Conforming Commercial and Residential Outdoor Lighting.
1. Kanab City suggests and encourages all non-conforming outside lighting be brought in conformity as soon as possible.
2.1.	When a lighting installation is expanded or replaced it shall be brought into conformance with this ordinance.
3.2.	Upon replacing a failed lamp, the rated correlated color temperature (CCT) of the replacement lamp (bulb) shall not exceed 3000 degrees Kelvin.
C. B.	New Uses or Structures:
Whenever there is a new use or structure or remodel on a property that requires all non- conforming aspects to be updated per the International Building Code, all outdoor lighting on the property shall likewise be brought into compliance with this ordinance. A. High Intensity and Special Purpose Lighting:
The following lighting systems shall be prohibited from being installed or used except by a temporary special use permit:
1. Temporary lighting in which any single light fixture exceeds 20,000 initial lumens or the total lighting load exceeds 160,000 lumens.
2. Other very intense lighting defined as having a light source exceeding 200,000 initial lumens or an intensity in any direction of more than 2,000,000 candelas.Commented [KB21]: Commentary: When an application is considered, the Planning Commission will have to approve the non- conforming lighting proposed, if the applicant satisfies (B)(1) and (2) below. These are very non-specific requirements, so (B) should more or less be considered as permitting deviation from the ordinance when an effort to meet (1) and (2) is made, unless the non-compliance with this provision is blatant/obvious.

B. Non-Conforming or Complex Uses shall require a conditional use permit. Upon a	 conditional use permit issued by the City, lighting not complying with the technical requirements of this ordinance but consistent with its intent may be installed for complex sites or special uses. To obtain such a permit, applicants shall demonstrate that the proposed lighting installation:
1. Mitigates the effects of light on the environment and surrounding properties so as to comply with the purpose of this ordinance, and supported by a signed statement describing the mitigation measures.
2. Uses controls to reduce lighting at a project specific time as defined in the Permit.

A. Public Nuisance:	
Any violation of this ordinance that results in light trespass or an unreasonable interference with the common and usual use of neighboring property is hereby declared to be a public nuisance, which is prohibited by this ordinance. The provisions of this lighting ordinance shall be regulated and enforced in accordance with Section 10 of the Kanab City Nuisance General Ordinance.Commented [KC22]: Enforcement overall for the lighting ordinance is difficult for the Land Use Department. It requires special equipment that we do not have. The equipment would need to be used after dark which would require city staff to work after hours to investigate or research any complaints about outdoor lighting.
Some of the equipment requires you to be close to the lighting to get accurate measurements of the lumens, kelvins or foot candles. If property owner refuses to let staff on the property we would be required to get a court order allowing us on the property.

A. Intent Statement: The Purpose of the Kanab Outdoor Lighting Ordinance is to establish regulations and guidelines for outdoor lighting that enhance public safety and security while preserving the night sky.
B. General Standards:

1. Light Shielding and Direction: Unless specifically exempted below, all outdoor lighting shall be fully shielded and downward directed in compliance with the following:
a. No artificial light source shall project direct artificial light into the nighttime sky;

b. No artificial light source shall be placed at a location, angle, or height that creates a light trespass;
c. The shielding shall be made of completely opaque§ material such that light escapes only through the bottom. Shielding that is translucent, transparent, has perforations or slits of any kind, or allows light to escape through it in any other manner is not permitted; and
d. Shielding may be attained by light fixture design, building design, or other site design features such as fencing, walls, or other screening; provided, it is in strict compliance with subsections B1a through B1c of this section.
C. Property Lighting:

1. Spot or flood lighting from a building or other structure is prohibited;

2. The overall height of any light, on a pole or building, used to illuminate the property shall not exceed twenty feet (20');
3. All parking lot lighting shall use full cutoff fixtures along property lines.

D. Specific Standards: In addition to the general standards of subsection B of this section, the following are specific standards that apply to certain lighting types and circumstances:
1. Canopy Lighting: All direct artificial light sources shall be shielded or recessed and shall not produce more than an average of twenty-five (25) foot-candles under the canopy;
2. Property Lighting: All artificial outdoor light sources shall not exceed one (1) foot-candle at property line;
3. Flickering or flashing lights shall not be permitted;

4. Property and Canopy Lighting: Dimming controls shall be installed, which allow the lighting to dim below the required average foot-candles.
E. Exemptions: The following light sources are exempt from the requirements of this chapter:

1. Federal and state flag lighting;

2. Seasonal Lighting: Outdoor lighting; provided, it is in compliance with the following:

a. Lighting shall not create a hazard or glare nuisance; and

b. The lighting shall be temporary (less than ninety (90) days in a calendar year);

3. Low-Output Light Source: An artificial light source having an output equal to or less than one hundred five (105) lumens; provided, that the cumulative lumen output of all low- output light sources shall not exceed a ratio of one and one-half (1½) lumens per square foot of cumulative illuminated area. This ratio shall be calculated by combining the total lumen output of each low-output light source divided by the square footage of the area intended to be illuminated;
4. Motion Sensor Controlled Light Source: An artificial light source that has a light output equal to or less than nine hundred (900) lumens and is controlled by a motion sensor; provided, it is in compliance with the following:

a. The motion sensor is set to turn the artificial light source off no more than ten (10) minutes after the last detection of motion; and
b. The artificial light source is sufficiently shielded in a manner that prevents light trespass;
5. Tower Lighting: Tower lighting required by the FAA or the FCC; provided, that it shall not exceed the minimum requirements of those agencies. Collision markers shall have a dual mode for day and night to minimize impact to the night sky and migrating birds;
6. Traffic control devices and city facilities.

7. Lighting for Athletic fields, courts, and recreational play areas provided the lighting is shielded and directed in a manner that prevents light trespass.
8. Temporary lighting for approved special events including outdoor concerts, theatrical performances, community events, or film production.
9. Single Family Residential: Single Family Residences in compliance with the following:

a. Exterior lights are down lighting so that lighting does not trespass to adjoining properties.
b. All exterior lighting shall be shielded, hooded, or directed so that no direct light is allowed to directly trespass onto adjacent properties.
F. Procedures for Compliance:

Prior to occupancy a commercial development shall be required to provide plans indicating the location of all artificial light sources on the premises. The required plans shall be presented in a manner that clearly demonstrates the development’s compliance to the Kanab City Outdoor Lighting Ordinance
G. Legal Nonconforming Lighting

1. Upon the adoption of this ordinance, all outdoor lighting fixtures not in conformity herewith shall be considered legal nonconforming outdoor lighting (i.e., grandfathered use), provided they were in compliance with the lighting regulations in effect at the time of their installation, modification, expansion, or relocation.
2. Any modification, expansion, or relocation of existing lighting fixtures shall require compliance with this ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Kanab City Council that the Kanab City Land Use Ordinance is hereby amended as reflected in the   page(s) attached hereto.

All former ordinances or parts thereof conflicting or inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance or of the Code hereby adopted are hereby repealed. The provisions of this Ordinance shall be severable, and, if any provision thereof or any application of such provision is held invalid, it shall not affect any other provisions of this code or the application in a different circumstance.

This ordinance shall be effective upon the required posting.

The financial report for the first quarter of the fiscal year indicates several trends and changes in various revenue and expenditure categories. Here's a breakdown of the key points:

Licenses and Permits: The significant decline in licenses and permits revenue is primarily attributed to the sharp decrease in building permits from $217,620 to $10,295. This could potentially indicate a slowdown or shift in construction activities within the city during this quarter.

Sales and Use Taxes: A positive trend is observed in the sales and use taxes, which have shown an approximate 8% increase. This growth reflects a stronger economic activity and consumer spending within Kanab City during this period.

Charges for Services: The rise in Charges for Services is linked to the increased revenue resulting from the expanded EMS Contract with the hospital. This contract expansion has evidently boosted the income from service charges.

Interest Income: Interest income has experienced a substantial increase, rising from $24,009 to
$93,519. This surge is due to the favorable interest rates within the PTIF account, which is currently over 5%. The interest accrued in this account has significantly contributed to the higher income in this category.

Federal Funds: Although ARPA funds were recorded as received in Q1 of FY 22, these funds were moved to an unearned revenue prior to the end of the year. The City anticipates including State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds as received funds later in the current fiscal year once future capital needs are discussed

Increased Expenditures: Most funds have seen a 10% increase, primarily influenced by rising employee costs. Other notable increases in costs include:


– A Western Classic –
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· Capital outlay costs of $94,411 from the Police Department due to the remodel and transition into the new facility.

· Increased employee costs in the Fire Department due to the addition of two new positions funded through the Hospital EMS Agreement.

· Increment in wages and equipment expenses at the Heritage House, attributed to new staffing for the museum and the acquisition of new display cases through a grant, respectively.

The General Fund is tracking lower on revenues and higher on expenditures compared to where the City was last year. The revenues over expenses are approximately $150,000 lower this year as opposed to the prior year.

Beyond the General Fund overview, the specific analysis of non-general funds presents key insights into various specialized revenue streams and expenditures. Here's a detailed breakdown:

Wildland Revenues: Wildland Revenues have surged by $70,000, reflecting an increase in income. Additionally, the city foresees another payment for work completed in Colorado, the increase in revenue will help offset losses from last year.

Recreation and Pool Revenues: While Recreation revenues have seen a slight decline from
$44,759 to $37,354, a compensating factor is observed in the Pool revenues, which have risen from $33,803 to $42,821. A considerable increase in Pool Chemicals costs will require some change in a future budget amendment.

Impact Fee Plans: Total impact fees collected is approximately $60,000 during the first quarter of FY24. However, the revenues from impact fees are closely linked to building permit numbers, and have dramatically decreased from $391,751 in the previous year's Q1.

Utility Revenues - Water and Sewer: The Utility Revenues from Water and Sewer have demonstrated consistency. However, there's an increase in expenses attributed to higher employee costs and inflated expenses for parts, equipment, and contracted labor.
